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EVE ALL PARTY MEETING: Ahead of the Budget session of Parliament beginning tomorrow, the government
today held an all-party meeting to ensure the smooth functioning of both the Houses. Talking to reporters
after the meeting, Parliamentary Affairs Minister Kiren Rijiju said the government is ready to debate any issue
with an open heart. He emphasized that it is the responsibility of both the government and opposition to run
Parliament smoothly. Mr. Rijiju also expressed gratitude to the floor leaders of the parties who provided
valuable suggestions. He requested everyone to cooperate for the smooth functioning of the Budget session.
Union Ministers Rajnath Singh, Arjun Ram Meghwal, JP Nadda, Chirag Paswan, Ramdas Athawale, and
Congress leaders Jairam Ramesh and Gaurav Gogoi, NCP leader Praful Patel, DMK leaders T R Baalu and
Tiruchi Siva, Aam Aadmi Party leader Sanjay Singh, and AIMIM MP Asaduddin Owaisi were among those who
attended the meeting. The Budget Session of Parliament will begin tomorrow. Finance Minister Nirmala
Sitharaman will table the Economic Survey in Parliament tomorrow. The Economic Survey provides statistical
information and analysis on various sectors of the economy. It also provides data on employment, GDP
growth, and inflation. The Finance Minister will present the Union Budget 2024-25 in the Lok Sabha on
Tuesday. It will be the first budget of the Narendra Modi Government in its third term. Last month, while
addressing the joint sitting of both the Houses of Parliament, President Droupadi Murmu had asserted that this
budget will be an effective document of the government’s far-reaching policies and futuristic vision.
Government is likely to introduce six new bills in this session. These include Disaster Management
(Amendment) Bill, The Boilers Bill, The Bhartiya Vayuyan Vidheyak, The Coffee (Promotion and Development)

CENTRE - KERALA NIPAH : The Centre has advised Kerala government to implement immediate public
health measures to control the spread of Nipah virus. A 14-year-old boy from Malappuram district, who was
undergoing treatment for Nipah virus infection, passed away today. A multi-member joint outbreak response
team from the National One Health Mission of the Union Health Ministry will be deployed to support the state
in investigating the case, identifying epidemiological linkages, and providing technical assistance. The Ministry
mentioned that outbreaks of Nipah Virus Disease have occurred in Kerala previously, with the most recent one
in 2023 in the Kozhikode district. Fruit bats are the typical reservoir of the virus, and humans can become
infected by inadvertently consuming bat-contaminated fruits. The Center has advised the state to implement
public health measures, such as active contact tracing over the past 12 days, strict quarantine of contacts
associated with the case, and isolation of any suspected cases.

INDIAN STUDENTS-BSF: The BSF today said that as many as 373 Indian students and three Nepali
students have crossed over from the two Integrated Check Posts (ICP) in Tripura yesterday from Bangladesh.
Due to the violent anti-quota stir in Bangladesh since last few days and growing law and order situation the
students are returning back to their motherland. Addressing the media, Inspector General of Tripura Frontier,
Patel Piyush Purusottam Das said that around 300 students returned from the Srimantpur Integrated Check
post in Sonamura district; while 76 returned via Akhaura ICP. He said, another batch of 300 students will
return to the country from the two ICPs in Tripura today. Large number of Indian students are pursuing
