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LS-ORGANIC

The Government is promoting organic farming using organic manure
through the schemes of Paramparagat Krishi Vikas Yojana (PKVY) in all the
states other than North Eastern States and Mission Organic Value Chain
Development for North Eastern Region (MOVCDNER) exclusively in the
north east states.

Informing the Lok Sabha through a written reply today, Minister of
State for Agriculture and Farmers Welfare Ramnath Thakur said under the
PKVY scheme, farmers are provided financial assistance of 15 thousand
rupees per hectares for three years for on-farm and off-farm organic inputs
including organic manure.

The Minister said, under the MOVCDNER scheme, farmers are directly
provided financial assistance of 32 thousand 500 rupees per hectares for
three years for off-farm and on-farm organic inputs. Mr Thakur also said
the government is promoting the use of bio-fertilisers which are effective
and eco-friendly source of nutrients. <><>

EVE RS-UNION BUDGET DISCUSSION

The Rajya Sabha today resumed discussion on the General Budget
2024-25. Participating in the discussion, Praful Patel of NCP said, the
government has adopted a fiscal discipline approach and maintained the
financial health of the country since 2014. He said, creation of jobs for the
youths is the biggest focus area in this year's budget. He commended the
government for giving weightage to the infrastructure sector in this year's
budget. He said, extensive network of roads, airports, sea ports, and
renewable energy have been created in the country in the last ten years.
He said, manufacturing activities in the country witnessed tremendous
growth in the last couple of years. Echoing the same view, BIJP MP
Bhubaneswar Kalita said, this year's budget is focussed around poor,
farmers, youth, women, middle class and infrastructure development. He



lauded the government for taking steps for poverty alleviation saying that
25 crore people have come out from the poverty line. He said, the
government is providing free foodgrains to 80 crore people.

Intervening in the discussion, Union Minister and BIP President ]J P
Nadda asserted that the Union Budget is for inclusive growth and economic
and social development of the country. Mr. Nadda added that
infrastructure development is the focus of the Budget along with job
creation. He said Budget intends to make a leakage proof system and
ensure last mile delivery. The Minister said eradicating poverty,
empowering the poor, supporting farmers with logistics, and strengthening
villages have received special focus in this Budget. He also listed out
several government initiatives including Jan Dhan Yojana and Pradhan
Mantri Ujjwala Yojana for the betterment of the poor and marginalised
sections of the society. Mr. Nadda said 95 percent villages in the country
have been connected with roads through Pradhan Mantri Gram Sadak
Yojana. He highlighted that India has become the third largest
automobile manufacturer and the NPA has reduced significantly under the
current government. In his speech, Mr. Nadda hit out at Congress over the
issue of OBC welfare questioning how many OBC members are in the
Congress Working Committee. He also attacked Congress for criticising the
government on Agniveer Scheme and asserted that the scheme is intended
to strengthen Indian Armed Forces. He accused the main opposition party
of playing politics over it. The Minister alleged that it was Congress which
delayed the implementation of One Rank One Pension for decades. The

RS - NPS AND PAY COMMISSION

The Government today said that the Committee constituted to review
the pension system for the Government employees has not submitted its
final report and also that there is no proposal of constituting the 8th central
pay commission for revision of pay of central government employees.

In a written reply in Rajya Sabha, Minister of state for Finance Pankaj
Chaudhary said that representations have been received from time to time
from various quarters to scrap the New Pension Scheme and to restore
OPS. The same were placed before the Committee constituted to review
the pension system.

LS - SCAVENGING
The government said there is no Bill proposed at present for



complete mechanization of sewerage cleaning and abolition of manual
scavenging. This was stated by Minister of State for Social Justice and
Empowerment, Ramdas Athawale in a written reply in the Lok Sabha
today. Mr Athawale said there was a proposal to amend the Prohibition of
Employment as Manual Scavengers and their Rehabilitation Act, 2014 with
the aim to formalise the institutional set-up for safe cleaning practices. He
also said, in view of the National Action for Mechanised Sanitation
Ecosystem formulated jointly by Ministry of Housing & Urban Affairs and
Ministry of Society Justice & Empowerment, it was decided not to amend
the Prohibition of Employment as Manual Scavengers and their
Rehabilitation Act, 2013.

EVE LS-UNION BUDGET DISCUSSION

The Lok Sabha today resumed discussion on the General Budget
2024-25. Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman is expected to reply to the
discussion this evening. Participating in the discussion, Devendra Singh of
BJP said, this budget will take the country towards inclusive growth. He
said the government is committed to the welfare of farmers and major
allocations were made in the Union Budget for the agriculture sector. He
said the Budget will be instrumental in promoting natural farming across
the country. He said the government has taken several steps to create
employment opportunities in the country. Akhilesh Yadav of Samajwadi
Party said, this year's budget is silent about unemployment and
development of rural areas. He said, no big announcement was made for
any projects in Uttar Pradesh. Mr. Yadav said, the trade deficit is
continuously increasing and no concrete steps have been taken to control
it. He added that exports are also witnessing a declining trend.

Amraram of CPI (M) alleged that the Union Budget has no concrete
provisions to address the concerns of farmers, soldiers, women and poors.
Rajesh Verma of LJP (Ram Vilas) said, through this budget efforts have
been made to empower youth, women, poor and farmers. He said, the
budget focuses on employment generation and skill training. Saptagiri
Sankar Ulaka of Congress alleged that it has a weak budget. He said, his
party has no problem whether special assistance is given to Bihar and
Andhra Pradesh but Odisha should also be taken care of. The discussion is
underway.



EVE MANU-BRONZE

In Paris Olympics, Manu Bhaker and Sarabjot Singh today clinched
Bronze in mixed 10 meter air pistol shooting event by defeating South
Koreans pair of Oh Ye Jin and Lee Wonho 16-10. With this win, Manu
etched her name in the history of Indian sports by becoming the first
Indian athlete in post indipendent era to win two medals at the same
edition of the Olympics. Sarabjot, on the other hand, got his first Olympic
medal. Earlier, Manu won a bronze in the women's 10m Air Pistol event.
Interestingly Calcutta born Norman Pritchard was the first British Indian
athlete to participate in the Olympic Games, also won two silver medals at
the 1900 Summer Olympics in Paris.

Shuttler P V Sindhu and wrestler Sushil Kumar are the only two
Indians to have won multiple Olympic medals but in separate Olympic
games.

VP-MANU SARABJIOT

Vice-President Jagdeep Dhankhar has extended heartfelt
congratulations to the Indian shooters Manu Bhaker and Sarabjot Singh on
their remarkable achievements at the Paris Olympics 2024. In a Social
Media Post, the Vice President lauded their outstanding performance,
emphasizing the inspiration they provide to the youth of the nation. Mr
Dhankhar also commended Manu Bhaker’s extraordinary accomplishment
of winning two medals ever in a single Olympics by an Indian.
EVE. KERALA - WAYAND

In Kerala, 63 bodies have been recovered from the debris of the
landslide site that hit Wayanad district during the wee hours of this
morning. The death toll is likely to mount further. Official sources said 128
persons injured in the mishap have been admitted to various hospitals.
Efforts are in full swing by the NDRF, the state government machinery and
the public to rescue more persons believed to be trapped under the debris.

The Kerala government has declared a two day mourning from today.
Expressing deep sorrow over the loss of life and property, the
government announced that that all public programmes and celebrations
stand postponed. The National Flag will fly half mast during his period.

Meanwhile the IMD has issued red alert in eight districts in the state,
indicating the possibility of extremely heavy rainfall. In its revised weather
bulletin this afternoon, the Department issued red alert in the districts of



Idukki, Malappuram, Palakkad, Thrissur, Kozhikode, Wayanad, Kannur and
Kasaragod. It has issued orange alert in the districts of Ernakulam,
Kottayam, Alappuzha and Pathanamthitta.
LS-PM KISAN

Over 3.24 lakh crore rupees have been disbursed to more than 11
crore farmers under PM- Kisan scheme. Agriculture and Farmers Welfare
Minister Shivraj Singh Chouhan in a written reply in Lok Sabha today,
stated that the 17th instalment of PM- Kisan scheme was released in June
this year to over 9.26 crore farmers families amounting to more than 20
thousand crore rupees. The Minister also informed that out of the total 51
thousand 849 trained Krishi Sakhis, 34 thousand 973 have been given
Agriculture Para-extension worker certificate. <><>

VIETNAM PM VISIT

Prime Minister of Vietham Pham Minh Chinh will arrive in New Delhi
tonight on a three day State Visit to India. He will be accompanied by a
high level delegation including several Ministers, deputy Ministers and
business leaders. On Friday, the visiting will receive a ceremonial welcome
at the Forecourt of Rashtrapati Bhavan. He will also visit Raj Ghat to pay
tribute to Mahatma Gandhi. He will hold bilateral discussions with Prime
Minister Narendra Modi who will also host a luncheon in his honour. Prime
Minister Chinh is scheduled to call on President Droupadi Murmu and Vice
President Jagdeep Dhankhar. External Affairs Minister Dr. S. Jaishankar is
scheduled to call on the visiting Prime Minister.

Ministry of External Affairs has said that India and Vietnam have age-
old historical and civilizational ties, which were elevated to a
Comprehensive Strategic Partnership during the visit of Prime Minister
Narendra Modi in 2016. The Ministry said, India considers Vietnam as a key
pillar of its Act East Policy and an important partner in its Indo-Pacific
vision.
REV EVE. KERALA - WAYAND

The death toll in the massive landslide that hit Kerala's Wayanad
district has risen to 93. Over 128 persons injured in the mishap are
undergoing treatment in various hospitals in the region. Rescue operations
in the landslide hit regions in Wayanad are still underway. The Army and
Navy personnel have joined the rescue and relief efforts and rescued
around 150 people from landslide hit Mundakayyam.

Chief Minister Pinarayi Vijayan said that all possible measures is being



taken for the rescue and rehabilitation operations in the region. State
Mourning had been declared in the state for two days from today.

People were transferred across a swollen river using ropes and
winches at Chooramala, as a bridge across it was washed away in flash
floods. Several persons are being rescued from the debris. Hundreds of
anxious relatives are flocking the Meppady Community Health Centre
where several bodies are kept, looking for their missing relatives.

Meanwhile, the Kozhikode District Collector has appealed to the
people to avoid using Thamarassery Ghat Road, so that emergency
vehicles can use the road.

Several district authorities have also appealed to the public to avoid
travelling to tourist spots.

BANGLDESH-BAN

In Bangladesh, the government is set to ban Jamaat-e-Islami and its
student wing Islami Chhatra Shibir through an executive order by
tomorrow. Bangladesh Law Minister Anisul Hug while talking with the
media today said he would hold a meeting with the Home Minister to fix
the process. The law minister said this a day after the Awami League-
led 14-party alliance unanimously recommended the ban of Jamaat-e-
Islami and Islami Chhatra Shibir.

Earlier, ruling Awami League General Secretary and Road Transport
and Bridges Minister Obaidul Quader said the government will implement
the decision of the 14-party alliance on banning Jamaat and its student
wing Chhatra Shibir. The minister said the International Crimes Tribunal
also mentioned the Jamaat had relations with war crimes.

Meanwhile, the Public Administration Ministry said on Tuesday that
All offices will run as per the regular schedule from tomorrow. Bangladesh
Railway will resume operations of passenger trains on a limited scale from
Thursday, around two weeks after the service was suspended due to
nationwide quota reform protests.

EVE. JHARKHAND - TRAIN - ACCIDENT

In Jharkhand, relief and rescue operation after Howrah- Mumbai train
accident has been completed. Two passengers were killed and 24
passengers have been injured following the derailment of 18 boogie of
Howrah-Mumbai mail this morning between Barabambo and Kharsawa
railway station near Potobeda village under Chakradharpur railway division.



The bodies of two passengers were recovered from B- 4 coach of the train.
Injured passengers have been admitted to local hospitals.

The ill-fated train was going from Howrah to Chatrapati Shivaiji
Terminus in Mumbai. Stranded passengers were sent to their destination
by special train.

The railway has announced an ex- gratia of 10 lakh rupees to the
next of the kin of the deceased. It also announced five lakh ex - gratia for
seriously injured passengers and one lakh for injured passengers.

Rail traffic on Tatanagar - Chakradharpur rail section of South
Eastern Railway has been disrupted following rail accident. 11 Long route
trains have been cancelled, six short terminated and 17 trains diverted.
Top railways officials are supervising the restoration work.

KERALA CM - WAYANAD

Kerala Chief Minister Pinarayi Vijayan today said that 93 bodies have
been recovered so far from the landslide -hit Wayanad district. Addressing
media persons in Thiruvananthapuram, Vijayan said 34 bodies have been
identified of which 18 have been handed over to the relatives. 128 persons
who were injured, have been admitted to various hospitals. 16 bodies that
were swept away following the landslide were recovered from Chaliyar
river at Pothukal in Malappuram district.

Terming the landslide as one of the worst natural disasters to hit the
state, the Chief Minister said the first landslide took place around 2 AM,
followed by another one at around 4.10 AM.

The landslide resulted in the bifurcation of the river Eravanjipuzha
into two.

The Chief Minister said Prime Minister Narendra Modi, Union Minister
Amit Shah, Leader of the Opposition in Lok Sabha Rahul Gandhi, Tamil
Nadu Chief Minister M K Stalin, West Bengal Governor C V Ananda Bose
were among those who spoke to him and offered help. He said 45 relief
camps have been opened in Wayanad in which 3069 persons have been
accommodated. Pinarayi Vijayan also paid tributes to those who lost their
lies in the landslide.
