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SC-KEJRIWAL (EARLY)

The Supreme Court today granted interim bail to Delhi Chief Minister and Aam
Aadmi Party (AAP) National Convenor Arvind Kejriwal in the money laundering case
linked to the alleged liquor policy scam. A bench comprising Justices Sanjiv Khanna and
Dipankar Datta referred to a larger bench the Delhi Chief Minister's petition challenging
the arrest by the Enforcement Directorate (ED). Mr Kejriwal will however remain in
custody since he was arrested by the CBI under the Prevention of Corruption Act in
relation to the same liquor policy case on 25th of last month.

The Delhi Chief Minister was arrested by the ED on 21st of March in the case. He
was released on 10th of May by the Supreme Court to campaign for the Lok Sabha
polls. He returned to jail on 2nd of June after the Apex Court denied him any further
relief.

AGNIVEERS

Central forces will implement ten per cent reservation for ex-Agniveers. Amid the
debate over the Agnipath scheme, the central forces have announced that they will
implement ten per cent reservation for former Agniveers. The chiefs of central forces
such as Border Security Force, Central Reserve Police Force, Central Industrial Security
Force, and Sashastra Seema Bal said that former Agniveers will get relaxation in age
and there will also be no Physical Efficiency Test for them.

Director General, CISF, Nina Singh has said, the Home Ministry has taken a big

step of recruiting Ex Agniveers in Central Armed Police Forces.

NEET-HAZARIBAGH CASE
Four persons including Principal and Vice Principal of Oasis School, Hazaribagh were
sent to Patna Beur jail after completion of CBI remand.The CBI arrested them on June
the 28th from Hazaribagh in the NEET paper leak case.They were brought to CBI
headquarter,Delhi for intensive interrogation. The Principal was the co ordinator of
schools of Hazaribagh while the Vice Principal was centre superintendent of Oasis
School.

During investigation it was found that a partially burnt question paper seized
from the Khemnichak play school in Patna matched with the question paper received



from the National Testing Agency (NTA), and the series of that question paper had
been sent to the examination centre at the Oasis School in Kallu Chowk, Hazaribagh.

In Wimbledon Tennis, Defending champion Carlos Alcaraz will take on Daniil Medvedev
in the Men’s Singles semifinals in London this evening. Third-seeded Spaniard Alcaraz, a
three-time Major winner, reached the last-four stage with a 5-7, 6-4, 6-2, 6-2 win over
Tommy Paul of the United States. On the other hand, fifth seed Russian, Medvedev
reached the semifinals with a win over top-seeded Jannik Sinner of Italy. In other
semifinal today, seven-time champion and second-seeded Serbian Novak Djokovic will
face 25th-seeded Italian Lorenzo Musetti, who has made it to this stage of a Major for
the first time in his career.

In Women's Singles, 31st seed Barbora Krejcikova entered her first Wimbledon
final after securing a comeback win over Kazakhstan's Elena Rybakina 3-6, 6-3, 6-4 in
the semi-finals last night. Krejcikova of Czech Republic will be up against Italy's Jasmine
Paolini in the final tomorrow. Seventh-seeded Paolini defeated Croatia’s Donna Vekic 2-
6, 6-4, 7-6 in a fiercely fought Semifinal to secure place in the final.

In Men's doubles, British-finnish duo of Henry Patten and Harri Heliovaara have
set the summit clash with Australian pair of Max Purcell and Jordan Thompson.

In Women's Doubles, Canadian Gabriela Dabrowski and partner Erin Routliffe of
New Zealand will face seventh-seeded American tandem of Caroline Dolehide and
Desirae Krawczyk in the semifinals today.

Taiwan's Hsieh Su-Wei and Belgium's Elise Mertens will meet fourth seed pair of
Czech Republic's Katefina Siniakova and American Taylor Townsend in the last four.

NEPAL-MISSING

Two buses carrying passengers went missing in Trishuli river early this morning
in the landslides at Simaltal area along the Narayanghat-Mugling road section in
Chitwan district, officials confirmed. The buses were carrying total of 65 passengers.
Chief District Officer of Chitwan, Indra Dev Yadav, confirmed that two vehicles fell off
the river at 3:30 this morning.

According to Nepal Police, a bus of Ganapati Deluxe heading to Gaur of Rautahat
from Kathmandu was carrying 41 persons and the next bus Angel Deluxe on its way to
Kathmandu from Birgunj had 24 persons on board, including 6 Indians travelling in it.

The Chief District Officer, who is on the site, said that the rescue workers have
started working to clear the landslides. PM Dahal has tweeted directing government
officials to take swift action.

Although both NC and UML, which enjoy a majority with 166 members when
combined in the 275-member House of Representatives, urged PM Dahal to pave the
way for the formation of a new government, but he denied and is prepared to seek a
vote of confidence today. The opposition claims that by delaying PM Dahal is just
buying time to cling longer to power and exploring constitutional opportunities to hold
the top executive post longer. He has to get the support of 138 lawmakers to prove his
majority, which looks impossible as of today. Nepali Congress and UML claim to have
forged an alliance to bring a stable government. While the PM is seeking a vote of
confidence, the two big parties are doing homework to form a new government under
CPN-UML's Qli.
