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PM MUMBAI VISIT:

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will visit Mumbai, Maharashtra today. He will
launch, dedicate to the nation and lay the foundation stone for multiple projects
related to road, railways and ports sector worth more than 29 thousand 400 crore
rupees at NESCO Exhibition Centre, Goregaon. In the evening, Mr Modi will visit the
Indian News Service Secretariat to inaugurate the INS Towers. The Prime Minister will
lay the foundation stone for Thane Borivali Tunnel Project worth 16 thousand 600
crore rupees. The Prime Minister will also lay the foundation stone for Tunnel work at
Goregaon Mulund Link Road Project worth over 6300 crore rupees. He will further lay
the foundation stone for Kalyan Yard Remodelling and Gati Shakti Multi Modal Cargo
Terminal at Turbhe in Navi Mumbai. The Yard will help in the segregation of long
distance and suburban traffic.

COUNTING ASSEMBLY BY POLLS:

The first result of the by-elections has come from the state of punjab, the ruling Aam
Aadmi Party has won the Jalandhar west reserved assembly constituency. The
counting of votes in the remaning constituencies is underway in 12 assembly seats
spread over six states. The AAP candidate Mohindar Bhagat won this seat by a margin
of 37,325 votes. He defeated BJP candidate Sheetal Angural in the triangular contest.
BJP polled 17,921 votes, while congress candidate remained third with 16,757 votes.
In Himachal, according to the trends so far, Congress candidates are leading in Dehra
and Nalagarh assembly constituencies, while BJP candidate is leading in Hamirpur
assembly constituency. Voting was held on Wednesday for Raiganj, Ranaghat Dakshin,
Bagda and Maniktala in West Bengal; Dehra, Hamirpur and Nalagarh in Himachal
Pradesh and Badrinath and Manglaur in Uttarakhand; Rupauli in Bihar, Amarwara in
Madhya Pradesh, Vikravandi in Tamil Nadu and Jalandhar West in Punjab. In Madhya
Pradesh, Three-tier security arrangements have been made for counting of votes in
Amarwara assembly constituency.

JP NADDA

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REV: GOVT - MARITIME AND WATERWAYS: The Ministry of Ports, Shipping, and

Waterways will host the State Maritime and Waterways Transport Committees meeting
on Tuesday through video conferencing.
