ODISHA-PRESIDENT : President Droupadi Murmu will be on a four day visit to Odisha beginning
today. The President will attend the 96th Death Anniversary of Utkalamani Pandit Gopabandhu Das at
Bhubaneswar. Tomorrow, President Murmu will witness the Gundicha Jatra (Car Festival) of Lord
Jagannath at Puri. During her visit, the President will visit Udayagiri Caves and interact with the
students of Bibhuti Kanungo College of Art and Crafts and Utkal University of Culture.

REV. VP-KERALA : Vice-President Jagdeep Dhankhar will be on a two-day visit to Kerala from
today. Mr. Dhankhar will deliver the convocation address as Chief Guest at the 12th Convocation of
Indian Institute Space, Science and Technology this morning. He will also present the Institute’s
Medal of Excellence to meritorious students. Tomorrow, Vice-president is scheduled to visit Kollam
and Ashtamudi backwaters.

REV.MODI - UK PM : Prime Minister Narendra Modi has congratulated his UK counterpart Keir
Starmer for his party's remarkable victory in general elections. In a social media post, Mr Modi said,
he is looking forward to a positive and constructive collaboration to further strengthen India-UK
Comprehensive Strategic Partnership in all areas, and fostering mutual growth and prosperity. PM
Modi also thanked Mr Rishi Sunak for his admirable leadership and his contributions in deepening the
India-UK ties. Keir Starmer has replaced Mr Sunak as Prime Minister, ending the Tories' 14-year grip
on power. Labour Party has won 412 seats -in the new House of Commons. The Conservatives were
reduced to a record low for them of 121 MPs. In his first speech as Prime Minister at Downing Street,
Keir pledged to get the country's struggling healthcare system back on track, secure British borders,
and attend to the need for schools and affordable homes.  Meanwhile, Sir Keir has appointed his
cabinet, making Angela Rayner the Deputy Prime Minister and Rachel Reeves the country's first
female Chancellor of the Exchequer. Sir Keir's cabinet included a record 11 women in the team of 25.
Yvette Cooper has been appointed Home Secretary, David Lammy named Foreign Secretary and John
Healey appointed Defence Secretary. Other appointments include Shabana Mahmood as Justice
Secretary, Wes Streeting as Health Secretary, Bridget Phillipson as Education Secretary, and Ed
Miliband as Energy Secretary.

BRITISH INDIAN MINISTER : British Indian MP Lisa Nandy has been appointed UK secretary of
state for culture, media and sport by new Prime Minister Keir Starmer. Lisa was re-elected with a
thumping majority from Wigan in north-west England. She will now take over the culture ministry
from Lucy Fraser. The 44-year-old Lisa Nandy was among the final three contestants in the Labour
Party’s top leadership contest in January 2020. Lisa is the daughter of Calcutta-born academic Dipak
Nandy and British mother Ann Luise Byers. Her father was well-known for his work in the field of race
relations in Britain. A record number of around 29 Indian-origin members of Parliament have been
elected to the House of Commons in the UK's general election as results were announced yesterday.



HATHRAS STAMPEDE-ARRESTED : Uttar Pradesh Police has arrested Dev Prakash Madhukar in
connection with the tragic stampede in Hathras that resulted in 121 deaths. Dev Prakash Madhukar
was named as the main accused in the FIR filed by the police. Earlier, a reward of 1 lakh rupees for
information regarding his whereabouts was also announced. The arrest came a day after the police
nabbed six people in connection with the stampede. They were all members of the satsang
organising committee. The stampede took place on Tuesday during the satsang by self-styled
godman and preacher Narayan Sakar Hari alias Bhole Baba.

PM-HM SYAMA PRASAD : Prime Minister Narendra Modi and Home Minister Amit Shah have paid
tribute to Bhartiya Jana Sangh founder Dr Syama Prasad Mookerjee on his birth anniversary today. In
a social media post, the Prime Minister said that Dr. Mukherjee made India proud with his strong
nationalist thoughts. He added, his dedication and sacrifice for the motherland will always inspire the
countrymen. Home Minister Amit Shah said that Dr. Mukherjee will definitely be remembered,
whenever there is talk of fighting for the unity and integrity of the country. He added that Dr.
Mukherjee provided ideological alternatives to the country with the establishment of Jan Sangh and
will remain a guide on the path of nation first for a long time.

MOBILE TARIFF : The Ministry of Communications has responded to misleading claims regarding
recent mobile services tariff increase in the country. The Ministry in its statement said that with three
private sector companies and one public sector company, the current mobile services market
operates through the market forces of demand and supply. It added that the government is focused
on protecting the interests of subscribers, enabling orderly growth with investment in the latest
technologies and ensuring financial viability. The Communications Ministry said, Government's
policies and regulatory framework notified by Telecom Regulatory Authority of India (TRAI) has
resulted in one of the lowest costs for subscribers of mobile services in India. TRAI is an independent
regulator for telecommunication services and it regulates the rates of telecommunication services in
the country.

IRAN PRESIDENT ELECTION : Masoud Pezeshkian, a reformist and former Health Minister of Iran
won the 14th presidential election by beating his rival, Saeed Jalili. Masoud Pezeshkian got over 16
million votes of the total 30 million votes in the runoff. Voting for the Iran presidential runoff
commenced on yesterday morning with two top contenders. Earlier, Iran went to polls on 28th of
June, in which Pezeshkian garnered 42.6 per cent of the total votes, while Jalili got 38.8 per cent.
Since, none of the candidates were able to cross the 50 per cent mark required to win the
presidential race, a runoff was scheduled to elect the new President of Iran. Iran's 14th presidential
election, which had initially been set for 2025, was rescheduled following the unexpected death of
President Ebrahim Raisi in a helicopter crash on 19th May, this year.

GOVT - PENSION GRIEVANCES : More than one thousand cases have been redressed in first
week of special campaign for redressal of family pension grievances. The Department of Pension and
Pensioners Welfare had launched a month-long campaign for redressal of Family Pension Grievances
on 1st of this month for bringing ease in the life of Central Government Family Pensioners. The top
three performers are Department of Ex-Servicemen Welfare, Department of Defence Finance and
Ministry of Railways. The campaign will continue till the end of this month.

DELHI- SYAMA PRASAD : Delhi BJP president Virendra Sachdeva, Party leaders and MPs Bansuri
Swaraj and Ramvir Singh Bidhuri and other party leaders paid floral tribute to Bhartiya Jana Sangh



founder Dr Syama Prasad Mookerjee in New Delhi, on his birth anniversary today. On the occasion,
MP Bansuri Swaraj said that Dr Mookerjee sacrificed his life for the integration of the country and
dream of a unified India. She added, it is fortunate that BJP under the leadership of Prime Minister
Narendra Modi has been able to fulfil his dream. Delhi BJP President Virendraa Sachdeva said that Dr
Mookerjee gave a message to the country that one nation can not have 'Do Nishaan', 'Do Vidhaan',
and 'Do Pradhan'.

On the seventh day of darshan yesterday, 21,686 pilgrims paid their obeisance to the
naturally formed Ice Shivlingam of Lord Shiva at the holy cave of Shri Amarnath Ji. With this figure, a
total of 1,52,946 pilgrims visited holy cave from different parts of country since the commencement
of the Yatra on June 29 this year. The weather remained overcast with clouds in the entire Yatra area
yesterday and in the evening it dizzled at holy cave and Yatra area. However, the pilgrimage plied
smoothly throughout the day. Meanwhile, a fresh batch of 5,876 Shri Amaranth ji Yatris left the
Bhagwati Nagar Base Camp in Jammu in the wee hours today towards Kashmir Valley in a cavalcade
of 245 vehicles amid tight security arrangements.
