MORN. MAHARASHTRA -NAXALITES KILLED

In Maharashtra, 12 naxalites were killed in an anti- naxal operation by C-60 commandos
of Gadchiroli police last evening at Etapalli block in Gadchiroli -Chhattisgarh border.
Naxalite opened fire on the police party which was carrying out anti- naxal operation in

the forest of Vandoli village in Etapalli block. Police also counter fired in response.



Superintendent of Gadchiroli police Nilotpal informed that 12 Naxalites were killed in
this encounter. He said, search operation has been intensified in this area. Post
encounter, the police have recovered bodies of 12 naxalites. They have also recovered
weapons including three AK-47 rifles, two INSAS rifles, one carbine, and one self-
loading rifle. In this six hour gun battle, one Police Sub Inspector and a constable have
been injured and they have been shifted to Nagpur for treatment. Meanwhile, Deputy
Chief Minister and Home Minister Devendra Fadnavis said, this is one of the major
Naxal encounter in the last few years. He also announced a reward of 51 lakh Rupees

for the Gadchiroli police for their act of bravery.
