UKRAINE-POLAND AGREEMENT

Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelensky and Polish Prime Minister Donald
Tusk have signed a bilateral security agreement in Warsaw . The agreement
was signed yesterday a day before the start of the North Atlantic Treaty
Organisation (NATO) summit, scheduled to be held in Washington from
today. Ukrainian President said in a social media post that Defense
cooperation and the needs of the Defense Forces of Ukraine are the main
priorities of his government. Mr. Zelensky said, he believes in a peaceful,
strong Ukraine together with a peaceful, strong Poland. The agreement
spells out Poland's continued defense support for Ukraine, especially air
defense. Poland also pledged to support energy security for Ukraine, and

participate in reconstruction.

Another batch of 5433 pilgrims left Bhagwati Nagar Yatri Niwas base camp in Jammu
for the Kashmir valley to perform pilgrimage to Amarnath Cave Shrine. The pilgrims left
the base camp in a cavalcade of 213 vehicles early this morning. The batch included
4203 Men, 1117 Women, 18 Children, 83 Sadhus and 12 Sadhvies. Of these 1971
pilgrims left for Baltal at 3:13 AM and 3462 for Pahalgam base camp at 4:03 AM from

where they will proceed for their further journey to the holy cave.

HEMANT SOREN CABINET EXPANSION

Jharkhand Chief Minister Hemant Soren expanded his cabinet today following the trust
vote victory in assembly . Former Chief Minister, Champai Soren included in cabinet.

Three changes were made in Hemant cabinet in which
two are from Congress and one from JMM. Basant Soren of JMM and Badal Patralekh

from Congress were dropped from cabinet.<>

he will visit a Bishnupur district and meet inmates of relief camp. The Congress leader

will meet Manipur Governor Anusuiya Uikey before leaving Imphal this evening.

ASSAM-FLOOD

In Assam, death toll due to flood related incidents has reached 72. The flood scenario
of the State improved slightly but over 22 lakh people are still reeling under the deluge
across 27 districts. More than 3100 villages of 91 revenue circles affected by flood and
over 49000 hectares of crop areas have been damaged across the state. NDRF and
SDRF teams rescued 218 people yesterday. River Brahmaputra, Barak and all their
tributaries are flowing above danger level. The flood damaged 127 roads and 2 bridge
apart from other infrastructures yesterday. The State Government has opened 245
Relief camps and 298 relief distribution centres. There are over 53 thousand people are

in the relief camps.

MORN. PM RUSSIA VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will co chair the 22nd Annual Summit between India and
Russia with Russia President Vladimir Putin in Moscow today. During the Annual
Summit, Prime Minister Modi and President Putin will review the whole range of bilateral
issues, including defence, trade linkages, investment ties, energy cooperation,
education, culture, and people-to-people exchanges.
