REV. PARIS OLYMPICS



In the Paris Olympics 2024, India's journey will begin today, a day
before the Opening Ceremony. Archers Deepika Kumari, Ankita Bhakat,
Bhajan Kaur, and B. Dhiraj, along with Tarundeep Rai and Pravin Jadhav,
will compete in the individual ranking round. The Indian contingent aims to
break Olympics medal drought in archery.

The women'’s ranking round will commence at 1 p.m today followed
by the men’s ranking round at 5:45 p.m. IST in Paris.

The remaining stages will be held from July 28 to August 4. After the
ranking rounds, the competition will shift to a matchplay phase.

India will compete in all five archery events in Paris: men’s and
women’s teams, individual, and mixed categories. In total, 128 athletes
have qualified for archery at the Paris games, 64 women and 64 men. The
Ranking rounds rules provide all qualifiers with 72 arrows, with a target
placed 70 meters away. <><>

GAZA-NETANYAHU VISIT US

Israeli forces today carried out new raids in the Gaza Strip, hours
before Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu was due to address the U.S.
Congress. Local Residents said the latest Israeli attacks destroyed homes in
towns east of Khan Younis in southern Gaza and thousands of people were
forced to head west to seek shelter.



Gaza health officials said Israeli military strikes in the past 24 hours
had killed at least 55 people. The latest casualties in a war that health
authorities say has killed more than 39,000 Palestinians, so far.

The Israel leader was due to address Congress later today and to
meet President Joe Biden at the White House. Republican presidential
candidate Donald Trump said he would meet Netanyahu in Florida
tomorrow.

BANGLADESH-NORMALCY

In Bangladesh, the life of the people today started returning to
normalcy as the national holiday ended and the government relaxed
curfew, imposed to control violence since last Friday night, for seven hours
(from 10am to 5pm).

All the public and private establishments, including garment factories,
banks and stock exchanges, have been reopened and employees and
workers have joined their respective works spontaneously since the
morning.

Most of the apparel factories, particularly situated in Dhaka and
nearby districts, have been reopened following a meeting of the country's
business leaders with Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina on Monday.

Members of the law enforcing agencies remain vigilant at different
points of the city to thwart any unpleasant incident, reports Bangladesh
Sanghbad Sangtha.

Broadband internet was restored to specific areas, including
diplomatic and commercial zones, on Tuesday after five days of outage.
But social networking site facebook and free video sharing website
YouTube are yet to be opened.

After massive violence on Thursday and Friday over quota reform,
the Bangladesh government on Friday midnight had declared curfew across



the country for an indefinite time and deployed an army to assist civilian
administration. In the last week, at least 160 people, including three
journalists and a few police perssonal have lost their lives while thousands
got injured, many of them were seriously injured. Due to the imposition of
nationwide curfew and internet blackout, common people, travellers, daily
wagers, and the fragile economy of Bangladesh suffered a lote.

On Monday, Bangladesh Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina accused
Bangladesh Jamaat-e-Islami group and the opposition Bangladesh
Nationalist Party (BNP) for trying to carry out terrorist activities during the
curfew. She warned that the government will not spare the "BNP-Jamaat
Clique" this time so easily like in the past.

More than 2500 people, many of them opposition activists and
leaders, have been arrested across the country in the last four days,
according to police.

After deployment of armed forces, violent clashes reduced and the
situation came under control, still it will take time for the situation to
become normal, said Army Chief General Waker-Uz-Zaman on Monday.
The Army chief on Tuesday called on the president of Bangladesh
Mohammed Shahabuddin at Bangabhaban in Dhaka and during that he
said that soldiers will patrol the streets until the return of normalcy in the
country, the president's press secretary told media.<>Navalsang
Parmar/ Dhaka/MAIL/2049 HRS.

EVE NEPAL AIRCRAFT CRASH

Eighteen people onboard have died in the 9 N AME flight of Saurya
Airlines crashed while departing from Kathmandu to Pokhara this morning.

While taking off, it fell into a ditch in the east of the 'runway' of the
Tribhuvan International Airport and crashed to catch fire immediately.
According to the Civil Aviation Authority of Nepal, 18 people of 19 on board
died. It said, bodies were taken to the Tribhuvan University Teaching
Hospital (TUTH). The flight captain Manish Ratna Shakya who was rescued
is currently receiving treatment at KMC Hospital at Sinamangal.
