Trump dropped to the ground and was swarmed by Secret Service agents
after shots rang out while he spoke onstage. He had blood on his face as
he was rushed away. Secret Service said Trump is safe and under
protective measures. The shooting is being investigated as an attempted
assassination. In a statement, Trump has thanked the Secret
Service and Law Enforcement for their rapid response. He also
informed that a bullet pierced the upper part of his right ear.
President Joe Biden denounced the violence and said that he is grateful
Trump is safe.

The highly anticipated and historic opening of Lord Jagannath's
treasure trove, Ratna Bhandar in Puri, commences today. This momentous
event, announced by Odisha Law Minister Prithviraj Harichandan, marks a
significant chapter in the cultural and religious heritage of Puri. The State
government's approval of the standard operating procedures (SOPs)
recommended by a high-level committee further underscores the
importance of this occasion. A dedicated and diverse team has been
formed under the leadership of the Shree Mandir chief administrator. This
team, which includes representatives from the Reserve Bank of India (RBI),
Archaeological Survey of India (ASI), servitors, and committee members,
stands united in the mission to open the Ratna Bhandar. Efforts will first be
made to open the Ratna Bhandar with keys; if unsuccessful, the lock will
be broken in the presence of a magistrate. Separate committees have been
formed to handle the inventorisation of jewellery and opening and
repairing the Ratna Bhandar. The RBI representatives will ensure
transparency by digitally documenting the purity and weight of the
jewellery. Meetings will be held to talk about any issues that come up
during the opening. Former Orissa High Court Judge Biswanath Rath,
chairman of the supervising committee, emphasised that ASI has been
asked to report on the structural stability of the Ratna Bhandar. Due to its
closure for over four decades, precautions include having teams of snake
catchers, doctors, and disaster management personnel on standby.
