He said, it will be an extremely healthy tradition
that Treasury and Opposition benches get together to find solutions to prevent such
incidents. Earlier, the House also paid obituary to the former member and observed

silence in respect of departed soul.

HUNGRY-UKRAINE

Hungarian Prime Minister, Viktor Orban has urged Ukrainian President Volodymyr



Zelenskyy to consider ceasefire in order to speed up peace talks with Moscow. He was
on his first visit to Ukraine after having just taken over as rotating president of the
European Union. The Hungarian Prime Minister said in Kyiv, a ceasefire between Russia
and Ukraine could speed up negotiations to end the war that followed Russia's full-scale
invasion in 2022. Mr. Orban has been a critic of Western support for Ukraine and is
seen as the European leader closest to Russian President Vladimir Putin. Ukraine's
Foreign Minister Dmytro Kuleba said during the visit, President Zelensky had a candid
but constructive discussion with Prime Minister Orban about ways to achieve peace. The
two leaders also discussed bilateral issues including the 100,000 ethnic Hungarians who
reside in Ukraine.

Later, the Lok Sabha was
adjourned Sine Die after adopting the Motion of Thanks to the President's address.

The death toll in a stampede at a religious congregation in Hathras district of
Uttar Pradesh has risen to 121. The stampede took place at a satsang of Bhole Baba in
Phulrai village of Sikandra Rao tehsil yesterday. Officials said, the stampede took place
when devotees tried to get a glimpse of the religious leader namely Bhole Baba after
the event ended. State Chief Secretary Manoj Kumar Singh said, 72 bodies have been
identified so far. Chief Minister Yogi Adityanath has ordered a thorough probe into the
incident. A high level committee has been constituted to investigate the matter under
chairmanship of ADG Agra Zone, which will submit its report within 24 hours. Our
correspondent reports that Chief Minister will visit Hathras today.
