‘SECURE’ SCO. SECURE stands for Security, Economic cooperation,
Connectivity, Unity, Respect for sovereignty and territorial integrity, and
Environmental protection. India, under its first-ever presidency of SCO,
hosted the 23rd Meeting of the SCO Council of Heads of State on 4th July
last year in virtual format.

Yesterday, Dr S Jaishankar met UN Secretary General Antinio Guttres
and his counterparts from Kazhakstan, Russia, Belarus, Uzbekistan and
Tajikistan on the sidelines of the summit. He also paid homage at the
