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REV. RAJNATH-DEFENCE PRODUCTION: India has registered the highest ever growth in
the value of defence production in 2023-24. The value of production has reached to nearly one lakh,
26 thousand and eight hundred eighty seven crore in 2023-24 which is 16.8 percent higher than the
value of production of previous financial year. Sharing about the same in a social media post today,
Raksha Mantri Rajnath Singh said that the Make in India programme is crossing new milestones, year
after year, under the leadership of Prime Minister Narendra Modi. The Defence Ministry said that of
the total value of production in 2023-24, about 79.2 percent has been contributed by Defence Public
Sector Undertakings, other Public Sector Undertakings and 20.8 percent by the private sector. The
data shows that in terms of absolute value, both DPSUs and PSUs and private sector have recorded a
steady growth in defence production. Mr. Singh congratulated the industry, including DPSUs, other



PSUs manufacturing defence items and the private industry for taking the defence production at an
all-time high. Mr. Singh also congratulated the industry including Defence Public Sector ndertakings,
other Public Sector Undertakings manufacturing defence items and the Private industry. He said that
the Government is committed to create more conducive regime for developing India as leading Global
Defence Manufacturing Hub. The Ministry said that policy reforms and initiatives and ease of doing
business along with indigenisation efforts, spiralling defence exports have played a pivotal role in the
growth.

PM- RUSSIA VISIT : Prime Minister Narendra Modi will be on an official visit to Russia on 8th
and 9th of this month. The External Affairs Ministry said Mr Modi will be in Moscow at the invitation
of Russian President Vladimir Putin to hold the 22nd India-Russia Annual Summit. The two leaders
are also scheduled to hold discussion on contemporary regional and global issues of mutual interest.
Prime Minister Modi will then travel to Austria on 9th and 10th of this month. This will be the first visit
by an Indian Prime Minister to Austria in 41 years. Mr Modi will meet Austrian President Alexander
Van der Bellen and will hold talks with Chancellor of Austria Karl Nehammer. The Prime Minister and
Chancellor will also address business leaders from India and Austria. The Prime Minister will interact
with members of the Indian community in Moscow as well as in Vienna.

PRADHAN-NCERT TEXTBOOKS : New and engaging textbooks will be introduced in class
three and six from the academic year 2024-2025. The Education Ministry informed that textbook
development work is in the final phase and nine textbooks for Grades 3 and 6 are already available.
The remaining eight will be available very soon. It was discussed as Union Education Minister,
Dharmendra Pradhan did a detailed review of the progress of National Council of Educational
Research and Training (NCERT) textbook development with the Secretary, School Education and
Literacy, Director of NCERT, and Chairperson of Central Board of Secondary Education in New Delhi
yesterday.

REV VP-KERALA : Vice-President Jagdeep Dhankhar will be on a two day visit to Kerala from
Saturday. On the first day of his visit, Mr. Dhankhar will deliver the convocation address as Chief
Guest at the 12th Convocation of Indian Institute Space, Science and Technology. He will also
present the Institute’s Medal of Excellence to meritorious students. On the seventh of July, Vice-
president is scheduled to visit Kollam and Ashtamudi backwaters.

GREEN HYDROGEN MISSION-GUIDELINES: The Centre has issued guidelines for
funding of testing facilities, infrastructure, and institutional support for development of Standards and
Regulatory framework under the National Green Hydrogen Mission. The Ministry of New and
Renewable Energy has said that the scheme will be implemented with a total budgetary outlay of two
hundred crore rupees till the financial year 2025-26. The scheme to be implemented by the National
Institute of Solar Energy will support identification of the gaps in the existing testing facilities for
components, technologies, and processes in the value chain of Green Hydrogen and its derivatives.
The Ministry informed that the Scheme will support creation of new testing facilities and upgradation



of existing Testing Facilities to ensure safe and secure operations. The scheme encompasses the
development of robust quality and performance testing facilities to ensure quality, sustainability, and
safety in GH2 production and trade. Our correspondent reports that the National Green Hydrogen
Mission was launched on the 4th of January last year with an outlay of over 19 thousand seven
hundred crore rupees up to Financial Year 2029-30. It will contribute to India’s goal to become Aatma
Nirbhar through clean energy and serve as an inspiration for the global Clean Energy Transition. The
Mission will lead to significant decarbonization of the economy, reduced dependence on fossil fuel
imports, and enable India to assume technology and market leadership in Green Hydrogen.

DAY UK ELECTION RESULT: Labour Party is inching towards landslide victory in
UK's parliamentary election. Party leader Keir Starmer is set to become Britain's next
prime minister defeating incumbent premier Rishi Sunak's Conservative Party. Labour
Party swept to power after more than a decade in opposition. As per the latest data,
Labour has won 326 of the 650 seats, as counting of votes continued. In his victory
speech, 61 years old Starmer said, people voted for it and change begins now. British
Prime Minister Rishi Sunak took the responsibility of the loss in his acceptance speech,
saying the British people have delivered a sobering verdict and there is much to learn.
