Sabha tomorrow. On the same day, the Budget for Union Territory of Jammu and
Kashmir for 2024 will also be presented. During the session, government is likely to
introduce six new bills. This includes Disaster Management (Amendment) Bill, the
Boilers Bill, the Bhartiya Vayuyan Vidheyak, the Coffee (Promotion and Development)
Bill and the Rubber (Promotion and Development) Bill.

LS-NEET PAPER LEAK

Education Minister Dharmendra Pradhan has said that only one incident of
NEET-UG paper leak near Patna has been reported so far in the country. He said, CBI
is investigating into the matter and the NEET examination issue is under sub judice in
the Supreme Court. While replying to supplementaries during the Question Hour in the
Lok Sabha today, he rejected the allegations levelled by the opposition parties that
paper leaks incidents have become rampant in the country. Mr. Pradhan informed that
out of four thousand 700 centres set up for the conduct of NEET UG examination, only
one place anomalies and malpractices have been reported. Earlier, Leader of
Opposition Rahul Gandhi raised the issue alleging that there is a very serious problem
in the country's examination system. He criticized Mr. Pradhan over the issue. He said,
millions of students in the country are extremely concerned about the examinations
and their future. Some other opposition MPs including Akhilesh Yadav of Samajwadi
Party, NK Premachandran of RSP raised the paper leak issue in the House today on the
first day of the Budget Session of the Parliament. In the Rajya Sabha, when



the House met this morning on the first day of the session, Chairman Jagdeep
Dhankhar rejected the adjournment notices moved by the Congress, Left, TMC, and
others over the issue of UP’s government reported asking shops on Kawar Yatra routes
to display their owner and staff names.

The Union Health
Ministry has decided to deploy a multi-member joint outbreak response team to assist
the state health department with case investigation, identification of epidemiological
linkages, and providing technical assistance. ICMR has also sent a mobile BSL-3
laboratory to Kozhikode to test additional samples from those who were in contact
with the deceased boy. The funeral of the 14-year-old boy who succumbed to the virus
was held yesterday following the Nipah protocol.
