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NEW CRIMINAL LAWS

The three New Criminal Laws - Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita, 2023, Bharatiya
Nagarik Suraksha Sanhita, 2023 and Bharatiya Sakshya Adhiniyam, 2023,
come into force from today. The government of India has held regular
meetings with States and Union Territories and they are fully geared up in
terms of technology, capacity building and awareness generation to
implement the new Criminal Laws. As the new Criminal Laws laid emphasis
on technology in investigation, trial and court proceedings, National Crime
Records Bureau (NCRB) has made 23 functional modifications in the existing
Crime and Criminal Tracking Networks and Systems (CCTNS) application. It is



also providing technical assistance to the States and UTs for seamless
transition to the new system. To implement the new Criminal Laws, training
of the Police and investigating authorities have been done for a smooth
transition into the system. Discussions and in-depth analysis have been
covered through news bulletins, programs and discussions and social media
platforms of Doordarshan and Akashvani. Public Awareness flyers,
interaction programs, informational websites, ministerial level webinars have
also been held.

PAR-MOTION OF THANKS

Both the Houses of Parliament today took up discussion on Motion of
Thanks on President Droupadi Murmu's address to the joint sitting of the Lok
Sabha and the Rajya Sabha. In the Lok Sabha, BJP MP Anurag Singh Thakur
while participating in the discussion, lauded the initiatives taken by the
government in the last ten years for the welfare of people and speeding up
the economy. He said, 25 crore people have been uplifted from poverty and
the government has provided 80 crore people free foodgrain under the PM
Garib Kalyan Ann Yojana. Taking a dig at the previous UPA government, he
said, the economy was in the fragile five category when they were in power,
now the country has become the fifth largest economy and soon it will
become the third largest. He also accused the previous UPA government for
rampant scams, crony capitalism and policy paralysis. The discussion is
underway. Earlier, when the House met, Leader of Opposition Rahul Gandhi
raised the issue of alleged irregularities in the NEET exam. He said, a
message should be disseminated to the country, from Parliament that they
want to give a message to students that the NEET issue is important for the
Parliament. Defence Minister Rajnath Singh said, Parliament proceedings are
carried out based on some rules and traditions. He urged the Opposition that
any discussion should be done only after the Motion of thanks on the
President's address. Later, Opposition members staged a walk out from the
House over the NEET issue.
In the Rajya Sabha, when the House met this morning, Chairman Jagdeep
Dhankhar disallowed the adjournment notices moved by the opposition
members. Later the House took up discussion on the President's address to
the joint sitting of both the Houses of Parliament. Participating in the
discussion, Leader of Opposition Mallikarjun Kharge said the address should
have been a vision statement and how the challenges were to be addressed
but lacked such points and directions. He alleged that it has nothing for



poor, Dalit and minorities and it has only to laud the government. Mr. Kharge
questioned the decision to relocate the statues of Mahatma Gandhi, Dr B R
Ambedkar and Chhatrapati Shivaji from one spot to another in the
Parliament House complex. The Chairman rejected Mr. Kharge's comments
saying criticism for the sake of criticism is not right.

As per the reports, there is a huge
rush of pilgrims at twin base camps of Nunwan and Baltal. Thousands of
yatris have reached the two base camps from different parts of the country to
embark upon the holy yatra of Shri Amarnath Ji.

However, the enthusiastic Yatris said they are fully satisfied with the
arrangements made by the administration and Shrine Board. Some yatris
who have been visiting the cave shrine for last many years said that the
arrangements are much better this time and yatris don't face any problem.
