PM - BJP CMs MEETING

Prime Minister Narendra Modi has discussed with chief ministers and
deputy chief ministers of BJP-ruled states steps to increase outreach of
central government schemes. Mr Modi gave several suggestions on further
improving the governance in their respective states, emphasising on
messaging of the welfare schemes for their better delivery. Mr Modi was
addressing a two-day meeting of BIP Chief Ministers' Council in New Delhi,
which concluded vyesterday. The meeting was aimed at reviewing
governance practices and welfare initiatives. The meeting was also
attended by BJP chief JP Nadda and senior party leaders Rajnath Singh and
Amit Shah, among others. Prime Minister also suggested that the centrally-
sponsored schemes are very carefully designed and tampering with them
during implementation in states should be avoided. In a statement after
the meeting, party leader Vinay Sahasrabuddhe said, Mr Modi emphasised
on the need to ensure saturation coverage of welfare schemes going on in
the BJP-ruled states, saying they should be seen as an example of good
governance. Prime Minister also talked about making efforts to take the
country's economy to 5 trillion dollar, by laying more emphasis on public
participation in development programs and other efforts.

Prime Minister Narendra Modi today called Manu Bhaker and congratulated
her on winning the medal. Earlier in a social media post, Mr Modi said that
it is a historic medal for India. He said, it is an incredible achievement and
this success is more special as she became the first women to win a medal
in shooting for India.

CRICKET-INDIA-SRI LANKA

India have take an unassailable 2-0 lead in the three match T20 series
against Sri Lanka, as they defeated the hosts in the 2nd T20 match by 7
wickets at Pallekele International Cricket Stadium last night. On a rain
affected evening, India won the toss and elected to bowl first. Hosts Sri
Lanka suffered another middle order collapse as they lost 7 wickets for 31
runs in the last 5 overs. Sri Lanka made 161 runs for the loss of 9 wickets
in the stipulated 20 overs. Barring Kusal Perera, Pathum Nissanka and
Kamindu Mendis, Sri Lanka batters could not contribute much. Ravi Bishnoi
was the pick of the Indian bowlers ending with figures of 3 wickets for 26
runs, while Arshdeep Singh, Axar Patel and Hardik Pandya scalped two
wickets each. In reply, India’s innings was curtailed by rain after which, the
target was revised to 78 runs in 8 overs. Riding on fantastic stroke-play by
Yashaswi Jaiswal, Suryakumar Yadav and Hardik Pandya, India reached the
target scoring 81 runs with 9 balls to spare. Ravi Bishnoi was adjudged
player of the match. The two sides will play the final T20 game tomorrow
at the same venue after which they will play three one day internationals at
Colombo.

SC- LOK ADALAT JUSTICE HRISHIKESH

The Supreme Court will organize a Special Lok Adalat week starting
tomorrow till the 3rd of next month. This initiative commemorates the 75th
anniversary of the Apex Court. Speaking exclusively to Akashvani News,
Justice Hrishikesh Roy highlighted that Lok Adalats, or People's Courts,



offer accessible and efficient justice that is both swift and cost-effective. He
said that the judgments passed by Lok Adalats are final and cannot be
appealed or challenged in higher courts. Justice Roy emphasized that this
initiative aims to provide justice to citizens in the simplest and quickest
manner possible. He also mentioned that Chief Justice of India D.Y.
Chandrachud has implemented various measures recently to address long-
pending cases in the Supreme Court including this initiative.

REV. WOMEN'S ASIA CUP RESULT

Sri Lanka Women have won their maiden T20 Asia Cup, beating India
by 8 wickets in the final at Dambulla today. Chasing the target of 166 set
by India, hosts performed like winners led by the captain Chamari
Athapaththu, Harshita Samarawickrama and Kavisha Dilhari. After
Athapaththu fell for 61 at the end of the 12th over, Harshita took over the
reigns and hit a terrific half-century and along with Dilhari brought home
the victory in the 19th over. Earlier, Batting first after winning the toss,
India scored 165 for 6 in 20 overs. A half-century from Smriti Mandhana
and laudable cameos from Jemimah Rodrigues and Richa Ghosh helped
India put up a sizeable total. Harshita Madavi was adjudged the Player of
the Match, while Sri Lankan skipper Chamari Athapaththu was awarded the
Player of the Series.

SITHARAMAN BUDGET KARNATAKA (details for website)

Union Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman has strongly hit out at the
opposition and the Karnataka state Government for spreading falsehood on
tax devolution to the state by the Central Government. Addressing media
persons in Bengaluru today, the Finance Minister released data comparing
the allocations made to Karnataka during UPA and NDA periods. She said,
Karnataka received just 81,791 crore rupees between 2004 and 2014
which increased enormously to 2,95,818 crore rupees between 2014 and
2024 during the NDA period. Taking on the Karnataka State Government
for its economic policies, the Finance minister pointed out that the state
which boasted of Revenue surplus during the last two years has now
become revenue deficit economy. She also said that the capital
expenditure has been reduced in the state that will have its impact on
employment generation. The Finance minister Nirmala Sitharaman also said
the SC and ST funds were siphoned off in the state and the minister had to
resign. She added that law and order has worsened in Karnataka which will



discourage investors to come to the state.

National Testing Agency, NTA has declared the Common University
Entrance Test - CUET (UG) 2024. The entrance test was conducted for
over 14 lakh 99 thousand registered candidates. These candidates had
applied for various combinations of subjects across 283 Central, State, and
other participating universities and Institutions for the Academic session
2024-2025. The examination was conducted between 15th May to 29th
May at various centers located in 379 cities including 26 cities outside
India.
