BANGLADESH - INDIAN RETURN 

 Around one thousand Indian students have returned to India from Bangladesh as 

the country is witnessing violent protest. External Affairs Ministry said, 778 Indian 

students have returned to India through various land ports. In addition, around two 

hundred students have returned home by regular flight services through Dhaka and 

Chittagong airports. The Ministry said, the High Commission of India in Dhaka and the 

Assistant High Commissions in Chittagong, Rajshahi, Sylhet and Khulna have been 

assisting the return of Indian nationals. It said, in coordination with the local 

authorities, measures are being taken by the High Commission and the Assistant High 

Commissions to facilitate safe travel to the border crossing points along the India 

Bangladesh International Border. The Ministry is also coordinating with civil aviation, 

immigration, land ports and BSF authorities to ensure a smooth passage for Indian 

citizens. 

The High Commission of India in Dhaka and Assistant High Commissions are in regular 

touch with more than four thousand students remaining in various universities in 

Bangladesh and are providing necessary assistance. It said, students from Nepal and 

Bhutan have also been assisted with their crossing into India on request. 

 The High Commission and Assistant High Commissions are in regular touch with 

Bangladesh authorities to ensure safety and security of Indian nationals and students. 

The Ministry said, security escorts have also been arranged, where necessary, for their 

travel by road during repatriation through select land ports. 

      

MODI - NEW ZEALAND PM 

 Prime Minister Narendra Modi today had a telephone conversation with his New 

Zealand counterpart Christopher Luxon. During the talk, both leaders reiterated their 



firm commitment to take bilateral cooperation to new heights in the years to come. 

Highlighting the momentum generated by recent high-level contacts between the two 

sides, they agreed to advance the mutually beneficial bilateral cooperation in various 

areas. This include trade and economic cooperation, animal husbandry, 

pharmaceuticals, education and space among others. Prime Minister Modi thanked Mr 

Luxon for looking after the interests of the Indian diaspora in New Zealand. Mr Luxon 

also assured of continued efforts towards their security and well-being. 

   

NADDA - INDIA CHEM 2024 

Chemicals and Ferstilisers Minister Jagat Prakash Nadda today said that India 

needs valuable contribution from the chemicals and ferstilisers industry to help the 

nation become a five trillion economy. Addressing the launch function of India Chem 

2024, the Minister said that the government is committed to provide all the necessary 

policy and program interventions that are needed by the industry. He added that the 

industry also needs to be mindful of and focus upon intermediates, imports, research 

and development, and manpower training.

REV DAY AMIT SHAH-JHARKHAND 

 Union Home Minister and Senior BJP leader Amit Shah reached Ranchi  this 
afternoon on a day-long tour to Jharkhand. Mr Shah is scheduled to address the 
extended working committee meeting of state BJP. He will also attend the party's State 
Core Group Meeting and interact with BJP workers. Jharkhand BJP chief Babu Lal 
Marandi said, Mr Shah will review party's poll performance as well of NDA in recently 
concluded Lok Sabha elections. Assembly Elections are likely to be held in the state 
later this year. 
         

HEALTH MINISTRY-COVID DEATH 



 The government has said that media reports highlighting Excess Mortality during 

the COVID-19 pandemic in India in 2020 reported in the journal ‘Science Advances’ are 

based on untenable and unacceptable estimates. Union Health Ministry said that the 

study in the journal is erroneous and the methodology followed by the authors has 

critical flaws. It added that the published claims are inconsistent and unexplainable. It 

also mentioned that there are discrepancies between the study's findings and 

established COVID-19 mortality patterns which further undermine its credibility.   

     

NTA - NEET RESULT 

 National Testing Agency, NTA has uploaded the city-wise and centre-wise 

results for medical entrance exam NEET-UG. NTA has published the results following 

the direction of the Supreme Court. Earlier, the apex court had directed NTA to publish 

the results city-wise and centre-wise on its website, masking the identity of the 

candidates by 12 noon today. The results have now been made available on 

neet.ntaonline.in.                              

ROMANIA TRAIN ACCIDENT 

In Romania, at least 15 people were severely injured in a collision between a 
locomotive and a passenger train at Basarab Station in Bucharest today. According to 
local authorities, 10 fire engines and all available medical resources were dispatched to 
the accident site. The Romanian Railway Investigation Agency said, it is investigating 
the incident. 

WOMEN'S CRICKET RESULT 

In the Women's Asia Cup T20 Cricket, Thailand defeated Malaysia by 22 runs at 
Rangiri Dambulla International Cricket Stadium in Sri Lanka this evening. Chasing a 
target of 134 runs, Malaysia managed to score only 111 runs for eight wickets in 20 
overs. Earlier, electing to bat first, Thailand scored 133 for six in stipulated 20 overs.  

In another match today, Sri Lanka will lock horns with Bangladesh at the same 
venue. The match will start at 7:00 pm Indian time. 

EVE FOREIGN SEC - BHUTAN 

 Foreign Secretary Vikram Misri and his Bhutanese counterpart Aum Pema 

Choden today co-chaired the 3rd India-Bhutan Development Cooperation Talks in 



Thimpu. During the meeting, the Bhutanese side presented the Project Tied Assistance 

(PTA) proposals as well as the first tranche of the PTA projects to be implemented 

during the 13th Five Year Plan period. In a statement, External Affairs Ministry said, the 

two sides approved a total of 61 projects amounting four thousand 958 crore rupees in 

various sectors. These projects are related to infrastructure, energy, skill development, 

education, health, cultural heritage, capacity building, sports, youth exchanges, digital 

economy, and space technology. Besides, India and Bhutan also held wide-ranging 

discussions on all aspects of bilateral cooperation including development partnership, 

energy, trade and investment.   During the State Visit of Prime Minister Narendra 

Modi to Bhutan in March this year, Mr Modi had announced Government of India's 

development support of ten thousand crore rupees for Bhutan’s 13th Five Year Plan 

period. Foreign Secretary Vikram Misri was on a two-day official visit to Bhutan which 

concluded today. This was his first visit abroad as Foreign Secretary.  

EVE. AMIT SHAH-JHARKHAND 
 Union Home Minister and Senior BJP leader Amit Shah has alleged that Hemant 
Soren led government in Jharkhand is the most corrupt government in the country. 
Addressing extended working committee of Jharkhand BJP at Prabhat Tara Maidan in 
Ranchi, Mr Shah said, three hundred crore rupees were found at residence of an MP 
while 30 crore were seized from possession of PA of a Jharkhand Minister. He said, the 
demography of the state is changing due to infiltration from Bangladesh. Mr Shah 
accused Soren government of not paying any attention to infiltration and treating it as 
vote bank. After addressing BJP workers, Mr. Shah is holding party's State Core 
Group meeting at party office in Ranchi. Besides party's MPs and MLAs, Union 
Agriculture Minister and Jharkhand election in -charge of BJP Shivraj Singh Chouhan 
and election co - incharge Hemanta Biswa Sharma are participating in this meeting. 
 Jharkhand BJP chief Babu Lal Marandi said that in the meeting Mr Shah will 
review party's poll performance as well of NDA in recently concluded Lok Sabha 
elections. Assembly Elections are likely to be held in the state later this year. 
BIHAR PROTEST  

 In Bihar, the constituent parties of INDIA Bloc today staged protest in different 
district headquarters including Patna, Buxar, Arwal and several other parts over the 
alleged deteriorating law and order situation in the state.  Leaders and party workers 
of Congress, RJD, CPI ML and other parties of the opposition alliance took out protest 
marches against the Nitish Kumar led government in several parts of the state. 
 The state President of Congress, Akhilesh Prasad Singh staged a protest with 
other leaders at Dak Bunglow roundabout in Patna. After the protest a memorandum 
was handed over to the district magistrate in Patna. Meanwhile, BJP and other parties 



of NDA have criticized the opposition over protest march. The ruling alliance leaders 
said RJD and Congress should introspect their erstwhile rule in Bihar when there was 
jungle raj like situation. Prime Minister Narendra Modi has expressed grief over the 
demise of Padma Shri Awardee, Kamala Pujari. In a social media post, Mr Modi said, 
she made a monumental contribution to agriculture, particularly boosting organic 
agricultural practices and protecting indigenous seeds. Prime Minister said, Kamala 
Pujari's work in enriching sustainability and protecting biodiversity will be remembered 
for years. He said, she was also a beacon in empowering the tribal communities.  
NADDA-STREET VENDORS PROGRAM 

 Health and Family Welfare Minister J P Nadda today said that the government 

has distributed about 8 thousand 600 crore rupees of loans to street vendors under the 

PM-Svanidhi scheme since its launch. Mr. Nadda said this after launching the portal and 

guidelines for Food Safety for Street Food Vendors at the "Training And Awareness of 

Street Food Vendors" event organized by FSSAI in New Delhi. He said that Prime 

Minister Narendra Modi's vision is to empower every person through training and 

skilling. The Minister said that with sanitation, good quality, and proper waste 

management, the vendors earn more and attract a large number of customers.  Union 

Minister said that today more than one thousand vendors were empowered with crucial 

food safety knowledge. The street vendors will get the certification of training that will 

help in to grow the business. He also distributed testing kits to the street food vendors 

for testing edible oil, milk and milk products, and other food items.
