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EVE. BY-POLLS OVERALL

In by-elections held on Wednesday for 13 Assembly Constituencies of
seven states, the first seven results have come so far from Punjab and
Himachal Pradesh, West Bengal. The ruling Aam Aadmi Party has won the
Jalandhar West reserved assembly seat. In Himachal, ruling Congress won
two seats while, BJP bagged one seats. In West Bengal, ruling All India
Trinamool Congress won Raiganj, Ranaghat Dakshin and Bagda seats.
Counting for remaining constituencies is underway in 7 Assembly
Constituencies seats.

In the Rupauli assembly seat of Bihar, independent
candidate Shankar Singh is currently leading by over eight
thousand votes.

In Tamil Nadu, DMK candidate Anniyur Siva is leading with a huge
margin in the Vikravandi Assembly by poll.

EVE SHAH - VIBRANT VILLAGE

Union Home Minister Amit Shah today reviewed the implementation
of the Vibrant Villages Programme at a high-level meeting in New Delhi.
During the meeting, Mr Shah said, under the leadership of Prime Minister
Narendra Modi, government is committed to the all-round development of
the border villages. Mr Shah stressed on the need to provide employment



opportunities to local residents and increase connectivity with villages to
prevent migration from these border villages.

The Minister said that Central Armed Police Forces and Army
deployed around the border villages should encourage purchase of local
agricultural and handicraft products through cooperatives. He said that the
healthcare facilities of the Army and CAPFs should be regularly made
available to benefit the residents of nearby villages. He said, more than six
hundred projects have been sanctioned by the Central government for
employment generation in these villages.

Under the Vibrant Villages Programme scheme, 136 border villages
are being provided connectivity through 113 all-weather road projects at a
cost of two thousand 420 crore rupees. Appropriate steps are also being
taken to ensure financial inclusion in all these villages and India Post-
Payment Banks are also being facilitated there.

The meeting was attended by senior officers of the Ministry of Home
Affairs including the Union Home Secretary, Secretary, Border Management
and Director General, Indo Tibetan Border Police (ITBP).

Prime Minister Narendra Modi is visiting Mumbai, Maharashtra today. He will launch,
dedicate to the nation and lay the foundation stone for multiple projects related to the
road, railways and ports sector at NESCO Exhibition Centre, Goregaon in a short while
from now. The Projects are worth more than 29 thousand 400 crore rupees. Mr Modi
will also visit the Indian News Service Secretariat to inaugurate the INS Towers.

All results have been declared in the By-election held on Wednesday in 13 Assembly
constituencies spread over 7 States. While Congress and Trinamool Congress have won
four seats each, BJP bagged two and Aam Admi Party and DMK one seat each. One
seat has gone to an independent candidate, Shankar Singh in Bihar. He has won the
Rupauli Assembly seat defeating JD(U) candidate Kaladhar Prasad Mandal.

In Himachal Pradesh, ruling Congress has won Dehra and Nalagarh assembly
seats, while BJP bagged Hamirpur assembly constituency. In West Bengal, ruling All
India Trinamool Congress won all four seats, Raiganj, Ranaghat Dakshin, Maniktala and
Bagda. In Uttarakhand, Badrinath and Manglaur Assembly seats went to Congress
Candidates. In Madhya Pradesh BJP candidate Kamlesh Pratap Shah won the Amarwara
seat. In Punjab, the ruling Aam Aadmi Party has won the Jalandhar West reserved
Assembly seat. In Tamil Nadu, DMK candidate Anniyur Siva has won Vikravandi
Assembly seat.



RAJNATH AIIMS

Defence Minister Rajnath Singh has been discharged from AIIMS, Delhi
today. He was admitted on Thursday following some complications.

BJP - EMERGENCY

BJP has slammed opposition leaders for defending Emergency. Addressing
a press conference in New Delhi today, senior party spokesperson, Dr.
Sudhanshu Trivedi alleged that ever since the government has declared the
observation of Samvidhaan Hatya Diwas, the people who pretend to
protect the Constitution have become uncomfortable. He said, Emergency
was a dark period and accused Congress of killing the soul of Democracy.
Mr Trivedi said, during the Emergency period, even the most basic human
rights were taken away, and the Judiciary was deprived of its powers.

IMD - FORECAST

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy to very
heavy rainfall over Goa, Madhya Maharashtra, Gujarat, Kerala and South
Interior Karnataka during next five days. It said, Heavy rainfall is also likely
over Telangana, Madhya Pradesh, Vidarbha and Chhattisgarh during next
four days. The weather office has predicted heavy to very heavy rainfall
over Coastal Andhra Pradesh and East Uttar Pradesh.

WAVES SUMMIT

India will host the first World Audio Visual Entertainment Summit, WAVES
in Goa from 20th to 24th November this year. Addressing the curtain raiser
event in Delhi today, Goa Chief Minister Pramod Sawant said India is one
of the largest film producing countries in the world. He said WAVES will be
the key event to shape future of India's media and entertainment industry.
Addressing the gathering, Information and Broadcasting Minister Ashwini
Vaishnaw said WAVES will be a significant milestone in development of
India's entertainment industry. He highlighted that the focus is on creating
more jobs in media and entertainment industry. He said media and
entertainment world is going through a structural change. The Minister said
it has seen wave after wave of technology and the role of public policy is
to be able to harness the best out of structural change and support the
industry. He stressed that IP rights hold huge value in media sector and
government will be strengthening ecosystem for protecting IP rights.



PAKISTAN-IMRAN

In Pakistan, a court has acquitted former Prime Minister Imran Khan and
his wife on charges of unlawful marriage, according to his party and
lawyer. Mr Khan and his wife Bushra Khan were sentenced to seven years
prison, days before Pakistan’s election in February. At the time, a court
found them guilty of breaking Islamic law by failing to observe the required
interval between Bibi’s divorce from a previous marriage and her marriage
to Khan. However, Khan remains locked up after a court this week
cancelled his bail over accusations he incited riots by his supporters in May
2023. His wife, Bushra, is also in jail and it is unclear when she will be
released.

REV. PALESTINE STRIKE

In Palestine, at least 71 people were killed in an Israeli air strike, that hit a
densely populated area of displaced people in the al-Mawasi area of Khan
Younis in Gaza. According to Hamas-run health ministry, more than 289
people were injured in the strike. On the other hand, the Israeli military
said it is looking into the incident. Meanwhile, Israeli Army Radio said that
its military had targeted Hamas' military chief Mohammed Deif in the strike
on Khan Younis. However, it was unclear whether Hamas military chief was
killed or not.
