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PRIME MINISTER VISIT TO RUSSIA AND AUSTRIA

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will embark on a three day official visit
to Russia and Austria today. In the first leg of his visit, Mr Modi will be in
Moscow for the 22nd Annual Summit between India and Russia. The
annual summit would provide an opportunity to Prime Minister Modi and
Russian President Vladimir Putin to review the whole range of bilateral
issues, including defence, trade linkages, investment ties, energy
cooperation, education, culture, and people-to-people exchanges. They will
also share perspectives on regional and global developments of mutual
interest. Both leaders will also assess the status of bilateral engagements in
groupings such as BRICS, Shanghai Cooperation Organization, G20, East



Asia Summit, and the UN. The Russian President will also host a private
dinner for the Prime minister today.

In the second leg of his two nation tour, Mr. Modi will be visiting
Austria from tomorrow, at the invitation of the Chancellor of Austria. This
will be Prime Minister's first visit to Austria. He will hold restricted
delegation-level talks with the Chancellor of Austria as well as a high-level
business engagement.

JHARKHAND - TRUST VOTE

The Hemant Soren government will seek trust vote in Jharkhand
Legislative Assembly today. A special session of the Assembly has been
convened today for the purpose. The session is scheduled to begin at 11.
Chief Minister Hemant Soren has instructed all JMM MLAs to be present in
the house. JMM's allies - Congress, RID and CPI (ML) have also instructed
their MLAs to be present in the house during vote of trust.

In 81-member Jharkhand Assembly, five seats are vacant. Support of
39 MLAs is required to win the vote of confidence. Ruling alliance has
support of 46 legislators which include 27 from JMM, 17 from Congress and
one each from RIJD and CPI (ML). On the other hand, 27 MLAs are in
opposition comprising 24 from BIJP and 3 from AJSU. Three MLAs are
independent. Before taking oath, Chief Minister Hemant Soren had
submitted a letter of support of 44 MLAs to Governor CP Radhakrishnan.

Oath ceremony of ministers is likely to be held after winning vote of
confidence in the assembly. New faces are likely to be included in cabinet.

The markets regulator Securities and Exchange Board of India (SEBI)
has issued a show-cause notice to Hindenburg Research for the early leak



of a critical report on the Adani Group to New York-based hedge fund
manager, Mark Kingdon. The show-cause notice alleged that Hindenburg,
Kingdon's hedge fund, and a broker associated with Kotak Mahindra Bank
benefited from the over 150 billion dollar decline in the market value of
Adani group's 10 listed firms after the publication of the report.

The markets regulator has also accused Hindenburg of making unfair
profits through collusion, using non-public and misleading information to
induce panic selling in Adani Group stocks.
