If any issue did not arrive at resolution,
they will be referred to a committee of Ministers and even if not resolved
then, they will be referred to the Chief Ministers. The deputy Chief
Ministers further said, the two states have also decided to set up a
committee of Additional Director General of Police level officials of the two
Telugu States to take up a dive against narcotics. Telangana Ministers D
Sridhar Babu and Ponnam Prabhakar and Ministers from Andhra Pradesh, K
Durgesh, Satya Prasad and BC Janardhan Reddy, Chief Secretaries of the
two states and senior officials attended the meeting.

Chasing 116, the
young inexperienced Indian team led by Shubman Gill were bundled out
for 102 in 19.5 overs, marking India's lowest all out total in T20
