NASA ASTRONAUTS-SPACEX

Two NASA astronauts, Sunita Williams and Barry Wilmore,
will return to Earth in February 2025 with SpaceX. They were
originally on an eight-day mission but will nhow spend around
eight months in orbit due to issues with their Boeing Starliner
spacecraft. A report:

The astronauts Sunita Williams and Barry Wilmore have been
aboard the International Space Station (ISS) beyond their
planned mission duration due to unforeseen circumstances,
making this rescue mission a critical operation. SpaceX's mission
will involve sending a specially modified Crew Dragon spacecraft



to the ISS. The spacecraft will be equipped with advanced life
support systems and additional provisions to ensure the
astronauts' safety during their journey back to Earth.NASA
Administrator Bill Nelson has expressed confidence in SpaceX's
ability to execute the mission successfully. The mission is
scheduled to launch in the first quarter of 2025, with a detailed
timeline and launch date to be announced in the coming
months.The news has been met with relief from the space
community and the families of the astronauts. The mission
underscores the importance of international collaboration and the
resilience of space exploration efforts.
