Prime Minister Narendra Modi spoke to US president Joe Biden
yesterday and discussed regional and global issues, including the situation
in Ukraine.

He reiterated India’s consistent
position in favour of dialogue and diplomacy and expressed full support for
early return of peace and stability.

The two leaders expressed their shared concern over the situation in
Bangladesh. They emphasised restoration of law and order and ensuring
safety and security of the minorities, particularly Hindus, in Bangladesh.
They also reiterated their commitment to further strengthen the
cooperation in multilateral fora, including the Quad.

INDIA-BRAZIL MEETING

External Affairs Minister S Jaishankar and Brazilian Foreign Minister
Mauro Vieira will co-chair the 9th India-Brazil Joint Commission Meeting in



New Delhi today. Brazilian Foreign Minister arrived in the national capital
on Saturday on a 4-day official visit to India. External Affairs Ministry (MEA)
said, Mr Vieira's visit will provide further impetus to the strategic
partnership between India and Brazil. The MEA said, Dr Jaishankar and Mr
Vieira will speak on how the two nations, as part of the Troika, can take
forward key G20 outcomes from India's G20 Presidency last year. Brazil
has assumed the presidency of the G20 until November 2024. The G20
Troika during the Brazilian G20 Presidency in 2024 will comprise India,
Brazil, and South Africa. Brazil will host the G20 Leaders' Summit in Rio de
Janeiro on November 18-19. The G20 is made up of 19 countries including
India and Brazil. The MEA said, India and Brazil share a multifaceted
relationship rooted in shared values. It said, Brazilian Foreign Minister's
visit will provide an opportunity to further strengthen the strategic
partnership established in 2006 and explore new avenues of cooperation in
bilateral, regional and multilateral arena across diverse sectors.

Earlier in July, the Secretary (Economic Relations) in the Ministry of
External Affairs, Dammu Ravi, led India's delegation at the G20
Development Ministers' Meeting in Rio De Janeiro. During the meeting, he
highlighted India's flagship programmes, including the Swachh Bharat
Abhiyan, Jal Jeevan Mission, and AMRUT and reiterated India's
commitment to achieving Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) related to
water and sanitation.

CENTRE - PUBLIC GRIEVANCE SYSTEM



Centre has issued Comprehensive Guidelines for Handling Public
Grievances with an aim to make grievance redressal time-bound, accessible
and meaningful. The Ministry of Personnel, Public Grievances and Pensions
said, the guidelines for effective redressal of public grievances seek to
empower citizens, streamline process, bring greater clarity and focus to
redressal of public grievances. The citizens can register their grievances on
www.pgportal.gov, which will operate as a single window experience.
Central Ministries and Departments have to appoint Nodal Officers for
Public Grievances, who will address grievances promptly, fairly and
efficiently. They have been asked to set up Dedicated Grievance Cells with
sufficient resources having knowledge of schemes and activities. The
feedback on disposed grievances shall be sent to the citizen by SMS and
email. The Centralised Public Grievance Redress and Monitoring System,
CPGRAMS portal has redressed nearly 60 lakh Public Grievances during
2022 to 2024. The Grievance Redressal timelines under the 2022 policy
guidelines were 30 days, which have been brought down to 21 days.

MEA - FARAKKA BARRAGE

The External Affairs Ministry has said that the opening of Farakka
barrage gates allowing flow of water downstream of the river in its natural
course into the Ganga and Padma river is normal seasonal development. In
a response to media queries regarding opening of gates of Farakka
barrage, the Ministry Spokesperson Randhir Jaiswal said, it takes place due
to increased inflow from heavy rainfall in the Ganga river basin catchment
areas. He said that Farakka is only a barrage and not a dam and whenever
water level reaches the pond level, whatever inflow comes that passes. He
said, it is merely a structure to divert 40 thousand cusecs of water into the
Farakka canal that is carefully done using a system of gates on the main
Ganga and Padma river, while the balanced water flows into the main river
to Bangladesh. Mr Jaiswal said, as per protocol, it is shared with the
concerned Joint River Commission officials in Bangladesh on a regular and
timely basis. He said, the Ministry has seen fake videos, rumours and fear
mongering to create misunderstanding, which should be firmly countered
with facts.
