Vadhvan Port, located near
Dahanu town in Palghar district, will be one of India’s largest deep-water
ports and will provide direct connectivity to international shipping routes,
reducing transit times and costs. Prime Minister will also inaugurate and lay
the foundation stone of 218 fisheries projects worth around one thousand
560 crores rupees. These initiatives are expected to generate more than
five lakh employment opportunities in the fisheries sector. Mr Modi will also
launch the National Roll Out of Vessel Communication and Support system
at a cost of around 360 crore rupees.

COAL-RAILWAYS

The Ministry of Coal has identified 38 priority rail projects under the
coal logistics plan.
