PARIS OLYMPICS (WITH V/C)  
 At the 2024 Paris Olympics, India's star track and field athlete Neeraj 
Chopra recorded his season-best throw of 89.45 meters to win a silver 
medal in the men's javelin event last night. Pakistan's Arshad Nadeem 
shattered the all-time Olympic record of 90.57 meters with a throw of 
92.97 meters to clinch the gold medal. Grenada's Anderson Peters took the 
bronze medal with a best throw of 88.54 meters. Neeraj's silver medal was 
India's fifth medal in Paris. We have more from our correspondent:  



 "Neeraj Chopra made history last night by bagging India's 
first silver medal of the Paris Olympics 2024 and becoming the 
first Indian track and field athlete to claim two medals in athletics 
after independence. He also became the second male Indian and 
third overall to win a medal in back-to-back Olympics after 
wrestler Sushil Kumar and shuttler PV Sindhu.   
 In the thrilling contest, Neeraj managed just one legal 
attempt in the finals, proving enough for a podium finish.  
 Today, Indian athletes will be in action in Wrestling, 
Athletics and Golf. 
 Wrestler Aman Sehrawat will be looking for India’s first Paris 
Olympics medal in wrestling when he takes on Darian Cruz of 
Puerto Rico in men’s 57kg freestyle event at the Champ-de-Mars 
Arena today in the bronze medal bout.  
 In Athletics, India’s men’s and women’s 4x400m relay teams 
will also be in action at the Stade de France later in the afternoon.  
 In Women's Golf, India's Aditi Ashok and Diksha Dagar will 
be in action in the round 3 at the Albatros course." 
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HAR GHAR TIRANGA 
 The Har Ghar Tiranga campaign will be celebrated across the country 
from 9th to 15th August to bolster a sense of patriotism within citizens. 
Addressing a press conference in New Delhi, Culture and Tourism Minister 
Gajendra Singh Shekhawat urged people to hoist Tiranga at their homes 
and take a selfie with the Tiranga and upload it on the Har Ghar Tiranga 
website. He said, the Har Ghar Tiranga campaign was started in 2022 
under the aegis of Azadi Ka Amrit Mahotsav. Mr Shekhawat said, last year 
more than ten crore people uploaded their selfie with Tiranga. He added 
that more than two hundred cultural programme will be organised across 
the country. The Minister said, Tiranga Bike Rally with Members of 
Parliament and Minister will be organised on 13th August.

 Nobel laureate Muhammad Yunus was sworn-in as the head of 
Bangladesh’s interim government. Bangladesh President Mohammed 
Shahabuddin administered the oath to him at Bangabhaban in Dhaka 
yesterday evening. Diplomats from various countries were present on the 
occasion. Born on 28 June 1940, Mr Muhammad Yunus is a Bangladeshi 
entrepreneur, banker, and economist. He was awarded the Nobel Peace 
Prize in 2006 for founding the Grameen Bank and pioneering the concepts 
of microcredit and microfinance.

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MEA-BANGLADESH BRIEFING  
 Indian High Commission in Dhaka, including 4 more assistant High 
Commissions, are in touch with Indians nationals in Bangladesh who want 
to come back. Addressing media in New Delhi today, External Affairs 
Ministry spokesperson Randhir Jaiswal said that around 19,000 Indian 
nationals including 9,000 students are in Bangladesh at present. He added 
that the government is in constant touch with High Commission to ensure 
the safety of nationals. Mr. Jaiswal also expressed hope for the restoration 
of normalcy in the region as soon as possible so that the High Commission 
can resume its full functions. He reiterated that the approval for former 
Bangladesh Prime Minister Sheikh Haseena to visit India was given at short 
notice. Mr. Jaiswal emphasised that the government is closely monitoring 
the situation, including the status of the minorities in Bangladesh. He noted 
that there are reports of various initiatives taken by groups and 
organizations to ensure the protection and well-being of minorities. 
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
