REV. ISRO SATELLITE

The Indian Space Research Organisation successfully launched the
Earth Observation Satellite and also SR-O demo sat passenger satellite
successfully. This is the 3rd development flight of SSLV and it has proved
that India is capable of sending micro mini and nano satellites. All the three
stages of the launch vehicle were successful and efficiently executed. Both
the satellites have been injected into a 475 km circular orbit and the solar
panels have been deployed. They are being tracked by the different ground
stations of ISRO. A report:

SSLV D-3 took off from the Satish Dhawan space centre,
SrihariKota in style, exactly at 9.17 hrs this morning from Satish
Dhawan Space Centre. The 34 meter long rocket soared into
space piercing the grey skies amidst the whistles and claps of the
onlookers at the ISRO Centre and those at the viewing gallery.
School children and onlookers were excited to watch the launch.
The objective of the mission will be to successfully test the avionic
systems and also provide a classic base for futuristic missions of
the Indian Space Industry.

The payloads of SSLV D3 will provide accurate details for a
global navigation satellite system and will send infrared images

during day and night for applications like surveillance, disaster
monitoring, fire detection, volcanic activities and industrial and

power plant disasters. It will also be used for calculation of Ocean




surface winds, soil moistures, cryosphere applications over
Himalayan region, flood deduction and inland water body

detection. The satellite will be active for a period of one year.
In his address after the successful launch, Somanath,

Chairman, ISRO said that the development of new launch vehicles
D-1, D-2 and D-3 have increased the confidence levels of
scientists of ISRO to look out for more new avenues in _space
technology. The Developmental flight which was launched today

was developed in a short period of time by a dedicated team of
ISRO Scientists.

CHAIRMAN-PRESS MEET

The Chairman of ISRO, Somnath said that the efforts are being taken
to launch the first unmanned mission of Gaganyaan at the end of this year.
In an interaction with the media at ISRO, he said that all the parts of the
rocket have reached the Satish Dhawan Space Centre and it will be
assembled so that the mission is ready for takeoff. The director said that
sensors to check the extent of Gamma rays, the magnitude of the UV
radiation, and cosmic ultra radiation will be measured to protect the
astronauts in the human mission.

The Chairman said that work towards setting up of the Space Centre
at Kulasekarapattinam, Tamil Nadu will be completed in a period of two
years. Mr.Somnath said that the smaller satellites will be launched taking
into account the location of the neighbouring Country. The Chairman said
that India has the capability to produce any type of satellites at a much
reasonable cost after successful testing. He said that the concept of
technology transfer to the Industry will benefit the Country and its
presence in the global arena of space Industry.

The Indian Medical Association, IMA has announced a 24-hour nationwide
withdrawal of non-emergency services from 6 am tomorrow in protest of
the alleged rape and murder of a trainee woman doctor at the state-run R
G Kar Medical College and Hospital in Kolkata and the subsequent
vandalism at the facility. The medical body said in a statement that out-
patient departments (OPD) will not function and elective surgeries will not



be conducted. However, essential services will be maintained and casualty
wards will remain operational.

Our Goa correspondent reports that over 1,000 doctors in the state
will refrain from attending OPD)services in protest. The IMA Goa Branch
president, Dr. Sandesh Chodankar said, discussions are underway with
hospital support staff to join the protest.

Meanwhile, resident doctors and PG medical students in Kerala will
observe a statewide strike across hospitals today demanding quick action
against the guilty in the Kolkata doctor rape and murder case.

According to the Kerala Medical Post Graduates Association, KMPGA PG
doctors will boycott all non-emergency services, including duty in the OPD
as well as wards today. They are demanding implementation of the Central
Protection Act and arrest of the perpetrators of the brutal rape-murder in
Kolkata within 48 hours. The KMPGA has threatened to continue their
protests if their demands remain unaddressed.
