Prime Minister Narendra Modi has called on the nations of the Global

South to unite and stand together with one voice. In his opening remarks
on the 3rd Voice of the Global South virtual Summit today, the Prime
Minister emphasized India's determination to cooperate with the Global
South. He highlighted New Delhi's commitment to promoting trade,
inclusive development, progress on the Sustainable Development Goals
(SDGs), and women-led development.

Lauding the role of digital public infrastructure in driving inclusive
growth, the Prime Minister noted that the formation of the Global DPI
Depository during India's G20 Presidency represented a significant
multilateral consensus. He also said that India has established a Social
Impact Fund to accelerate progress in Digital Public Infrastructure (DPI) for
the Global South. He added that India will make an initial contribution of 25
million dollars in this fund.

The Prime Minister expressed concern about the current global
atmosphere of uncertainty and challenges. He noted that while the world is
still grappling with the impacts of COVID-19, the situation of war has
further complicated Global South Nation's development journey.

IMA

Indian Medical Association (IMA) has called for a 24-hour nationwide
strike today to protest against the rape and murder of a woman resident
doctor at West Bengal government-run RG Kar Medical College and
Hospital in Kolkata. The IMA has called for withdrawal of non-emergency
and OPD services today beginning 6 AM. The organisation is demanding
justice for the victim and a central law to protect healthcare workers.
Following the call, more medics from public as well as private health
facilities joined protests across the country. The IMA has also condemned
the vandalism at the Kolkata hospital where doctors have been protesting
since August 9 evening following the rape and murder of the woman
medic.

J&K ELECTION SCHEDULE



In Jammu and Kashmir, the much awaited assembly election will be
held in three phases where the process of nominations starts from 20th of
this month while the results will be declared on 4th October. The Jammu
and Kashmir assembly has 90 seats. Voting will be held for 24 seats in
districts Pulwama, Anantnag, Shopian, Kulgam, Ramban, Kishtwar and
Doda districts in the first phase on 18the September. Another 26 seats of
Ganderbal, Srinagar, Budgam, Poonch, Reasi and Rajouri districts will vote
in the second phase on 25th September. The final phase, on October 1st,
will see voting in 40 seats of Bandipora, Kupwara, Baramulla, Udhampur,
Jammu, Samba and Kathua districts.

All political parties including BJP, Congress, National Conference,
PDP, Apni Party, Democratic Progressive Azad Party and CPI (M) and
general people have welcomed the announcement of assembly poll
schedule. Out of the total 90 assembly constituencies in Jammu and
Kashmir, 74 are general, seven are reserved for SC candidates and nine
are reserved for ST candidates. Out of the total 87 lakh nine thousand
voters in Jammu and Kashmir, 44 lakhs and 46 thousands are males and
42 lakhs and 62 thousands are females. 3.71 lakh are first-time voters and
20.7 lakh are young voters. However, the final voter list will be published
on 20th of this month.

UNION CABINET

Union Cabinet has given its approval to three new metro rail projects in the
country. The projects include phase three of Bangalore Metro with an
estimated cost of 15 thousand 611 crore rupees, Thane Integral Ring Metro
Rail Project with a cost of 12 thousand 200 crore rupees and Pune Metro
Phase-1 project extension towards south from Swargate to Katraj with a
cost of around three thousand crore rupees. Addressing media after the
Cabinet meeting in New Delhi, Information and Broadcasting Minister
Ashwini Vaishnaw said that at present metro rail is operational in 21 cities
whereas it was operational only five cities 10 years back. The Minister
added that Metro Rail as an efficient alternate road transport and with
Phase-3 as an extension to the Metro Rail network is expected to alleviate
traffic congestion in the city. Giving details about Thane Integral Ring
Metro project corridor in Maharastra which will be operational by 2029, Mr
Vaishnaw added that the 29 kilometer corridor will run along the periphery



of west side of Thane city with 22 Stations. Speaking about the Pune Metro
Phase-1 project extension towards south from Swargate to Katraj, Mr
Vaishnaw said that the Swargate to Katraj Underground Line will
significantly alleviate road traffic congestion and provide a safer and more
comfortable travel experience. Mr Vaishnaw said, the Cabinet Committee
on Economic Affairs also gave its approval to the new Civil Enclaves at
Bihta in Bihar and Bagdogra in West Bengal.

GOPINATH INDIAN ECONOMY

First Deputy Managing Director of the International Monetary Fund
(IMF) Dr Gita Gopinath has said that India’s growth did much better than
expected during the last fiscal year 2023-24 and the country is expected to
become the third-largest economy of the world by 2027.

Gopinath mentioned that the country needs to create millions of
additional jobs in the next 5-6 years. She said, the IMF expects private
consumption to recover and a favourable monsoon to increase harvests.
Gopinath added that from two-wheeler sales to fast-moving consumer
goods, the overall consumption is surging in India.

According to latest data by the Society of Indian Automobile
Manufacturers, the total production of passenger vehicles, three-wheelers,
two-wheelers and quadricycle stood over 24 lakhs 37 thousands units in
last month.

UP-TRAIN DERAILMENT

At least 20 coaches of the Sabarmati Express passenger train derailed
in Kanpur district of Uttar Pradesh today. The incident occurred during wee
hours near Kanpur railway station which is being investigated by IB and
Railway officials as the engine is said to be hit by a sharp object.
Fortunately, no casualties were reported, but the rail route has been
disrupted. Train has been arranged for the passengers for their onward
journey.

According to North Central Railway, Sabarmati Express 19168, which
was going from Varanasi Junction to Ahmedabad, derailed after striking a
boulder. Fire trucks and ambulances were dispatched to the scene, and a
thorough inspection of the train confirmed that no one was hurt.

Railways Minister Ashwini Vaishnav in his message on social media X
said that engine of Sabarmati Express hit an object placed on the track and
derailed near Kanpur at 02:35 am today. Sharp hit marks are observed.
Evidence is protected. IB and UP police are also working on it.

Indian Railways has arranged an alternative train service for
passengers for their onward journey to Amdavad following the derailment
of the Sabarmati Express near Kanpur at midnight. In a social media post,
Railway Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw has said that the incident is being
investigated by the Intelligence Bureau and Uttar Pradesh Police. The
Minister said that the engine of the train hit an object placed on the track
and derailed near Kanpur at 2:35 am today. He said that sharp hit marks
are observed and the evidence is protected. Mr Vaishnaw added that no
injuries to passengers or staff have been reported.

BANGLADESH-PRESIDENT OATH

In Bangladesh, four more advisers to the interim government were
sworn-in yesterday. President Mohammed Shahabuddin administered the
oath to them at the Durbar Hall of Bangabhaban, Dhaka. The new advisers
were sworn-in in the presence of interim government chief adviser
Professor Muhammad Yunus and other advisers. Chiefs of the three
services were also present on the occasion. As per the Bangladesh
Sangbad Sangstha (BSS), the adviser who took oath were - Economist
Wahiduddin Mahmud, former secretary Muhammad Fawzul Kabir Khan,



former cabinet secretary Ali Imam Majumder and former director general
of defunct Bangladesh Rifles Lt. Gen (Retd.) Jahangir Alam Chowdhury.

With the swearing-in of the four advisers, the members of the
'‘Council of Advisers' in the Yunus-led interim government now stands at
21. In the face of student-people uprising, Sheikh Hasina resigned as the
Prime Minister and fled the country on 5th of this month. Subsequently, the
parliament was dissolved and an interim government, led by Prof Yunus,
was formed.

PARIS-PARALYMPICS

Tokyo Paralympics gold medalist Sumit Antil and shot-put star
Bhagyashri Jadhav will be flagbearers of Indian contingent at the opening
ceremony of the Paris Paralympics. The Paralympic Games will take place
from 28th August to 8th September this year.

In Paris Paralympics, 84 athletes will represent India. This is the
country's largest-ever contingent in a Paralympic games. A total of 54
athletes had represented country in Tokyo Paralympics.

Sumit is a reigning Paralympic champion in the men's Javelin Throw
F64 category. On the other hand, Bhagyashri won a silver medal in the
shot put F34 category at the 2022 Asian Para Games and finished seventh
at the Tokyo Paralympics. She also won silver in Women's Shot Put F34 at
the Para-Athletics World Championships in May this year.
