REV. PM - UKRAINE VISIT

Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelenskyy has said that he looks
forward to visiting India as it can be a key influence in the global
diplomatic efforts to end the war between his country and Russia. Mr
Zeleskyy’s comments came after Prime Minister Narendra Modi, on his first
trip to Ukraine, invited him to visit India during their bilateral talks in Kyiv
yesterday. The Ukrainian president was addressing the Indian media
persons after the bilateral meeting with Mr Modi. During the bilateral talks,
Mr Modi told Mr Zelenskyy that both Ukraine and Russia should sit together
without wasting time to find ways to end the ongoing war and that India
had been on the side of peace since the beginning of the conflict in
February 2022.

Ukrainian President proposed India among a handful of Global South
countries for hosting the second Ukraine peace summit and conveyed his
idea to Mr Modi. The inaugural peace summit was held at a resort near
Lucerne in Switzerland in June that was attended by more than 90
countries and global institutions with a sole focus on bringing peace to
Ukraine. New Delhi asserted that it will remain engaged with all
stakeholders to facilitate a peaceful resolution to the Ukraine conflict. Mr
Modi's nearly nine-hour visit to Ukraine came six weeks after he held



summit talks with Russian President Vladimir Putin. Prime Minister Modi
also asserted India's strong commitment towards respecting the
sovereignty and territorial integrity of states. Mr Zelenskyy said India
supports Ukraine's national sovereignty and territorial integrity and it is
critical because everyone in the world must equally respect the UN Charter.

RAJNATH - US DEFENCE

Defence Minister Rajnath Singh has said that India is looking forward
to closely working with the US across the domains of defence for capability
building and for an abiding technology and industrial partnership. Mr Singh
said this while interacting with the senior leaders of the US defence
industry at a round-table organised by US India Strategic Partnership
Forum in Washington DC yesterday.

RAJNATH - US VISIT

Defence Minister Rajnath Singh held a bilateral meeting with the US
Secretary of Defense Lloyd Austin in Pentagon, Washington DC last night.
They held wide-ranging discussions on bilateral defence cooperation,
industrial collaboration, regional security and other international issues.
During the meeting, Mr Singh highlighted the various co-development and
co-production opportunities in India in the areas identified in the India-US
Defence Industrial Cooperation Roadmap, which was adopted last year.
Both the Ministers expressed happiness on the conclusion of the Security of
Supplies Arrangement (SOSA) between India and US. The SOSA signed on
Thursday in Washington DC encourages the defence industrial ecosystems
of both countries to work together, and enhances the supply chain



resilience.

In a statement, Defence Ministry said, the two sides also welcomed
the signing of the Memorandum of Agreement between India and US
regarding the Deployment of Liaison Officers. India shall be accordingly
deploying the first Liaison Officer to the Headquarters Special Operations
Command in Florida, US. Both the Ministers appreciated the progress
made in operationalising the Indo-Pacific Maritime Domain Awareness, a
Quad initiative and lauded the ongoing efforts by India to enhance the
Maritime Domain Awareness for the partners in the Indian Ocean Region.
They also welcomed the ongoing Indian participation in the Combined
Maritime Forces (CMF) and noted that India will deploy Indian Navy
personnel in CMF's Combined Task Force 150 headquarters in 2025.
Defence Minister Rajnath Singh and US Secretary of Defense Lloyd Austin
commended the efforts of the India-US Defence Acceleration Ecosystem
(INDUS-X) for establishing the Defence Innovation bridge between the two
countries. They appreciated INDUS-X establishing robust networks across
start-ups, industry, academia, and governments, accelerating the adoption
of cutting-edge technologies and enhancing war-fighting capabilities of
both sides.

AMIT SHAH - CHHATTISGARH

Union Home Minister Amit Shah arrived in Raipur last night on a
three-day visit to Chhattisgarh. He will chair a series of meetings on anti-
Naxal operations today. Mr Shah is scheduled to visit the ashram of
Mahaprabhu Vallabhacharya in Champaran town of Raipur district this
morning. Later, he will chair a meeting of Chief Secretaries and Directors
General of Police (DGPs) of Chhattisgarh and neighbouring states on
interstate coordination. He will then chair a meeting on security and
development in Left Wing Extremism (LWE)-affected areas of the state.
Anti-Naxal operations have intensified in Chhattisgarh since the BJP came
to power in last year’'s assembly elections. As many as 142 Naxalites have
been killed by security forces in the state so far this year. Tomorrow,  Mr
Shah will inaugurate an office of the Narcotics Control Bureau in Raipur at
10:30 am and chair a review meeting. He will then chair a meeting on the
expansion of the cooperative sector in Chhattisgarh.

REV KHADSE - NEPAL ROAD ACCIDENT

Minister of State for Youth Affairs and Sports Raksha Khadse has
reached Kathmandu, Nepal to oversee the return of the victims and
survivors in a road mishap in Tanahun district of Nepal. According to the
Embassy of India Kathmandu, 27 Indians have lost their lives in the
accident. In a social media post, Ms Khadse said, she discussed the rescue
operation and further course of action at Tribhuvan International Airport,
Kathmandu with Indian Ambassador Naveen Srivastava and Joint Secretary
of Ministry for Foreign Affairs of Nepal, Brighu Dhungana. The Youth Affairs
and Sports Minister also visited Tribhuvan University Teaching Hospital to
see admitted people, injured in the accident. 16 passengers were airlifted
to Kathmandu for further treatment at TU Teaching Hospital.

Embassy of India in Kathmandu continues to be in constant touch
with local authorities and the hospital staff for treatment of the injured and
earliest repatriation of the mortal remains of the deceased to India. The
Embassy has issued 24x7 Emergency relief numbers which are +977-
9851107021, +977-9851316807 and +977-9749833292.

On the request of the Maharashtra Government, An Indian Air Force
plane will bring the bodies of the Maharashtra pilgrims killed in the
accident. Prime Minister Narendra Modi has expressed grief over the loss of
lives in the mishap. In a social media post, Mr Modi said that the Indian
Embassy is providing all possible assistance to those affected. He
expressed his condolences to the bereaved families and wished the injured
early recovery.

FSSAI-FBO

The Food Safety and Standards Authority of India (FSSAI) has asked
Food Business Operators (FBOs) and e-commerce FBOs to remove all
claims regarding Al and A2 types of milk and milk products from all
packaging. FSSAI's instructions came after it found that several FBOs were
selling milk and milk products such as ghee, butter, and curd under the Al
and A2 classification using FSSAI license numbers. The food regulator
added that the Al and A2 differentiation of milk is essentially linked to a
difference in the structure of protein, and therefore, any A2 claims on milk



fat products are misleading and not in conformance with the provisions of
the FSS Act 2006 and its regulations. FSSAI further said that the standards
for milk, as specified in the Food Safety and Standards (Food Product
Standards and Food Additives) Regulations, 2011, do not mention or
recognize any differentiation of milk based on Al and A2 types. The FSSAI
asked e-commerce FBOs to remove all claims related to Al and A2 proteins
from their websites immediately.

ASSAM DHING INCIDENT

In Assam, the main accused in the rape of a minor girl at Dhing died
early this morning. The incident occurred during a re-creation of the crime
scene at the wee hours today. The accused, Tafazul Islam, who had been
arrested by police managed to flee and jumped into the pond that led to
his death. Police later recovered his body with the help of SDRF team. Our
Correspondent reports that three persons were allegedly involved in the
heinous crime at Dhing in Nagaon district that resulted in massive protest
across the state. Police are trying to nab the remaining culprits.

Chief Minister Himanta Biswa Sarma asserted that persons, involved
in the crime, will not be spared. State DGP G P Singh and minister Pijush
Hazarika visited Dhing and ensured justice to the victim family.

GAZA-POLIO

The United Nations Relief and Works Agency for Palestine Refugees
in the Near East (UNRWA) has warned that delayed humanitarian pause in
Gaza could face polio outbreak among children.

Commissioner-General of UNRWA, Philippe Lazzarini emphasised on
social media platform yesterday that bringing vaccines into Gaza and
maintaining the cold chain is insufficient. On 16th of this month, the
Palestinian health ministry reported that a 10-month-old child in Gaza,
tested positive for a vaccine-derived poliovirus strain. Next day, UN
Secretary-General Antonio Guterres announced that the UN plans to launch
a two-phase vaccination campaign at the end of the month to immunize
more than six lakh 40 thousand children in Gaza under the age of 10.
Meanwhile Hamas has agreed to the UN's call for a truce to enable the
vaccination efforts.

The World Health Organization (WHO) noted that Gaza had been



polio-free for 25 years before the conflict began in October last year. Polio
is a highly infectious viral disease that primarily affects children under five.
According to the WHO, it spreads person-to-person, mainly through the
fecal-oral route or, less commonly, through contaminated water or food.
