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INDIA — VIETNAM : The bilateral meeting between Prime Minister Narendra Modi and his
Vietnamese counterpart Pham Minh Chinh is underway in New Delhi. The two sides are expected to
sign several agreements following the talks. The visiting dignitary was accorded a ceremonial
reception at the forecourt of Rashtrapati Bhavan in New Delhi today morning. Mr Modi received him
at the Rashtrapati Bhavan. The Vietnam Prime Minister also paid floral tribute to Mahatma Gandhi at
Rajghat. Prime Minister Chinh is also scheduled to call on President Droupadi Murmu and Vice
President Jagdeep Dhankhar today. Mr Chinh arrived in New Delhi on a three-day state visit to India
on Tuesday. He is accompanied by a high level delegation including several Ministers, Deputy
Ministers and business leaders. India and Vietnam have age-old historical and civilizational ties,
which were elevated to a Comprehensive Strategic Partnership during the visit of Prime Minister to
Vietnam in September 2016. India considers Vietham as a key pillar of its Act East Policy and an
important partner in its Indo-Pacific vision.

WAYANAD LANDSLIDE: In Kerala, the death toll in the massive landslide that wreaked havoc
in Wayand district has crossed 250. The Indian Army said, it evacuated 179 stranded people and
recovered four bodies from the lanslide hit areas in Wayanad yesterday. The search operations by
relief columns at Attamala, Mundakkai and Chooralmala resumed this morning. One dog squad each
has been attached to the search teams. Five JCBs have been shifted to the other side of a stream to
clear the debris.

IAF — WAYANAD : In the wake of the catastrophic landslide at Wayanad in Kerala, Indian Air Force-
IAF commenced rescue and relief operations in coordination with the NDRF and other agencies from
Tuesday. The transport aircraft of IAF C-17 has transported 53 metric tons of essential supplies
including medical aid, and other essential equipment for rescue operations. AN-32 and C-130 aircraft
are ferrying relief materials and personnel. Collectively, these aircraft have facilitated the
transportation of over 200 people including rescue teams and displaced residents to and from the
disaster stricken zone. The Mi-17 and Dhruv Advanced Light Helicopters have been inducted to
undertake Humanitarian Assistance and Disaster Relief-HADR operations. These helicopters have
airlifted large number of people from the affected areas to ensure their safe and immediate
transportation.



DELHI-SCHOOLS : Heavy rainfall lashed various parts of the National Capital Delhi yesterday.
The rainfall brought much needed respite to the people from hot and humid weather. The heavy
downpour caused aterlogging in different areas affecting traffic movement. The weather department
has forecast light to moderate rain in Delhi during the next five days. Delhi Government has
announced that all private and government schools in the national capital will remain closed today in
view of the heavy rains. Many airlines, including IndiGo, Air India, Vistara, and Spicelet, have also
issued advisories about flights getting diverted and asking passengers to leave for airports early and
keep checking the status of their flights.

PM-ANSHUMAN GAEKWAD : Legendary Indian cricketer and former coach, and selector
Anshuman Gaekwad passed away at the age of 71 in Vadodara, after losing his long battle with
cancer. He was appointed India coach in October 1997, and he continued till September 1999. Prime
Minister Narendra Modi has expressed grief over the demise of legendary cricketer. In a social media
post, Mr Modi said, Anshuman Gaekwad Ji will be remembered for his contribution to cricket.

PARIS OLYMPICS : In 2024 Paris Olympics, Shooter Swapnil Kusale will make a bid for India's
third medal in Men's 50 meter rifle 3 Positions shooting competition today, while two-time World
Champion Pugilist Nikhat Zareen will hope to inch closer to the medal in Women's 50kg Boxing.
Knockout events in Badminton will also begin today. PV Sindhu, Lakshya Sen, HS Prannoy will all
feature in their respective singles matches while Satwiksairaj Rankireddy-Chirag Shetty will also play
their doubles pre-quarterfinals. The Indian Hockey team, having already qualified for the
quarterfinals, will clash with defending champions Belgium in a Pool B match at 1:30 pm IST.

MEA- WMCC MEETING : The 30th meeting of the Working Mechanism for Consultation and
Coordination on India-China Border Affairs (WMCC) was held in New Delhi yesterday. In the meeting,
Joint Secretary (East Asia) of Ministry of External Affairs, Gourangalal Das led the Indian delegation
while the Chinese delegation was led by Director General of the Boundary and Oceanic Department
of the Chinese Foreign Affairs Ministry, Hong Liang. External Affairs Ministry in its statement said that
further to discussions between the two Foreign Ministers in their recent meetings at Astana and
Vientiane, the two sides reviewed the current situation along the Line of Actual Control (LAC) with a
view to finding an early resolution of the outstanding issues. It added that restoration of peace and
tranquility, and respect for the LAC are an essential basis for restoration of normalcy in bilateral
relations. Both Ministers agreed on the need to jointly uphold peace and tranquility on the ground in
the border areas in accordance with relevant bilateral agreements, protocols and understandings
reached between the two Governments. The Ministry said that the discussion at the meeting was in-
depth, constructive and forward-looking. Both sides agreed to maintain the momentum through the
established diplomatic and military channels.
