OLYMPIC SCHEDULE

Lakshya Sen will aim to add a fourth medal to India's tally as he will take on
Malaysia's Zii Jia Lee in the bronze medal match of the men's singles in the
Paris Olympics today at 6 PM IST. Lakshya failed to overcome Denmark's
Viktor Axelsen in the semifinal clash yesterday and went down fighting 20-
22, 14-21 in straight games, becoming the the first Indian men's shuttler to
reach the Olympics semifinal. Saina Nehwal and PV Sindhu are the only two
female shuttlers to win an Olympic medal for India in badminton. India will
start their day with Maheshwari Chauhan and Anantjeet Singh Naruka
competing in the skeet mixed team event at 12:30 PM IST. The Indian
women’s table tennis team, featuring Sreeja Akula, Manika Batra, and
Archana Kamath, will face Romania in the round of 16, aiming to secure a
spot in the quarterfinals at 1:30 PM IST. In athletics, India will be
represented by two athletes: Kiran Pahal, who will compete in the women’s
400m round 1, and Asian Games gold medallist Avinash Sable, who will
strive to qualify for the 3000m steeplechase final later in the day. In
wrestling, Nisha Dahiya will kick off India’s campaign in the women’s 68kg
freestyle pre-quarters. In sailing, Vishnu Saravanan and Nethra Kumanan
will continue their campaigns in the men’s and women’s dinghy events,
respectively.

CRICKET - INDIA-SRI LANKA
In men's cricket, the host Sri Lanka defeated India by 32 runs in the



second match of the series at R. Premadasa Stadium in Colombo last night.
Chasing a target of 241, India was bowled out for 208 in 42.2 overs. Skipper
Rohit Sharma scored 64 off 44 balls but other Indian batters failed to play
promising knocks. Jeffrey Vandersay picked six wickets for Sri Lanka. Earlier,
opting to bat first, the hosts had posted 240 for the loss of nine wickets in
the stipulated 50 overs. Washington Sundar was the best bowler for India,
taking three wickets, and Kuldeep Yadav took two wickets. This victory gave
Sri Lanka a 1-nil lead in the three-match One Day International bilateral
series, as the first match had ended in a tie. Jeffrey Vandersay was adjudged
Player of the Match.

HARYANA - MSP

Haryana Chief Minister Nayab Singh Saini has announced the
procurement of all crops in the state at minimum support price (MSP).
Addressing BJP's 'Vijay Shankhnad' rally in Kurukshetra, Mr Saini said, the
state government is currently procuring 14 crops at MSP. He said, the state
government has also decided to waive off outstanding canal water irrigation
charges known as 'abiana' worth 133 crore rupees. Chief Minister said, BJP
government has also decided to discontinued the 'abiana' system, which will
benefit farmers to the tune of 54 crore rupees per annum. Mr Saini also
announced the payment of pending compensation worth 137 crore rupees
within a week to farmers who suffered crop damage because of natural
calamity in Rohtak, Nuh, Fatehabad and Sirsa before 2023. This amount will
be transferred to the accounts of the farmers. He said, nhow farmers will be
allowed to buy a three-star motor from anywhere in the country for new
tubewell connections. At present, only 10 companies of three-star motors
are registered in the state. Chief Minister said, 40,000 posts will be filled in
the government sector.

I0C - GENDER TEST

The International Olympic Committee (IOC) has declared the gender
tests conducted by the International Boxing Association (IBA) on two female
boxers at last year's World Championships as illegitimate and lacking
credibility. IOC spokesperson Mark Adams openly criticized the tests, stating



that they are not legitimate. According to Adams, the tests themselves, the
process of conducting them, and their ad hoc nature are all flawed and do
not warrant a response. The controversy intensified after Khelif's dominant
performance in the round-of-16 welterweight fight on Thursday against
Angela Carini. Khelif's barrage of punches led Carini to withdraw just 46
seconds into the match, sparking a social media frenzy. The IBA's response,
promising to pay Carini 50,000 dollars in prize money, further fueled the
ongoing dispute with the IOC. Amid the escalating tensions, I0C President
Thomas Bach accused the IBA of launching a defamation campaign against
the Olympic body. Both Khelif and Lin have now reached the semifinals in
their respective weight categories in Paris.

With the celebration of Bhoto jatra in Patan, the longest jatra in Nepal
comes to an end. Bhoto Jatra is a public holiday in Kathmandu Valley as
people from across the valley arrive in Patan to participate in the
celebration. It is a part of the month-long chariot procession of Rato
Machhindranath Jatra. It originates at Pulchowk where a chariot made of
wood without the use of iron nails is created and the procession ends at
Jawalakhel. In Bhoto Jatra a bejewelled Nepali vest called bhoto of Rato
Machindranath is displayed to the public as per tradition. Bhoto Jatra relates
the incident of finding the real owner of a divine vest that was gifted to a
farmer by a serpent king. A 60-foot tall spire fabricated from bamboo poles
and tree branches is raised and it is carried by the wooden chariot. Rato
Machchindranath is worshipped by the devotees and they offer eggs,
savoury delicacies, fruits and flowers to the deity. People play music from
traditional Nepali instruments and dance to the tune in groups. A fair is
organised in Jawalakhel marking Bhoto Jatra. This festival is the symbol of
rain and fertility in Kathmandu Valley.
