REV OVERALL CABINET

The Union Cabinet has approved Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana-Urban
(PMAY-U) 2.0 scheme. The Cabinet also gave its nod to the implementation
of the Pradhan Mantri Awaas Yojana-Gramin (PMAY-G) during Financial
Year 2024-25 to 2028-29. Briefing media last night, Information and
Broadcasting Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw said that three crore new houses
will be constructed under the Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana. Mr Vaishnaw
said, of them two crore houses will be built in rural areas while one crore
will be constructed in urban areas. He said the budgetary provision on the
scheme will be of 3 lakh 60 thousand crore rupees.

Under Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana-Urban 2.0, financial assistance
will be provided to one crore urban poor and middle-class families. The
assistance will be provided through States, Union Territories and Primary
Lending Institutions (PLIS) to construct, purchase or rent a house at an
affordable cost in urban areas in five years. Government assistance of 2.30
lakh crore rupees will be provided under the Scheme.

The Minister said, under the scheme in urban areas, there is a



provision of working women hostel and an interest subsidy of four per cent
will be given upto 25 lakh rupees for Home loan in Economically Weaker
Section (EWS), Low Income Group (LIG) and Middle Income Group (MIG)
categories.

The government also approved the Clean Plant Programme (CPP)
proposed by the Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers Welfare. Speaking to
reporters, Mr Vaishnaw said that with a substantial investment of over one
thousand 765 crore rupees, this pioneering initiative is set to revolutionize
the horticulture sector in India and expected to set new standards for
excellence and sustainability. He said, the CPP will provide access to virus-
free, high-quality planting material, leading to increased crop yields and
improved income opportunities of farmers.

The Cabinet also approved the modified Pradhan Mantri JI-VAN
Yojana for providing financial support to Advanced Biofuel Projects using
lignocellulosic biomass and other renewable feedstock. The Minister said,
the modified scheme has been extended for five more years till 2028-29.
He said, an investment of one thousand 969 croe rupees will be made in
this project.

The Information and Broadcasting Minister said that a detailed
discussion took place in the Union Cabinet yesterday with regard to the
Supreme Court's judgement on SC and ST reservation. He said, the Cabinet
has a well-considered opinion that the NDA government is committed to
the provisions of the Constitution framed by Baba Saheb Ambedkar. Mr
Vaishnaw said that in the Constitution, there is no provision for creamy
layer in the reservation of SC and ST and the Cabinet's decision is that the
system of reservation for SC and ST should be as per the Constitution.

External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar has said that India’s
partnership with Maldives is based on its deep desire to work together for
each other’s welfare and interests. Addressing a press conference with his
Maldivian counterpart Moosa Zameer after their talks in Male, Dr
Jaishankar said, the archipelagic state is one of the cornerstones of India’s
Neighbourhood First Policy. In a social media post, Dr Jaishankar said, he
held productive discussions with his Maldivian counterpart. He said, the



agenda covered their engagement in development partnership, capacity
building, bilateral and regional security, trade and digital cooperation. The
two leaders jointly inaugurated six High Impact Community Development
Projects in areas of street lighting, mental health, children speech therapy
and special education. In their presence, an MoU was also inked between
National Payments Corporation of India and Ministry of Economic
Development and Trade of Maldives on introduction of digital payment
system in the Maldives. Maldives Foreign Affairs Minister hailed the meeting
as a milestone of India's commitment to community empowerment in
Maldives. External Affairs Minister Jaishankar reached Male last evening on
a three-day official visit to Maldives to reset the bilateral relationship with
the archipelagic state. Dr Jaishankar's trip to the Maldives comes weeks
after President Mohamed Muizzu's visit to India in June to attend the
swearing-in ceremony of Prime Minister Narendra Modi's government.

BRAZIL PLANE CRASH

In Brazil, a passenger plane carrying 61 people crashed into a
residential community near Sao Paulo last night, killing all on board.
Officials said that a home in the local condominium complex has been
damaged. However, none of the residents were hurt. According to the
Brazilian regional airline, there were 57 passengers and four crew members
on board the plane. The regional twin-engine plane took off from Cascavel,
in the state of Parana, and was heading to Sao Paulo's International
airport. Video shared on social media showed the ATR-72 aircraft spinning
out of control as it plunged down behind a cluster of trees near houses,
followed by a large plume of black smoke.

PARIS OLYMPICS

At the Paris Olympics, Indian wrestler Aman Sehrawat produced a
dominating performance last evening to clinch a bronze medal in the Men's
57kg freestyle event. Sehrawat defeated Puerto Rico's Darian Cruz 13-5.
This was India's sixth medal at the Paris Games, and the first in wrestling.
With this outcome, Aman helped India carry forward the streak of winning
a wrestling medal at Olympics since 2008. The grappler showed immense
promise with commanding performances, helping him storm into the
semifinals. However, The 21-year-old from Haryana was outmuscled in the



semifinal by Japan's Rei Higuchi and lost the bout 0-10 via technical
superiority. Sehrawat started his campaign with a 10-0 win against North
Macedonia’s Vladimir Egorov, following which he secured a 12-0 win, once
again by technical superiority, against Zelimkhan Abakarov of Albania in the
quarterfinal. Aman has also surpassed PV Sindhu's record to become
India's youngest medal winner, at 21 years and 24 days old. India now
have five bronze medals and a silver. Notably, Sehrawat was India's only
male wrestler in the Paris Olympics. Meanwhile, India's last remaining
contender at the Games, wrestler Reetika Hooda will begin her campaign in
the women's freestyle 76kg event today. The 22-year-old will face
Bernadett Nagy of Hungary in her opening round. The action begins at
2:30 PM Indian Standard Time. In Golf, Aditi Ashok and Diksha Dagar, who
did not have the best of outings yesterday, will feature in the final round of
the women's event today.
