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REV. PM - UKRAINE VISIT

Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelenskyy has said that he looks
forward to visiting India as it can be a key influence in the global
diplomatic efforts to end the war between his country and Russia. Mr
Zeleskyy’s comments came after Prime Minister Narendra Modi, on his first
trip to Ukraine, invited him to visit India during their bilateral talks in Kyiv
yesterday. The Ukrainian president was addressing the Indian media
persons after the bilateral meeting with Mr Modi. During the bilateral talks,
Mr Modi told Mr Zelenskyy that both Ukraine and Russia should sit together
without wasting time to find ways to end the ongoing war and that India
had been on the side of peace since the beginning of the conflict in
February 2022.

Ukrainian President proposed India among a handful of Global South
countries for hosting the second Ukraine peace summit and conveyed his
idea to Mr Modi. The inaugural peace summit was held at a resort near
Lucerne in Switzerland in June that was attended by more than 90
countries and global institutions with a sole focus on bringing peace to
Ukraine. New Delhi asserted that it will remain engaged with all
stakeholders to facilitate a peaceful resolution to the Ukraine conflict. Mr
Modi's nearly nine-hour visit to Ukraine came six weeks after he held
summit talks with Russian President Vladimir Putin. Prime Minister Modi
also asserted India's strong commitment towards respecting the
sovereignty and territorial integrity of states. Mr Zelenskyy said India
supports Ukraine's national sovereignty and territorial integrity and it is
critical because everyone in the world must equally respect the UN Charter.

RAJNATH - US VISIT

Defence Minister Rajnath Singh held a bilateral meeting with the US
Secretary of Defense Lloyd Austin in Pentagon, Washington DC last night.
They held wide-ranging discussions on bilateral defence cooperation,
industrial collaboration, regional security and other international issues.
During the meeting, Mr Singh highlighted the various co-development and
co-production opportunities in India in the areas identified in the India-US
Defence Industrial Cooperation Roadmap, which was adopted last year.

Supplies Arrangement (SOSA) between India and US. The SOSA signed on
Thursday in Washington DC encourages the defence industrial ecosystems
of both countries to work together, and enhances the supply chain
resilience.

In a statement, Defence Ministry said, the two sides also welcomed
the signing of the Memorandum of Agreement between India and US
regarding the Deployment of Liaison Officers. India shall be accordingly
deploying the first Liaison Officer to the Headquarters Special Operations
Command in Florida, US. Both the Ministers appreciated the progress
made in operationalising the Indo-Pacific Maritime Domain Awareness, a
Quad initiative and lauded the ongoing efforts by India to enhance the
Maritime Domain Awareness for the partners in the Indian Ocean Region.
They also welcomed the ongoing Indian participation in the Combined
Maritime Forces (CMF) and noted that India will deploy Indian Navy
personnel in CMF's Combined Task Force 150 headquarters in 2025.
Defence Minister Rajnath Singh and US Secretary of Defense Lloyd Austin
commended the efforts of the India-US Defence Acceleration Ecosystem
(INDUS-X) for establishing the Defence Innovation bridge between the two
countries. They appreciated INDUS-X establishing robust networks across
start-ups, industry, academia, and governments, accelerating the adoption
of cutting-edge technologies and enhancing war-fighting capabilities of
both sides.

IRAN-US

In his first interview with foreign media since taking office, Iran's
newly appointed Foreign Minister, Abbas Araqchi, outlined conditions for
defusing tensions with the United States. Speaking to a Japanese News
agency Araqchi emphasized the importance of lifting sanctions and
rebuilding ties with Western countries as crucial steps toward normalizing
Iran's international relations. Araqchi stated that improving ties with various
global partners is a key priority for the new Iranian government. He called
for overcoming obstacles and unlocking new avenues for economic and
trade cooperation, despite ongoing US sanctions.

Regarding US-Iran relations, Araqchi noted that Iran is open to
managing tensions with Washington and reviving the 2015 nuclear deal.
However, he stressed that this would only be possible if the US and
European countries abandon their "hostile approach" toward Iran.

"In my foreign policy address to the Islamic Consultative Assembly, I
highlighted the crucial objective of lifting sanctions, particularly unilateral
ones, through earnest, focused, and time-bound negotiations while



upholding the nation's fundamental principles," Araqchi explained.

The foreign minister outlined a strategy to boost Iran's international
ties while navigating US sanctions. He emphasized the need to transcend
obstacles hindering our mutual interests and prioritize our vital needs,"
suggesting that by comprehensively evaluating the current landscape, Iran
can forge constructive partnerships to drive progress and prosperity.
