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PM-JUDICIARY : Prime Minister Narendra Modi will inaugurate the two-day National Conference of

District Judiciary at Bharat Mandapam in New Delhi this morning. On the occasion, the Prime Minister
will unveil a stamp and coin commemorating 75 years of the establishment of the Supreme Court.
The two-day conference organized by the Supreme Court will feature five sessions on District
Judiciary issues, including infrastructure, inclusive courtrooms, judicial security, case management,
and training. The Chief Justice, Union Minister for Law and Justice and the Attorney General will also
participate in the inaugural program.



PM-BRUNEI-SINGAPORE : Prime Minister Narendra Modi will be on a three-day visit to Brunei and

Singapore beginning Tuesday. Briefing media in New Delhi yesterday, Ministry of External Affairs
(MEA) spokesperson Randhir Jaiswal said, Prime Minister Modi will visit Brunei Darussalam on the 3rd
of next month at the invitation of Sultan of Brunei Haji Hassanal Bolkiah. Mr. Jaiswal said that this
will be the first-ever bilateral visit by an Indian Prime Minister to that country. He added that the visit
coincides with the 40th anniversary of the establishment of diplomatic ties between India and Brunei.
Mr. Jaiswal informed that on the second leg of his visit, Mr. Modi will reach Singapore on Wednesday
at the invitation of the Prime Minister of Singapore, Lawrence Wong. The External Affairs Ministry
rejected the media report regarding the flood situation in Bangladesh, which suggested that India is
somehow responsible for it. Replying to a query, MEA Spokesperson Randhir Jaiswal said that, the
narrative is misleading and factually incorrect. He noted that it also ignores the facts mentioned in
the press releases issued by the MEA clarifying the situation. He said, the media report overlooked
that India has a regular and timely exchange of data and critical information with Bangladesh
through existing joint mechanisms for water resources management. On a query about Ukraine, Mr.
Jaiswal said that, as far as India is concerned, New Delhi will be guided by the bilateral discussions it
had with Kyiv, including the recent high-level visit of Prime Minister Narendra Modi. He said India
believes that the visit paves the way for stronger bilateral ties and facilitates more forward-looking
discussions on the possibility of a peaceful resolution to the Ukraine conflict.

ISRAEL-GAZA : Israeli army today announced that its forces had withdrawn from several parts of

the cities of Khan Younis and Deir al-Balah in the Gaza Strip after they completed their mission.
Israeli military spokesperson Avichai Adraee informed residents and displaced Palestinians that they
could return to certain parts of Khan Younis, noting that these areas will from now on be classified as
part of the humanitarian zone. More than 40,600 people have been Kkilled in the Israeli onslaught on
Gaza, which began on October 7 last year, following surprise attack by Hamas on southern Israeli
communities that killed about 1,200 people.

GERMANY-AFGHAN DEPORTATION : Germany today deported 28 Afghan nationals back to

Afghanistan for the first time since August 2021. According to government spokesperson Steffen
Hebestreit, the deported individuals are all Afghan nationals convicted of crimes in Germany and
have no right to remain in the country. This move follows discussions on tightening deportation rules
after an Afghan national killed a police officer and injured several others in a knife attack at a political
rally in Mannheim three months ago. Last week, a 26-year-old man killed three people with a knife in
the western German city of Solingen.  In response to the incident, Minister of the Interior and
Community Nancy Faeser announced that the country would implement measures to combat
terrorism and tighten knife control to enhance public security.

PRADHAN-STALIN : Union Education Minister, Dhramedra Pradhan has written a letter to Tamil

Nadu Chief Minister M K Stalin reiterating the Central government's committment to ensuring that
every child in the country has access to the transformative benefits of the National Education Policy
(NEP) 2020. In the letter, the Union Minister highlighted that tens of lakhs of students from the state
of Tamil Nadu have benefited from the Samagra Shiksha Scheme. The Minister emphasized that NEP
2020 fully supports the idea of teaching Tamil in the schools of Tamil Nadu. Mr Pradhan also
mentioned that Tamil is one of the world’s oldest classical languages and the oldest in India and it is
a matter of national pride. The Minister also touched upon the issue of Memorandum of
Understanding (MoU) on the PM SHRI Scheme. Despite repeated requests, Tamil Nadu has not yet
signed the MoU. Mr Pradhan urged him to sign the MoU with the Centre for the PM SHRI scheme. He
stated that Tamil Nadu's ongoing implementation of the Samagra Shiksha Scheme is aligned with the



NEP 2020 and it is important that the state also embraces the PM SHRI Scheme to further enhance
the quality of education and set a benchmark for government schools in the region.

COLOMBO SECURITY CONCLAVE : India, Maldives, Mauritius and Sri Lanka have signed the

Charter and an MoU for the establishment of the Colombo Security Conclave (CSC) Secretariat in
Colombo to address security and stability challenges in the Indian Ocean Region. The signing
ceremony was hosted in Colombo by the Government of Sri Lanka. National Security Advisor Ajit
Doval and the representatives of the Maldives, Mauritius and Sri Lanka signed the documents
yesterday on behalf of the respective Member States. Speaking on the occasion, National Security
Advisor Ajit Doval emphasized the importance of the Colombo Security Conclave in addressing
traditional, non-traditional, and emerging hybrid security challenges. He highlighted the need for
sustained regional cooperation across various security pillars. The CSC's core objective is to
promote regional security by addressing transnational threats and challenges of common concern to
the Member States. There are five pillars of cooperation under the CSC namely Maritime Safety and
Security; Countering Terrorism and Radicalisation; Combating Trafficking and Transnational
Organised Crime; Cyber Security and Protection of Critical Infrastructure and Technology; and
Humanitarian Assistance and Disaster Relief. During his Sri Lanka visit, Mr. Doval met President Ranil
Wickremesinghe, Prime Minister Dinesh Gunawardena, and national security advisers of Sri Lanka and
the Maldives. He also interacted with Sri Lanka’s Leader of the Opposition and Leader of Samagi Jana
Balawegaya, Sajith Premadasa, Member of Parliament and Leader of National People’s Power Anura
Kumara Dissanayake, as well as political leaders and representatives from various political parties,
including those from the North, East, and upcountry regions.

MORN PARALYMPICS : At Paralympic Games in Paris, India's medal hopes continue to rest on the

Shooters on day 3 today. Para shuttlers and archers are also set to compete in what promises to be
another thrilling day of action.  Yesterday, day 2 was a memorable day for India as the country
bagged four medals. Shooters secured three medals for the nation while one was won in athletics.
Shooter Avani Lekhara won second successive Paralympics gold in women's 10m air rifle (SH1) event
while, compatriot Mona Agarwal clinched bronze. In Men's 10 metre Air Pistol SH1 Category, Manish
Narwal fetched a silver medal. Moreover, in Athletics, sprinter Preethi Pal secured another medal for
India, clinching bronze in Women's 100m T35 final event. She became the first ever sprinter to win a
medal for India at the Para Games.In Badminton, the mixed pair of Sivarajan Solaimalai and Nithya
Sre Sivan won a thrilling group stage match against Thailand's Natthapong Meechai and Chai
Saeyang by a 21-7, 21-17 margin. With the win, they topped the group and advanced to the
semifinal. The semi-final match will take place this evening
