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MORN. WAYANAD LANDSLIDE : In Kerala, the death toll in the massive landslide that wrecked
havoc in Wayand district has crossed 250. The Indian Army said, it evacuated 179 stranded people
and recovered four bodies from the lanslide hit areas in Wayanad yesterday. The search operations
by relief columns at Attamala, Mundakkai and Chooralmala resumed this morning. One dog squad
each has been attached to the search teams. Five JCBs have been shifted to the other side of a
stream to clear the debris. The launching of the 190 ft bridge across the stream at Chooralmala
continued late into the night, and will be completed by afternoon today. The bridge is crucial to
transport men, heavy machinery, and other materials to the landslide affected areas. Kerala Chief
Minister Pinarayi Vijayan will chair an all party meeting at the District Collectorate in Wayanad this



morning. He will also hold another meeting with officials prior to the all party meeting. Leader of
Opposition in the Lok Sabha, Rahul Gandhi is scheduled to visit Wayanad today. He will visit relief
camps at a couple of schools in Meppadi and a medical college, where several injured are undergoing
treatment.

RS-HM WAYANAD : Home Minister Amit Shah has said that an early warning about heavy rainfall
and landslides in Wayanad was given to the Kerala government on the 23rd and again on the 24th
and 25th of this month. Intervening in the calling attention motion in the Rajya Sabha today on the
devastation in Wayanad, Mr. Shah said that on the 26th, another warning was issued indicating a
chance of heavy rainfall exceeding 20 centimeters, landslides, mudflows, and potential loss of life. He
mentioned that nine NDRF teams were sent to Kerala in advance, but the Kerala government did not
evacuate people in time. The Home Minister stated that the losses in Wayanad could have been
minimized if the Kerala government had become alert following the arrival of the NDRF teams. Mr.
Shah added that India is one of four countries capable of providing natural disaster warnings at least
seven days in advance. He said that earlier, several states, including Odisha and Gujarat, used the
Centre's early warning system to limit damages. The Home Minister stated that the central
government is unwavering in its support of the Kerala government and people to deal with the
Wayanad tragedy.

CONDOLENCE MESSAGE-WAYANAD LANDSLIDES : Russian President Vladimir Putin sent
condolence messages to Prime Minister Narendra Modi and President Droupadi Murmu over
landslides in Wayanad, Kerala, that took the lives of over a hundred people and injured many
more.The Russian Embassy in India shared a post on X and said, "President of Russia Vladimir Putin
sent a condolence message to President of India Droupadi Murmu & Prime Minister of India Narendra
Modi over the tragic consequences of the landslides in Kerala." Further, Putin offered his heartfelt
condolences and support to India and those affected by the landslides and wished for a speedy
recovery. Iran Embassy in India also extended its sympathies to the families who have lost loved
ones in the Wayanad landslides.

DELHI-SCHOOLS : Delhi Education Minister Atishi has announced that all schools in the national
capital government and private will remain closed tomorrow as heavy rains lashed the city and its
peripherals, leading to waterlogging in many areas while spelling troubles for commuters. Meanwhile,
the India Meteorological Department (IMD) has said that clouds have converged over the national
capital from all four sectors, as it issued an advisory urging Delhi residents to avoid going out if not
necessary. It has also forecast that rainy conditions will continue in the national capital till August 5.
Many airlines, including IndiGo, Air India, Vistara, and Spicelet, have issued advisories about flights
getting diverted and asking passengers to leave for airports early and keep checking the status of
their flights. Delhi Lt Governor Vinai Kumar Saxena has directed all the concerned officials to remain
on alert and address issues in the waterlogging-prone areas, including areas where coaching centres
are located.

RAJASTHAN-GOVERNOR-OATH : In Rajasthan, Haribhau Kisanrao Bagde took oath as Governor
of Rajasthan at Raj Bhawan this afternoon. Chief Justice Manindra Mohan Shrivastava administered
the oath of Governor to Mr. Bagde. Chief Secretary Sudhansh Pant read out the warrant of
appointment of Governor issued by President Draupadi Murmu. After taking oath, Governor Haribhau
Kisanrao Bagde was presented a guard of honour at Raj Bhawan. On this occasion, Chief Minister
Bhajan Lal Sharma, Assembly Speaker Vasudev Devnani, Deputy Chief Minister Diya Kumari and
Premchand Bairwa, and other dignitaries were present.

RS- NIRBHAYA FUND: The government has allocated a total amount of 7212 Crore and 85 lakh



rupees in the financial year 2023-24 under the Nirbhaya Fund. Women and Child Development
Minister Annpurna Devi in a written reply in Rajya Sabha today said, the total amount released by the
Ministries and Departments and utilized out of the Nirbhaya Fund since inception is around five
thousand crore rupees which constitute nearly 76 per cent of the total allocation.

Amit Shah,
Minister of Home Affairs tweeted, that deeply saddened by the demise of Anshuman Gaekwad Ji, a
legendary cricketer whose cricketing skills enhanced the pride of Indian cricket. The Board of Control
for Cricket in India secretary Mr. Jay Shah, said my deepest condolences to the family and friends of
Mr Aunshuman Gaekwad. Heartbreaking for the entire cricket fraternity. May his soul rest in peace.
