LS- RURAL CREDIT

Minister of State for Finance Pankaj Chaudhary today said that
ground level credit in rural areas has increased from 7.3 lakh crore rupees
in 2014 to 25.46 lakh crore rupees in 2024 so that people can avail the
benefits. In reply to supplementaries in the Lok Sabha, the Minister
informed the House that under Kisan Credit Card, a crop loan of 4.26 lakh
crore rupees were extended to farmers while in 2014 this number grew to
9.82 lakh crore rupees. Mr Chaudhary informed that the government has
taken a lot of initiatives for the welfare of farmers and enhance the
agriculture produce. He added that under Pradhan Mantri Jan Dhan Yojana
(PMIDY), over 52 crore accounts were opened to ensure financial inclusion.

He
informed that in the Union Budget, the government has also announced an
internship scheme for the youth and the loan facility under MUDRA
scheme .has also been increased from 10 lakh to 20 lakh rupees in the
Budget.

Union Minister of State for Home B Sanjay Kumar has said the move
to merge 33 Gram Panchayats, 20 Municipalities, eight Municipal
Corporations, 61 industrial areas and the Secunderabad Cantonment Board
with the Greater Hyderabad Municipal Corporation (GHMC) has no
meaning. He said the Congress government in the state is conspiring to
burden the people with taxes. He added that areas on Hyderabad outskirts
have not developed in any way even though they were merged 15 years
ago with Hyderabad city. Speaking to the media in Ranga Reddy district
yesterday, the minister said there is no meaning in stating that the
government will merge municipalities, corporations and panchayats with
the GHMC without developing and providing minimum facilities. He said the
BJP leadership will discuss it and announce an action plan opposing the
state government’s proposal. The minister also alleged that 70 per cent of
farmers did not benefit from the farm loan waiver scheme. He added that
the state government had implemented farm loan waiver schemes only for
18 lakh farmers whereas the number of farmers who took one Lakh rupees
farm loan was 36 lakhs during previous rule in the state.

REV. WAYANAD LANDSLIDE

In Kerala, search operations for more bodies from the landslide
ravaged Wayanad enters the seventh day today. The authoriities are
leaving no stones unturned to ensure that bodies are not left in the debris
in the region or in the downstream areas of Malappuram district. More
from our correspondent:

"Search operations for more bodies are taking place today as well, as
over a hundred persons are reported to be missing. Yesterday, the
authorities carried out searches with the help of drone based Intelligent
Buried Objects Detection system to find out more bodies. Contour maps
are also being prepared to study the pre and post landslide changes in the
region. More army personnel and four specially trained sniffer dogs will be
airlifted from Meerut to assist the search opeations. Of 67 unidentified
bodies or dismembered body parts kept at Meppady, eight were interred
last night at Puththumala. The bodies have been retained in the hope that
some relative will turn up to identify them. However, sources indicated
that more bodies are likely to be taken up for burial today.
