INDIA-BRAZIL MEETING

External Affairs Minister S Jaishankar and Brazilian Foreign Minister
Mauro Vieira will co-chair the 9th India-Brazil Joint Commission Meeting in
New Delhi today. Brazilian Foreign Minister arrived in the national capital
on Saturday on a 4-day official visit to India. External Affairs Ministry (MEA)
said, Mr Vieira's visit will provide further impetus to the strategic
partnership between India and Brazil. The MEA said, Dr Jaishankar and Mr
Vieira will speak on how the two nations, as part of the Troika, can take
forward key G20 outcomes from India's G20 Presidency last year. Brazil
has assumed the presidency of the G20 until November 2024. The G20
Troika during the Brazilian G20 Presidency in 2024 will comprise India,
Brazil, and South Africa. Brazil will host the G20 Leaders' Summit in Rio de
Janeiro on November 18-19. The G20 is made up of 19 countries including
India and Brazil. The MEA said, India and Brazil share a multifaceted
relationship rooted in shared values. It said, Brazilian Foreign Minister's
visit will provide an opportunity to further strengthen the strategic
partnership established in 2006 and explore new avenues of cooperation in
bilateral, regional and multilateral arena across diverse sectors.

Earlier in July, the Secretary (Economic Relations) in the Ministry of
External Affairs, Dammu Ravi, led India's delegation at the G20
Development Ministers' Meeting in Rio De Janeiro. During the meeting, he
highlighted India's flagship programmes, including the Swachh Bharat
Abhiyan, Jal Jeevan Mission, and AMRUT and reiterated India's
commitment to achieving Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) related to
water and sanitation.

The nomination for the first phase of assembly elections in Jammu
and Kashmir will end today. As many as 24 seats spread over six districts
will go to polls in this phase on September 18. The scrutiny of nominations
will take place tomorrow, while the last date for withdrawal of candidatures
is August 30. Voting for the next two phases will be held on September 25
and October 1. The results will be announced on October 4. There are
87.09 lakh voters in Jammu and Kashmir, of which 44.46 lakh are male,
42.62 lakh are female, 3.71 lakh are first-time voters, and 20.7 lakh are
young voters. Out of 90 assembly constituencies in the Union Terrotory, 74
are general, 7 are reserved for SC candidates, and 9 for ST candidates.

PAKISTAN BALOCHISTAN ATTACK



In Pakistan, more than 70 people have been killed in at least four
assault cases amid several reported incidents of violence in Balochistan
province. According to various media reports, 14 soldiers and police
personnel, as well as 21 militants, were killed in a major attack targeting
vehicles on a major highway in Bela, a town in the Lasbela district. In a
separate incident, at least 23 people were killed after armed men blocked
the inter-provincial highway in Musakhel district. The attackers offloaded
passengers from trucks and buses, checked their identities, and then fired
at them. The deceased were identified as residents of Pakistan's Punjab
province.

In Kalat, ten people, including five police personnel, were reportedly killed
in an attack on a police post and a highway. Rail traffic to Quetta was also
suspended following blasts on a rail bridge in the town of Bolan yesterday.
Six unidentified bodies have been found by the police near the attack site
on the railway bridge. Balochistan province in southwestern Pakistan has
been experiencing unrest for years, with large-scale protests occurring in
the region over the past few weeks.

India will open their campaign in the ICC Women's T20 World Cup
2024 on October 4 in Dubai against New Zealand and then take on arch-
rivals Pakistan at the same venue on October 6. India’s third match is
scheduled to take place on October 9 against Sri Lanka in Dubai again, and
the Women in Blue will finish the group stage with a high-voltage match
against defending champions Australia in Sharjah on October 13. The



upcoming edition of the Women'’s T20 World Cup was scheduled to take
place in Bangladesh, but it was shifted to the United Arab Emirates a
couple of weeks ago. The two semifinals of the tournament will be played
in Dubai and Sharjah on October 17 and 18, and the final will take place on
October 20 in Dubai.
