PM- PRAGATI MEETING

Prime Minister Narendra Modi today chaired the meeting of the 44th
edition of PRAGATI, the ICT-based multi-modal platform for Pro-Active
Governance and Timely Implementation, involving Centre and State
governments. It was the first meeting of PRAGATI in the third term of
Narendra Modi Government. In the meeting, seven significant projects
were reviewed including two projects relating to road connectivity, two rail
projects and one project each of the Coal, Power and Water Resources
sectors. The cost of these projects totalled more than 76 thousand 500
crore rupees. The projects relates to Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand,
Jharkhand, Maharashtra, Rajasthan, Gujarat, Odisha, Goa, Karnataka,



Chhattisgarh and Delhi.

During the meeting, Mr. Modi emphasized the fact that every official
in the government must be sensitized. He said that the delay in projects
not only leads to cost escalation but also deprives the public of the
intended benefits of the project. The Prime Minister said that the “Ek ped
Maa ke Naam” campaign can help safeguard the environment while
undertaking project development.

During the interaction, Prime Minister also reviewed AMRUT 2.0 and
public grievances related to Jal Jeevan Mission. These projects together
inter-alia address water issues in urban and rural areas. He emphasised
that water is a basic human need and quality disposal of grievances at
district and state level must be ensured by the state governments.

Mr. Modi advised Chief Secretaries to personally monitor the works
under AMRUT 2.0 and States should make plans keeping in mind the
growth potential and future needs of cities. He added, reforms in urban
governance, comprehensive urban planning, urban transport planning, and
municipal finance are critical needs of the hour, given the rapid
urbanization in the country. Mr. Modi said that one needs to take benefit of
initiatives such as PM Surya Ghar Muft Bijli Yojana to meet the growing
energy needs of cities. Prime Minister also recalled that many of these
aspects of urbanization and drinking water had been discussed in the Chief
Secretaries Conference and the commitments given must be reviewed by
Chief Secretaries themselves. Prime Minister further asked the Chief
Secretaries and Secretaries of Government of India to continue working on
the Mission Amrit Sarovar programme. He said that water catchment area
of Amrit Sarovars should be kept clean and desilting of these water bodies
should be taken up as per requirement with the involvement of Village
Committee. Up to the 44th edition of PRAGATI meetings, 355 projects
having a total cost of over 18 lakh crore rupess have been reviewed.

IMD- WEATHER

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast extremely heavy
rainfall over Saurashtra and Kachchh till tomorrow. IMD has also forecast
light to moderate rainfall in Gujarat, Rajasthan, Maharashtra, Konkan and
Goa today. The Weather agency said, a low pressure area is likely to form
over north and adjoining Central Bay of Bengal today, and it is likely to
move west-northwestwards close to south Odisha and north Andhra
Pradesh coasts during the next 24 hours. IMD has advised fishermen to not
venture into the Northeast and adjoining East Central Arabian Sea, along
and off Gujarat and north Maharashtra Coasts till tomorrow. Several parts
of Delhi and its adjoining areas witnessed moderate to heavy rainfall
overnight. The rainfall also caused waterlogging in different areas affecting
traffic movement.

JAPAN - TYPHOON SHANSHAN

Typhoon Shanshan has made landfall on Japan's southwestern island
of Kyushu this morning. Japan Meteorological Agency (JMI) referred it
country's strongest typhoon of the year. Typhoon Shanshan is bringing



with it torrential rain and winds of up to 252 kilometers per hour, strong
enough to destroy homes. The JMI said, a rare special typhoon warning
has been issued for most parts of Kagoshima Prefecture. The storm was
heading in a northerly direction. Due to heavy rainfall the central Japan
bullet train services on the Tokaido Shinkansen Line between Shizuoka and
Kakegawa was suspended from last night. According to the prefectural
governments, at least three people have died and nine people were
injured. Meanwhile, Prime Minister Fumio Kishida has asked authorities to
provide timely and accurate information regarding evacuation, heavy rain,
rainstorms and river conditions with the approach of Typhoon Shanshan.
He asked authorities to work closely with local governments and take all
possible measures, like support for evacuation.
