Prime Minister Narendra Modi reached Kyiv Ukraine today after
completing his visit to Poland. He Modi will meet Ukraine President
Volodymyr Zelenskyy. In his departure statement, Mr Modi said that he is
looking forward to the opportunity to build upon earlier conversations with
President Zelenskyy on strengthening bilateral cooperation and share
perspectives on a peaceful resolution of the ongoing Ukraine conflict. He
said, India hopes for an early return of peace and stability in the region.
This is the first visit by an Indian Prime Minister to Ukraine after the
diplomatic relations between the two countries begun in 1992. Mr Modi and
Mr  Zelenskyy will hold discussions on the entire gamut of bilateral
relations, ranging from economic and business linkages, agriculture,
infrastructure, health and education, pharmaceuticals, defense, culture,
and people-to-people ties. This visit is taking place against the backdrop of
the ongoing conflict in Ukraine, which will also form part of the discussions.

Defence Minister Rajnath Singh
arrived in Washington yesterday evening on a four-day visit to the United
States at the invitation of the US Secretary of Defence Lloyd Austin. During
the visit, Mr Singh will hold a bilateral meeting with his US counterpart and
also meet the US National Security Advisor Jake Sullivan. The Defence
Minister will also chair a high-level round table meeting with the US
defence industry on the ongoing and future defence collaborations.

SC-KEJRIWAL

The Supreme Court today adjourned the hearing of Delhi Chief
Minister Arvind Kejriwal's pleas challenging his arrest and seeking bail in
the case registered by the CBI over the alleged Delhi Liquor Policy scam.
The hearing has been adjourned to September 5 after the CBI sought time
to file a counter-affidavit in the matter. A bench of Justices Surya Kant and
Ujjal Bhuyan were hearing the matter. Earlier, a Delhi court on Tuesday
extended the period of Mr. Kejriwal's judicial custody till August 27 in a
corruption case lodged by the CBI in connection with the alleged excise
scam. The Aam Aadmi Party chief was formally arrested by CBI on June
26, 2024, while he was in custody of the Enforcement Directorate in the
money laundering case arising out of the alleged liquor policy scam. On
12th of July, the Supreme Court granted Mr. Kejriwal interim bail in the
money laundering case, while referring his petition challenging ED arrest to
a larger bench. However, he continued to remain in judicial custody due to
