NEW RS FINANCE BILL

Union Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman has said the government
is continuously emphasising and spending higher and higher amount in
capital expenditure since after Covid. She said effective capital expenditure
can be pegged at 15.02 lakh crores rupees or 18 per cent over 2023-24.



The Finance Minister was making a reply to the discussion on the Finance
bill, Appropriation bill and Jammu and Kashmir Appropriation bill in the
Rajya Sabha today.

Initiating discussion, Congress MP Vivek Tankha said women do not
have special tax slabs in the country. He demanded a dedicated working
complex for women entrepreneurs. Ramilaben Bara of BJP said, this budget
is for the poor, villagers, youth and women. She added that the Finance
minister has proposed various provisions for the benefits of women in this
bill. AITC MP Dola sen demands to withdraw 18 percent GST on Life and
health insurance. YSRCP MP V. Vijayasai Reddy requested the Finance
Minister to convert all saving accounts to zero balance saving accounts like
other accounts under various schemes. Sanjay Singh from AAP, Debasish
Samantara of BJD, DMK'S Kanimozi NVN Somu also participated in the
discussion.

EVE. LS - WAQF BILL

The Waqgf (Amendment) Bill, 2024 has been sent to the Joint
Parliamentary Committee for further scrutiny. After introducing the Bill in
the Lok Sabha today, Minority Affairs Minister Kiren Rijiju said, the
government is ready for further scrutiny of the legislation. He said, the
central government's intention is clear and it has nothing to hide over the
legislation.

Earlier, moving the bill, the Minister clarified that this bill is not
intended to interfere in the functioning of religious body and it is to provide
justice to the disadvantaged and poor sections of Muslim community.
Questioning the opposition's claim that the central government has no
competency to bring such legislation, he said, the subject comes under the
concurrent list of the Constitution and the centre is competent enough to
legislate on it. Mr. Rijiju said, the legislation has been brought in
accordance with the various recommendations of the Sachar Committee
and various committees set up by the previous governments. He added
that there are several lacunas in the functioning of Waqgf Boards and
groups of people have captured the Bodies. He highlighted that the
legislation has been brought to bring transparency and ensure proper
representation of Muslim women, and OBC community in Muslims. The
Minister highlighted that around 12 thousand cases are pending related to
Wagf Boards and this bill has provision to dispose of such cases within six



months. He informed that around 200 complaints within a year were
received with regard to encroachment related problems in Waqgf Board
properties. He rejected opposition allegations that the bill has been brought
without proper consultation with the stakeholders. The Minister asserted
that wider consultations were held with stakeholders before bringing this
legislation. Highlighting the provisions of the Bill, he said, in the Waqgf
Board Tribunal, there will be one judicial and one technical member.

Earlier, opposing the introduction of the bill, Congress, TMC,
Samajwadi Party, DMK, NCP (SP), Left and others termed it as against the
constitution and freedom of religion. Congress MP K C Venugopal objected
to introduction of the bill alleging that it is draconian and an attack on
federal structure of the country. He said, the bill has provisions of having
non-muslim in the governing council of the Waqgf board which is an attack
on faith and religion. He alleged that this bill has been brought with ill
motive keeping in mind the upcoming assembly elections in Maharashtra
and Haryana. Samajwadi Party MP Akhilesh Yadav questioned the provision
of nomination of members in the Waqf Board from the other religious
communities. Another party leader Habibbullah also opposed the bill saying
Wadf is a religious matter and this legislation is interference in religious
practice. Sudip Bandhopadhya of TMC termed this legislature
unconstitutional and it is against the federal structure. DMK MP Kanimozhi
Karunanidhi also opposed the legislation. She alleged that the government
is blatantly going against the constitution, federalism and minorities. NCP
(Sharad Pawar) MP Supriya Sule demanded withdrawal of the bill or
sending it to the Standing Committee for further scrutiny. ET Mohammed
Basheer of IUML also questioned the Bill saying the legislation has given all
the power to the District Magistrate who will be more powerful than the
Chairman of Waqgf Board. CPI(M) MP K Radhakrishnan also opposed the bill
demanding sending it to the Standing Committee. NK Premachandran of
RSP opposed the bill saying it is against the provisions of the constitution.
He said, this bill will not stand before the judicial scrutiny. Opposing the
Bill, Asaduddin Owaisi of AIMIM said, the bill is discriminatory. On the other
hand Senior JD(U) leader and Union Minister Rajiv Ranjan Singh alias Lalan
Singh rejected the allegations that this bill is against a particular
community. He said, Waqgf board is an institution set up through the Act
and this legislation has been brought to bring transparency in it. He
underlined that Waqgf board is not a place for worshipping and allegation of
interfering in the matter of faith does not arise. He alleged that the



opposition is trying to mislead the people over the bill. Mr. Singh referred
to the Sikh riots in Delhi to target Congress. TDP MP GM Harish Balayogi
said, if power is misused related to the Wagf Board, it is necessary to bring
amendments to maintain transparency. He said, if the legislation will be
sent to the Select Committee for wider discussion to remove all
misconceptions, TDP will support it. The Mussalman Wakf (Repeal) Bill
2024 was also introduced in the House to repeal the Mussalman Waft Act
1923.

RBI- In its third bi-monthly committee meeting for FY24-25, the Reserve Bank of
India (RBI) maintained the real GDP growth forecast for the current fiscal year
unchanged at 7.2%. In his statement today, Reserve Bank of India Governor
Shaktikanta Das said the MPC decided to keep the repo rate unchanged at 6.5
percent. The MPC also decided to stay focused on wthdrawal of accommodation.
He said resilient and steady growth in GDP enables monetary policy to focus on
inflation. For Q1 FY25, the GDP growth target was revised to 7.1% from 7.3%. The
RBI governor said inflation is broadly on a declining trajectory, adding that in the
third quarter, substantial advantage of base effect may pull down overall
inflation. He said without price stability high growth cannot be sustained.

Prime Minister Narendra Modi is scheduled to visit the landslide
ravaged Wayanad on the 10th of this month (Saturday). Preparations are
underway in Kannur and Wayanad and security meetings were held at both
places today ahead of the visit. As per the Prime Minister's tentative
programme, Mr Modi is scheduled to reach Kannur airport from New Delhi
by 11 am on Saturday, from where he will proceed to Kalpetta at Wayanad
on helicopter. At Kalpetta, he will conduct an aerial survey and visit the
landslide hit areas of Wayanad. He will return to Kannur airport from
Kalpetta and emplane for New Delhi by evening. Meanwhile, about 500
army personnel drawn from the army units in Kerala and Karnataka have
decided to return from Wayanad. A small team to strengthen the newly
constructed Bailey bridge and the helicopter search team will remain in
Wayanad for a few more days. The armed forces were given a warm send
off at the Wayanad District Collectorate this afternoon. State Ministers P A
Mohammed Riyas and A K Saseendran were among those who were
present. While the state government thanked them profusely, army



personnel expressed gratitude for the support local people extended to
them for the search and rescue operation, which went on for the past nine

RUSSIA-EMERGENCY
In Russia, a state of emergency has been declared in the Kursk region as
a rare cross-border attack by Ukrainian troops continued on Wednesday.
Russian officials stated that at least five civilians have been killed and 31
wounded, including six children, since the start of the incursion. The acting
regional governor, Alexei Smirnov, said the move was necessary to address
the consequences of rival forces entering the region.

Moscow reported that up to 1,000 Ukrainian troops, along with 11
tanks and more than 20 armored combat vehicles, entered Russia near the
town of Sudzha on Tuesday morning. According to media reports, fighting
reportedly took place in several villages throughout Tuesday, and multiple
air alerts were issued in Kursk. Thousands of people were evacuated from
border areas. The local authorities urged residents to limit their
movements, and all public events were canceled. Meanwhile, Ukraine has
not officially commented, and the extent of the incursion remains unclear.
