EVE LS FINANCE BILL

Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman today emphasied that Narendra
Modi government's approach to taxation has been to bring in greater
simplification of tax laws and procedures and enable growth and employment
in the country. Replying to discussion on the Finance Bill, 2024 in Lok Sabha,
the Finance Minister said government has brought in transformational
changes in the tax governance in the last decade. She pointed out that
without drastically increasing taxes and minimizing litigation, government
has brought a simplified taxation regime, with greater transparency and ease
of compliance. Refuting claims of tax burden on the middle class, the Finance
Minister said that in 2023, the slabs for personal income tax were significantly
liberalized. She said all tax payers had reduced tax liabilities of 37 thousand
500 rupees. She highlighted that this government has again revised slabs in
the new regime in this budget and this will have an impact on the middle
class.

The Finance Minister went on to add that the standard deduction for
salaried employees has also been increased from 50 thousand to 75 thousand
rupees in the new regime in this budget. This is an effective relief of upto 17
thousand 500 rupees for a salaried employee. The Minister said deduction on
Family Pension for Pensioners is proposed to be enhanced from 15 thousand
rupees to 30 thousand rupees. Ms Sitharaman said that for salaried
employees, Deduction on Employers’ contribution in case of employees who
are in private sector and public sector banks, who are opting for the new
regime, has been raised from 10 percent to 14 percent in this Budget.
The Finance Minister highlighted that in the last two years, substantial relief
has been given to the middle class. She added that during the COVID
pandemic, Prime Minister Narendra Modi’s direction to her was totally in
contrast of what was happening in developed nations- no tax on citizens to
meet COVID expenditure.

In an unfortunate event for India at Paris Olympics, wrestler Vinesh
Phogat was disqualified from the 50kg freestyle wrestling for being
overweight by a few grams, after she stormed in to final bout. The Indian
Olympics Association in a statement said, despite the best efforts by the team
through the night, she weighed in a few grams over 50kg this morning.
Earlier, Vinesh Phogat had beat World No.1 and Tokyo 2020 champion Yui
Susaki of Japan to qualify for quarterfinals. Later in the quarter-finals, Vinesh
defeated Ukraine's Oksana Livach, 7-5 to secure a semi-final berth. In the
penultimate bout she went on to beat Cuba's Yusneylis Guzman Lopez and
become the first Indian woman wrestler to reach the final at the Olympics.

In women's 53 kg freestyle wrestling, Antim Panghal lost to Turkiye's
Zynep Yetgil by 10-0.

In the women's 100m hurdles ,Jyothi Yarraji advanced to the
repechage round after finishing seventh in her heat.

Inwomen's table tennis team quarterfinal , India iost to to Germany by
3-1.

Javelin thrower Annu Rani has failed to qualify for the finals. She ended her
campaign in the 15th position. Rani came up with a best throw of 55.81m.
In the marathon race walk mixed relay event, India's Suraj Panwar and



Priyanka Goswami did not finish the race. Goswami pulled out in the fourth
and final leg of the race on Day 12 of the Summer Games.

But the biggest event in athletics for India will be the men's 3000m
Steeplechase final in which Avinash Sable will be going for a medal. The final
will be held at 01:13 IST tomorrow.
