WB--HC-CBI-DOCTOR CASE

The Calcutta High Court has ordered a CBI investigation into the rape and murder of a
doctor at a medical college and hospital in Kolkata. The court has asked the police to
hand over all documents to the CBI immediately. Earlier, the High Court asked the state
government to submit a status report on the investigation. The court also questioned
the delay in recording the statement of the former principal and asked what the state
government is doing to address the concerns of protesting doctors.

The Federation of Resident Doctors' Associations has announced the extension of its
indefinite strike to protest after their meeting with officials from the Union Health
Ministry failed to bring about any resolution. Resident doctors at government hospitals

across the country went on an indefinite strike yesterday to protest the incident.

REV. JAISHANKAR INDIA US

External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar today said India is supportive of democratic
processes all over the world and expressed confidence that New Delhi will be able to
work with the new President of the United States, whoever they will be. The Minister
was speaking on the evolution of India-US relations and the Indian diaspora in the US.
On evolution of India-US relationships, the Minister said Indian diaspora has been a
very positive factor in the bilateral relationship. He noted that H1B did as much as the
Cold War to shape India-US relations. He called the Indian diaspora as very unique,
highlighting that no other major diaspora flow to the US has kept as deep a connect
with their land of origin as Indians have done. Dr Jaishankar said today the Indian
diaspora can create a level of trust and comfort in very critical areas which has the
ability to propel the India-US relationship to the next level. On being asked about his
view of the world, Dr S Jaishankar said the world is going through an exceptionally
difficult period. He gave a grim forecast of the next five years. He cited the events in

West Asia, Ukraine, South East Asia, and the continued impact of Covid, and called it a



challenging scenario. He added that in this tough scenario, there will be a rebalancing
of relationships. Dr Jaishankar said some relations will become much more important

and some will become more worrisome.

SC-RAMDEV

The Supreme Court has closed the contempt proceedings against Yoga Guru Baba
Ramdev and Patanjali Ayurved's Managing Director Acharya Balkrishna, accepting their
apology. The Apex Court discharged the contempt notice issued to Ramdev and
Balkrishna over the continued publication of misleading advertisements by the
company. In May this year a bench of Justices Hima Kohli and Ahsanuddin Amanullah
had reserved its verdict in the case. Justice Kohli-led Bench decided to close the matter
in view of the apology tendered before it and the public apology published by Patanjali.
The Court however cautioned them not to violate in future, the undertaking furnished

before the apex court.

NHRC-KOLKATA DOCTOR

The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has issued notices to West Bengal's
Chief Secretary and the Director General of Police and asked for a detailed report within
two weeks on the death of a junior woman doctor in Kolkata’s RG Kar Medical College
and Hospital. NHRC said, the report is expected to include the present status of the
investigation being conducted by the police and action taken against the responsible
persons. The Commission has observed that the contents of the media report raise a

serious issue of violation of human rights of the victim.

G-4 UNSC-REFORMS

G4 Countries have said that without reforms the UN Security Council is ill equipped to
address global challenges. Charge d'Affaires and Deputy Permanent Representative of
India to the UN, Ambassador R Ravindra said this while delivering a statement on
behalf of G4 countries in an UNSC debate on Monday. He said, reform in UN Security
Council that does not address the lack of representation, particularly in the permanent
category, would only "exacerbate" the current imbalances in its composition and render
it "ill-equipped" to address current global challenges. He noted that for G4 countries,
the primary reason for the under performance of the critical UN Security Council
remains the non-representation of Africa, Latin America and the Caribbean, and the

under-representation of Asia Pacific in the permanent category. Ambassador R Ravindra
