LS- DAIRYING

Lok Sabha today today took up discussion on Demands for Grants under the control of
Ministry of Fisheries, Animal Husbandry and Dairying for 2024-25. BJP' Dushyant Singh
hailed the government's decision of having a dedicated ministry for animal husbandry,
dairying and fishing in 2019. He said that today nine crore people are associated with
the milk production in the country. He said, this industry makes a 5.5 percent

contribution to the country's GDP. Ther discussion is underway in the lower house.

PM-ARTICLES 370 and 35

Prime Minister Narendra Modi has said that the government will keep working for the
people of Jammu and Kashmir and Ladakh and fulfil their aspirations in the coming
times. In a social media post, Mr Modi said, today on 5th August, the Parliament had

decided to abrogate Articles 370 and 35(A), which was a watershed moment in the



nation's history. He said, it was the start of a new era of progress and prosperity in
Jammu and Kashmir, and Ladakh. Prime Minister said, the Constitution of India was
implemented in these places in letter and spirit, in line with the vision of the great men
and women who made the Constitution. He said, with the abrogation security, dignity
and opportunity for the women, youth, backward, tribal and marginalised communities
came who were deprived of the fruits of development. Mr Modi said, at the same time,
it has ensured that corruption, which plagued Jammu and Kashmir for decades, has

been kept at bay. <><><>

NCW-DIGITAL SHAKTI CENTER

The National Commission for Women has inaugurated the Digital Shakti center to
combat cyber crimes against women in New Delhi today. The center is a dedicated
facility that aims at raising awareness about cyber crimes. It will provide essential
technical support for registering and addressing complaints. The commission
emphasised that with the alarming rise in cyber-crimes such as identity theft, cyber
stalking, and sexual exploitation, this initiative is crucial in empowering women to
navigate and protect themselves in the digital world. It said that building on the success
of its Digital Shakti campaign, which was launched in 2018, the center will offer expert
guidance to ensure timely and effective resolution of cyber crime complaints. The NCW
added that the Digital Shakti campaign has reached millions of women, equipping them
with the knowledge and tools to safeguard their digital spaces. The Digital Shakti
Center was inaugurated by the National Commission for Women (NCW) Chairperson Ms.
Rekha Sharma in collaboration with Cyber Peace Foundation. Addressing the gathering
Ms Sharma noted that there has been a surge in cyber crime cases in India, rising from
52,974 in 2021 to 65,893 in 2022. She said that the NCW has also observed an increase

in complaints related to cyber crimes against women.

RS- RENEWABLE ENERGY

The Rajya Sabha today took up discussion on the working of the Ministry of New and

Renewable Energy. BJP MP Laxmikant Bajpayee said that the government is ensuring



electricity availability while reducing carbon emissions. He said the government is
committed to achieving zero carbon emissions by 2070. He added that it aims to
increase the usage of green hydrogen, solar, and tidal energy while reducing energy
production based on coal, petroleum, and gas. The goal is to attain a capacity of 50
lakh tonnes of green hydrogen.

Another BJP MP, Sumer Singh Solanki, said that the contribution of solar and
wind energy to India's electricity has seen unprecedented growth. He said that solar
energy has become significantly cheaper due to government policy interventions. He
said while the cost of solar energy per unit was 10 rupees 95 paise in 2010-11, it has
decreased to 2 rupees 60 paise in 2023-24. TMC MP Derek O'Brien said that the
government should 'think globally and act locally." He suggested that the government
should consult with four sectors, which are local governments, state governments,
communities, and the private sector. Mr. O'Brien also said that the government should
focus on policy decisions rather than just making grand announcements. Quoting Niti
Aayog, S. Niranjan Reddy of YSRCP highlighted that India would need 10 trillion dollars
in investment to achieve its net-zero target by 2070. He stated that 90 percent of this
should come from private financing, with the government playing a facilitating role. He
stressed the importance of creating an investment-friendly climate. The discussion

remained inconclusive. Later, the House was adjourned for the day.

NEW BANGLADESH-VIOLENCE

As violence gripped Bangladesh amid ongoing student protests, Sheikh Hasina has
resigned as the country's Prime Minister and left the country in a military helicopter.
Confirming it in a televised address to the nation, Army Chief General Waker-
Uz-Zaman today announced that an interim government will be formed to
run the country. The Army Chief said he is taking full responsibility and
would talk to the president to form the interim government. He urged the
countrymen to remain patient and maintain peace. Bangladeshi media reported that
PM Hasina left for a "safer place" after hundreds of protestors stormed Gonobhaban --

the official residence of the Prime Minister in Dhaka.



Around 100 people were killed and over 1,000 injured in the clashes that took
place between the police and protesters on Sunday.

The students had been protesting against a 30 per cent reservation in
government jobs for relatives of freedom fighters who wrested independence for
Bangladesh from Pakistan in a bloody civil war in 1971. Protesters argue that this
system is discriminatory and favours supporters of Prime Minister Hasina's Awami
League party. They advocate for a merit-based system to replace the existing quota.

The quota system, established in 1972 and briefly abolished in 2018. The
protests began last month following a High Court order to restore 30 per cent job
quotas for descendants of freedom fighters. After the Supreme Court slashed the
reservations to 5 per cent on 21st of last month, student leaders put the protests on
hold but the demonstrations flared up because the students said the government
ignored their call to release all their leaders, making the resignation of PM Hasina their

primary demand.
