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DOCTOR - STRIKE CALLED OFF

The Resident Doctor Association, RDA, of RML Hospital has called off their strike.
The doctors were on strike demanding to ensure security of healthcare workers and
speedy justice to the victim of the alleged rape and murder of a doctor in Kolkata. RDA
has said that the decision to withdraw comes in light of the government's acceptance of
all critical demands put forward by them. The Resident Doctor Association of other
Medical Colleges and hospitals is also expected to withdraw their strike.

GOVT - INTERNET USER

Government has said that 7.3 crore internet subscribers and 7.7 crore broadband
subscribers have been added in the financial year 2023-2024. The Communications
Ministry said, the internet subscribers has increased from 88 crore to over 95 crore
during this period. It said, the Indian telecom sector has also witnessed remarkable
growth during 2023-2024. According to the annual report released by the Telecom
Regulatory Authority of India (TRAI), the number of telephone subscribers in the
country has increased from 117 crore at the end of March last year to around 120 crore
at the end of March this year.

BJP - WEST BENGAL

CBI-FAKE LETTER

CBI has cautioned the public about a fake letter circulating on social media,
purportedly from its office, related to the investigation into the rape and murder of a
doctor at R.G. Kar Medical College in Kolkata. The CBI has termed the letter and its
content as fake, noting that it mentions the name of a CBI officer seeking the
withdrawal of the investigation into the case. The agency has clarified that there is no
such officer working at the CBI and has urged people not to fall prey to this letter.

MAHA-SIT

In Maharashtra, Deputy Chief Minister of Devendra Fadnavis today informed that a
Special Investigation Team has been constituted under senior IPS officer Arati Singh to
investigate the case of sexual assault of a young girl at a school in Badlapur. He said
that the Thane Police Commissioner has been instructed to give a proposal to conduct
the trial in the fast-track court.

School education minister Deepak Kesarkar stated the State Government will issue
directions for constituting Vishakha committees at the school level in the state. He also
said that orders to operationalize Sakhi Savitri committees have been issued.
Meanwhile, the parents and public are still protesting. Security has been tightened in
Thane. <><>

GOVT - LATERAL ENTRY

The government asked the Union Public Service Commission (UPSC) to cancel the
advertisement related to lateral entry in the bureaucracy. Recently, the UPSC had
issued an advertisement to appoint 45 Joint Secretaries, Directors, and Deputy
Secretaries in Central Ministries, which has been questioned by the opposition parties.
Union Minister for the Department of Personnel and Training, Dr. Jitendra Singh, has
written a letter to UPSC Chairman Preeti Sudan, saying that Prime Minister Narendra
Modi is of the firm belief that the process of lateral entry must be aligned with the
principles of equity and social justice enshrined in the Constitution, particularly
concerning the provisions of reservation. The Minister said that for the Prime Minister,
reservation in public employment is a cornerstone of the government's social justice
framework, aimed at addressing historical injustices and promoting inclusivity. Dr. Singh
said it is important that the constitutional mandate towards social justice is upheld so
that deserving candidates from marginalized communities get their rightful
representation in government services. He added that since lateral entry positions have
been treated as specialized and designated as single-cadre posts, there has been no
provision for reservation in these appointments, and this aspect needs to be reviewed
and reformed in the context of Mr. Modi's focus on ensuring social justice.

In his letter, Dr. Singh highlighted that lateral entry was endorsed by the Second
Administrative Reforms Commission chaired by Veerappa Moily in 2005. The
recommendations of the Sixth Pay Commission in 2013 were also in the same direction.



The Minister, however, added that both before and after that, there have been many
high-profile cases of lateral entrants. He also said that during previous governments,
posts as important as that of Secretary in various ministries and leadership of UIDAI
were given to lateral entrants without following any process of reservations. Further, it
is well known that the members of the National Advisory Council of the previous UPA
government used to run a super-bureaucracy that controlled the Prime Minister's Office.
He asserted that the efforts of the present government have been to make the process
institutionally driven, transparent, and open, unlike before 2014, where most of the
major lateral entries were made in an ad-hoc manner, including cases of alleged
favoritism.

VAISHNAW - LATERAL ENTRY

Information and Broadcasting Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw has said that the decision to
align lateral entry with principles of reservation shows Prime Minister Narendra Modi's
Commitment to social justice. In a social media post, Mr Vaishnaw said that the Prime
Minister always believed in social justice and his programmes have advanced the
welfare of the weakest sections of the society.

AIIMS-MONKEYPOX

All India Institute of Medical Sciences (AIIMS) has issued guidelines outlining the
necessary steps for handling patients with suspected Monkeypox virus. AIIMS said that
patients with fever, rash, or a history of contact with confirmed Monkeypox cases will
be flagged for immediate assessment and key symptoms will be identified. It directed
the departments to immediately place suspected patients in a designated isolation area
to minimize contact with other patients and staff.

The medical institute also reserved five beds for Monkeypox patients. Safdarjung
Hospital has been designated for managing and treating Monkey Pox patients.
Accordingly, any patient suspected of having monkey pox should be referred to
Safdarjung Hospital for further evaluation and treatment. A dedicated ambulance has
been allotted to shift the patients to Safdarjung hospital.

AIIMS further asked the Emergency staff to inform the ambulance coordinator on
the mobile number 8929683898 to shift the suspected Monkey pox patient to
Safdarjung hospital. The departments and staff were asked to handle all patients with



strict infection control measures and use personal protective equipment (PPE) when
dealing with suspected cases. The medical institute also asked to maintain the proper
documentation of the patient's details, symptoms, and referral process.

It directed the departments to inform the officials of Integrated Disease
Surveillance Programme (IDSP) and provide them with the patient's details, brief
history, clinicalfindings and contact details.
