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TIPURA-FLOOD SITUATION
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EVE. EC-OBSERVERS MEETING

A meeting of General Observers, Police Observers and Expenditure Observers for
Jammu and Kashmir and Haryana Assembly polls was held in New Delhi today. Chief
Election Commissioner Rajiv Kumar and Election Commissioners Gyanesh Kumar and Dr
Sukhbir Singh Sandhu briefed the observers on their critical and important role in their
allotted constituencies. Over 400 senior officers drawn from Indian Administrative
Service, Indian Police Service as well as officers from Indian Revenue Service and few
other Central Services attended the briefing meeting. Around 200 General Observers,
100 Police Observers and 100 Expenditure Observers are to be deployed in Jammu and
Kashmir and Haryana.

Reminding the Observers of their crucial role, Chief Election Commissioner Rajiv
Kumar emphasised that the Observers as representatives of the Commission are
expected to conduct themselves professionally and be accessible to all stakeholders
including candidates and public at large. He said, the election in both states will be held
in fair and impartial manner. The CEC said, there is excitement among people of
Jammu and Kashmir for the assembly polls.

INDIA-AFRICA

Commerce Secretary Sunil Barthwal has said that India is committed to ensuring
Africa's food availability through the supply of essential commodities such as rice.
Addressing valedictory session of CII India Africa Business Conclave in New Delhi today,
Mr Barthwal said, Indian pharmaceutical companies are key in advancing Africa's
healthcare. he said, Indian telemedicine services can support countries around the
world with Africa being a major partner.

Secretary (Economic Relations) in Ministry of External Affairs Dammu Ravi said,
Indian companies are pioneering value creation across various infrastructure projects in
Africa, including roads, railways, power projects, among others. He stressed on the
need to encourage greater Public-Private Partnership with effective planning and
implementation for enhancing the collaborative efforts and for driving mutual growth.

Vice President of Burundi Prosper Bazombanza said, economic partnerships are
key to Burundi's growth. Vice President of Liberia Jeremiah Kpan Koung invited India to
discuss partnerships and invest in the agricultural industry. Vice President of Mauritius
Marie Cyril Eddy Boissézon said the India-Africa Conclave, like previous editions, has
been a giant leap for the India-Africa relationship. Vice-President of Zimbabwe Dr.
C.G.D.N. Chiwenga said, the goal is to create robust development plans that will benefit
sectors including renewable energy, agriculture, mining, space technology,



transportation, logistics, and healthcare, among others. Vice-President of Gambia
Muhammad B.S. Jallow said, India's dedication to advancing innovation and
entrepreneurship in Gambia is truly inspiring. He added that India stands out as a key
partner in driving sustainable development across Africa.

SONOWAL-INPA

The Union Minister of Ports, Shipping, and Waterways, Sarbananda Sonowal
today inaugurated beautification and rejuvenation projects in the Jawaharlal Nehru Port
vicinity and reviewed several infrastructure and developmental initiatives at the port.

The Minister inaugurated three significant water bodies aimed at enhancing the
ecological balance in the region. During his visit, Mr. Sonowal issued Letters of Intent
for the recently e-auctioned Phase 7 at the The Jawaharlal Nehru Port Authority, JNPA,
Special Economic Zone to the concessionaires.

Two crucial Memorandums of Understanding were signed in the presence of the
Minister. First was between JNPA, Vadhvan Port, and REC for loan disbursement to
support various infrastructure projects, and another between Gateway Terminals India
and JNPA for implementing shore power supply for vessels.

To empower the local community and enhance workforce development,
Sarbananda Sonowal launched the Vadhvan Skilling Program's WhatsApp ChatBot
developed by INPA. This tool is designed to facilitate access to skilling programs,
provide information about Vadhvan Port, and guide users through the process of
visiting Jawaharlal Nehru Port.

RDA- AIIMS RML STRIKE CALL OFF

The Resident Doctors' Associations of All India Institute of Medical Sciences and
Dr Ram Manohar Lohia Hospital have called off their strike. The decision comes in
response to the appeal and direction of the Supreme Court of India. The RDA of AIIMS
in a statement said that it extends its sincere appreciation to the Supreme Court for
taking cognizance of the RG Kar Medical College incident and addressing the broader
issue of safety and security for healthcare workers across the country. The Association
also commended the formation of the National Task Force to ensure that these
concerns are addressed promptly and effective. The RDA of RML Hospital in a
statement said that as their concerns are being addressed by the Supreme Court they
have decided to withhold the strike.

The Resident Doctors were on strike in protest of alleged sexual assault and
murder of a trainee doctor at Kolkata's RG Kar Medical College and Hospital and
demanding safety and security of healthcare professionals and jusitce to the victim.

'Four NDRF teams which reached Agartala yesterday have been
deployed in _Gomati _and West Tripura districts for rescue and relief

operations. Talking to Akashvani, Tripura Revenue Secretary Brijesh Pandey
said that four more teams of NDRF are likely to reach the state soon. He said
even though the intensity of rainfall has decreased there is a prediction from
the IMD of heavy rainfall in the evening. The death toll in the rain-related
incidents has gone upto 12. Meanwhile, Union Home Minister has assured
Tripura Chief Minister that Centre is rushing teams of NDRF apart from boats

ISRAEL - NATIONAL SECURITY MEET

Israel's national security cabinet will meet today to discuss the ceasefire
possibilities in its ongoing war against the Palestinian militant outfit, Hamas. The
meeting will be held at the Israel Defense Forces (IDF) headquarters in Tel Aviv.

The Egypt's mediatory peace talks, which were scheduled for this week are likely
to fall apart after the Israel insistence on retaining its troops in both the Philadelphi and
Netzarim Corridor.

Recently US Secretary of State Antony Blinken announced that Israel has
accepted withdrawal of Israeli troops from the Philadelphi Corridor, a key border area
between the Gaza Strip and Egypt. While Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu's
office has denied that he agreed to withdraw military forces from the Gaza-Egypt
border.

The US secretary of state, Antony Blinken was in the West Asia for 3 days official
visit. Blinken had a series of meetings with top Israeli leadership, including President
Issac Herzog and Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu. He also met the President of

Egypt.

DETAILED STOCKS

Domestic benchmark indices ended higher today. The Sensex and the Nifty
climbed amid positive global cues following the Federal Reserve's policy meeting
minutes which indicated a strong likelihood of rate cut next month.

At the closing bell, the BSE Sensex closed 147 points, or 0.18 percent higher at
81,053. The NSE Nifty also ended up by 41 points, or 0.17 percent at 24,811.

The BSE midcap and smallcap indices rose around half a percent each.

In the Sensex index, 17 out of 30 Companies registered gains. The top gainers
today were, Bharti Airtel 1.5 percent, TATA Steel 1.4 percent and ICICI Bank 1.3
percent. Conversely, the major laggards were, TATA Motors 1.5 percent, Mahindra &
Mahindra 1.3 percent and NTPC 1.2 percent.

In Sectoral Indices at the BSE, 15 out of 20 Sectors logged gain. The top gainers



today were, Telecommunication 1.60 percent, Commodities one percent and Consumer
Durables 0.9 percent. The top laggards were, Utilities 1.01 percent, Power 0.92 percent
and Oil & Gas 0.31 percent.

The overall market breadth at the BSE was positive, out of 4,053 Companies,
shares of 2,454 Companies advanced, 1,509 declined and 90 remain unchanged.

REV EVE PM - POLAND VISIT

India and Poland have decided to transform their relationship into a Strategic
Partnership. Prime Minister Narendra Modi announced this during the press statement
after the delegation level talks with his Polish counterpart Donald Tusk in Warsaw. He
said that this year both nations are celebrating the 70th anniversary of the diplomatic
relations. He said, India-Poland relations are based on shared values such as democracy
and rule of law. Mr Modi said, today is a day of special significance in the relations
between India and Poland as after forty-five years an Indian Prime Minister visited
Poland. He said, Prime Minister Tusk has been a friend of India for a long time and
made huge contribution in enhancing the relationship between India and Poland. The
Prime Minister said, people of India can never forget the help Poland has extended in
rescuing Indian students during the Ukraine conflict in 2022. He said, India and Poland
have also been moving forward in close coordination on the international stage. Mr
Modi said, both sides agree that reform in the United Nations and other international
institutions is the need of the hour to face global challenges. He invited Polish
companies to join Make in India and Make for the world. Mr Modi said, in January 2025,
Poland will assume the presidency of the European Union. He expressed confidence
that Poland's support will strengthen the relations between India and the EU.

The Prime Minister said, the loss of lives of innocent people in any crisis has
become the biggest challenge for the entire humanity. He said, India supports dialogue
and diplomacy for the early restoration of peace and stability. Mr Modi said, for this,
India, along with its friendly countries ready to provide all possible support. He said, the
ongoing conflicts in Ukraine and West Asia are a matter of deep concern for all. Mr Modi
said, India firmly believes that no problem can be solved on the battlefield.

Mr Modi and Mr Tusk reviewed bilateral relationships and exchange views on a
range of issues. The meeting between the two sides offered an opportunity to explore
other avenues of mutual interests.

MOS MURUGAN-PRESS MEET

Union Minister of State for Information and Broadcasting and Parliamentary
affairs Dr. L. Murugan has accused the West Bengal Government of not taking concrete
action in the murder case of the lady doctor. In an interaction with the media at
Nagercoil today, the minister cited this as the sole reason for the CBI investigating the
case of the doctor. He told that a circular on providing proper security for lady doctors
has been sent by the Health Ministry by the Union Health Minister J. P. Nadda.

Talking about Indian fishermen in Srilankan prisons, Mr. Murugan said the
Central Government was taking steps for their release. Describing the various measures
to develop the ports, the Minister told that utmost importance was given to develop the



fishing harbours for the benefit of the local fishermen.

REV BCCI - ENGLAND SCHEDULE

The Board of Control for Cricket in India (BCCI) has released the schedule for
India's tour of England for 2025. In a social media post, BCCI said, during the tour, a
test series of five matches will be played between 20 July and 4 August next year.

Prior to this the England team will be visiting India to play five T20 and three
ODIs between 22nd January and 12 February next year.

The last tour of Indian Mens Cricket team to England was in 2021 for a series of
four Test matches under the captaincy of Virat Kohli, leading 2-1 before the final match
was rescheduled to July 2022 due to the COVID-19 pandemic. In that decisive Test at
Edgbaston India lost by seven wickets, resulting in a 2-2 draw and missing the chance
to secure a series win in England.
