The
Committee is scheduled to report on the Bill to the House by the last day of
the first week of the Winter Session of Parliament this year.

MOHANLAL RESIGNED

In a major development in the Malayalam film industry, actor
Mohanlal resigned as the President of the Association of Malayalam Movie
Artists (AMMA) yesterday. The decision comes in the aftermath of the
Justice K. Hema Committee report, which detailed rampant harassment
and abuse faced by women professionals in the industry. The report
described severe discrimination and challenges those women in the
Malayalam film industry endure, triggering widespread outrage and calls for
accountability.

IMD

The Indian meteorological Department has issued red alert for
several districts of Gujarat for the next 48 hours with prediction of
extremely heavy rain at isolated places in Saurashtra and Kutch. IMD has
also issued a flash flood risk alert for several districts of Gujarat including
Ahmedabad, Vadodara. Relief and rescue operation is underway in the
state with over 23 thousand people living in low lying areas have been
shifted to safer places and over 1600 have been rescued. Meanwhile,
widespread rainfall occured in Gujarat during the last 24 hours.

In Bihar thousands of people have been displaced due to flood
conditions in Bhagalpur, Munger, West Champaran, Khagaria, Katihar and
some other districts.

Meanwhile, the India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast
very heavy to extremely heavy rainfall in Western, Central and coastal
parts of the country for the next two to three days. The agency said the
deep depression over Saurashtra and Kutch and adjoining North Gujarat
has moved westwards. Under this influence, Gujarat, Saurashtra and



Kutch, Rajasthan,Maharashtra are expected to witness very heavy to
extremely heavy rainfall till 31st of this month.

NTF-MEET

The National Task Force, NTF, constituted by the Supreme Court, will hold a
meeting with State Chief Secretaries and Directors General of Police today to discuss
short term measures for the security medical professionals. The meeting will be co-
chaired by Union Home Secretary and Union Health Secretary via video conferencing.
Yesterday, the first meeting of the Task Force, set up to make recommendations for
safety, security and working conditions of medical professionals, was held in New Delhi
under the chairmanship of Cabinet Secretary. The meeting discussed in detail on
various issues and the members of the Task Force put forth their suggestions. The NTF
members informed that they have been approached directly by various stakeholders
and have individually received almost 300 to 400 suggestions. nion Health Ministry has
created a national portal on its website under the title “Suggestions to NTF”- seeking
suggestions from individuals and different stakeholders across the country. Suggestions
of major stakeholders and those received on the portal will be collated by the Ministry
for further consideration of the members of NTF. The Health Secretary along with NTF
members will have wider consultations with various major stakeholders. States have
also been requested to provide information on the security measures available in
medical institutions in the State. The apex court, while hearing the case regarding the
rape and murder of a doctor at the RG Kar Medical College and Hospital, Kolkata had
set up the National Task Force to ensure the safety of medical professionals. Supreme
Court had directed the task force to submit its interim report within three weeks and
