LS-VAYUYAN VIDHEYAK

The Lok Sabha today passed the Bharatiya Vayuyan Vidheyak 2024. The Bill empowers
the Central Government to make rules regulating the design, manufacture,
maintenance, possession, use, operation, sale, export, or import of any aircraft or class
of aircraft and for securing the safety of aircraft operations. The Bill is aimed at
empowering the government to make rules for the investigation of any air accident or
incident. Replying to a debate on the Bill, Union Civil Aviation Minister Kinjarapu
Rammohan Naidu said that civil aviation has witnessed unimaginable growth in the last
ten years under the Narendra Modi government. He informed the House that the
number of airports in the country has increased from 74 in 2014 to 157 at present,

which is more than double. He added that an all-time high passenger growth has been



registered in the country and that India is currently the third-largest aviation economy

in the world.

REV. LS WAQF JOINT COMMITTEE

The Lok Sabha today adopted a motion naming 21 of its members to be part of a Joint
Committee of Houses to examine the Wagf (Amendment) Bill, 2024. The members
include Jagdambika Pal, Nishikant Dubey, Tejasvi Surya, Dilip Saikia, Gourav Gogoi,
Imran Masood, Mohammed Jawed, Kalyan Banerjee, and Asaduddin Owaisi, among
others. The Committee will also include ten members from the Rajya Sabha. Moving the
motion in the Lower House, Parliamentary Affairs and Minority Affairs Minister Kiren
Rijiju said the Committee will submit its report to the Lok Sabha by the last day of the
first week of the next session.

The Rajya Sabha also adopted the motion regarding the inclusion of 10
members from the Upper House. The prominent members include Brijlal,
Sanjay Singh, Radha Mohan Das Agarwal, and V. Vijay Sai Reddy in the JPC.

ISREAL-WEST ASIA

Israel is on high alert as tensions in the West Asia reach a critical point, with the
country bracing for potential attacks from Iran and Hezbollah. The Israeli government
has taken the extraordinary step of advising its citizens to stock up on food and water
in fortified safe rooms, signaling growing concerns about imminent threats. In a
statement to Israeli army, Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu assured that the country
is "prepared for defence, as well as offense," underscoring the nation's readiness for
potential conflict. This comes as international mediators, including the United States,
have issued urgent calls for Israel and Hamas to return to ceasefire talks, stressing that

there is "no further time to waste, nor excuses."

Adding to the volatile situation, Hezbollah leader Hassan Nasrallah declared




that the group will attack Israel but is deliberately keeping the country
waiting as "part of the punishment.” Intelligence reports suggest that
Hezbollah may be planning to strike Israel independently of Iran in the
coming days. The current crisis follows recent assassinations of key figures in

the conflict. Israel claimed responsibility for killing Fuad Shukr, a top

Hezbollah military commander, in _retaliation for a rocket attack from

Lebanon that resulted in the deaths of 12 children. The assassination of

Ismail Haniyeh, Hamas's political leader in Tehran , has further heightened
tensions.

REV. SISODIA BAIL - REAX

Aam Aadmi Party has welcomed the bail granted to its leader Manish Sisodia by the
Supreme Court. Talking to media in New Delhi, party leader Sanjya Singh said the
judgment is a victory for the legal system and democracy in the country. He alleged
that for the last several months the ED and the CBI worked to ensure that Mr.
Sisodia remains in jail. CPI General Secretary D Raja, DMK MP Kanimozhi and some
leaders of other opposition parties also welcomed the bail granted to the AAP leader.
Meanwhile, BJP has said that Mr. Sisodia is still an accused and his answer ability is in
the court of law for allegedly betraying the people of Delhi. Party MP Bansuri Swaraj
told media that he was in jail for 17 to 18 months and the AAP leader has been granted

bail on the basis of delay in trial.

PM-BJP SC ST

BJP MPs from Lok Sabha and Rajya Sabha belonging to ST and SC communities met
with Prime Minister Narendra Modi at Parliament House today. The MPs jointly
submitted a memorandum regarding the Supreme Court's observation on the creamy
layer for ST and SC. Talking to media following the meeting, BJP MP Bhola Singh said
they demanded that this decision should not be implemented. He said the Prime

Minister assured them that this is just an observation of the apex court.



PARLIAMENT SINE DIE

Both the Houses of Parliament were adjourned sine die today. The Budget Session of
Parliament began on 22nd of the last month and it was due to conclude on Monday.
Speaker Om Birla today said, 15 meetings were held in this session which lasted for 115
hours. He said, Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman presented the Union Budget 2024-
25 on 23rd July, which was discussed by the House for 27 hours and 19 minutes. He
said, 12 government bills were introduced during the session of which four were passed
by the Lok Sabha. The Speaker said, Lok Sabha witnessed 136 percent productivity
during the session. The Finance Bill, the Appropriation Bill, the Jammu and Kashmir
Appropriation Bill, and the Bhartiya Vayuyan Vidheyak were passed in the Lower House.

REV: LAW JUSTICE-HRC

In Nepal, the Law, Justice and Human Rights Committee of the House of
Representatives has unanimously approved the report on the Transitional Justice
Amendment Bill. The bill addresses human rights violations (include coercion, sexual
violence, deliberate killings, disappearances and torture), compensation for those
affected by the armed conflict and provisions for reduced punishment for offenders.
The committee met at Singha Durbar yesterday and concluded with the unanimous
approval of the report, which will be presented at the next session of the House of

Representatives.

Armour Panel. In a written reply in Lok Sabha Minister of state for defense Sanjay Seth
said, it is the lightest bullet proof jacket of level 6 with approximate weight over 10
kilogram for medium size, which enhances the wearability and comfort during the
operation.

EVE PARIS OLYMPICS SCHEDULE

At the Paris Olympics 2024, Indian grappler Aman Sehrawat will be eyeing an Olympic
podium finish when he takes to the mat in the men’s 57kg freestyle wrestling event at
the Champ-de-Mars Arena today. Aman will be looking for India’s first Paris 2024
Olympics medal in wrestling when he takes on Darian Cruz of Puerto Rico in the bronze
medal match. The match will start at 9:45 PM IST. Indian golfers Aditi Ashok and
Diksha Dagar continue their T14 position from round 2 into round 3, but are still far
behind the medal contention. In athletics, the men’s and women’s 4x400m relay teams
finished 5th in the heats with a time of 3:00.58. They missed out on a spot in the final

by a mere 0.5 seconds.

EVE RS OPPOSITION

In the Rajya Sabha today, the treasury bench brought a motion of censure against
opposition Samajwadi Party member Jaya Bachchan over her alleged unparliamentary
remark about the Chairman of the Upper House, Jagdeep Dhankhar. Leader of the
House and Union Health Minister JP Nadda moved the motion of censure against the
conduct of the opposition member in the Upper House. He said that the comments from
the opposition were unparliamentary and highly objectionable. The Chairman took
strong exception to the remarks made by the SP member and stated that no one would
be allowed to undermine the reputation of the Chair. The Chair's objection was
specifically to the comments made by the SP member regarding the tone, language,
and temperament of the Chairman.

Members from the treasury bench also objected to Jaya Bachchan's comments. Amid

the ruckus, opposition members walked out of the House. Subsequently, several



members and union ministers criticized the opposition, alleging that they were trying to
undermine the decorum of the House and the Chair. The Question Hour was not held
today, and the House was adjourned three times over the issue. Senior member and
Agriculture Minister Shivraj Singh Chouhan said the conduct of the opposition was
unacceptable and that they must apologize to the Chair. Former Prime Minister and
JD(S) leader HD Devegowda stated that, as members of the House, respect for the
ruling and appeal of the Chair is essential.

Union Minister of State for Skill Development and Entrepreneurship Jayant Chowdhary
said every member has a duty to abide by the Chair's decision and that stern action
should be taken against members who repeatedly violate it. JD(U) Executive President
Sanjay Kumar Jha called the reference to the Chairman as "colleague" by the opposition
member highly derogatory and demanded stern action against Jaya Bachchan. Union
Minister of State for Agriculture Ram Nath Thakur also echoed his party's stance.
Minister of State for Social Justice and Empowerment Ramdas Athawale termed the
incident a "black day" and demanded an apology from the opposition.

BRS member KR Suresh Reddy and NCP leader Praful Patel also condemned the
comments made against the Chairman. Earlier, opposition members from Congress,
TMC, DMK, RID, and other parties staged a walkout from the Rajya Sabha amid the
uproar over Jaya Bachchan's remarks.

After the completion of the Zero Hour, Chairman Jagdeep Dhankhar was making a
statement on alleged objectionable comments by BJP member Ghanshyam Tiwari
against Leader of Opposition Mallikarjun Kharge. During this, SP member Jaya
Bachchan made comments about the Chairman, which provoked him. Mr. Dhankhar
took strong exception to Jaya Bachchan's comments, stating that her conduct was

against the decorum of the House.<><>
