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PARALYMPICS - ARCHER SHEETAL DEVI

Asian Para Games gold medallist archer Sheetal Devi is one of India's
top Medal Hopes at the Paris Paralympics, which set to begin from 28
August.

The 17-year archer from Jammu district was born with phocomelia, a
rare congenital disorder. She is world’s first and only active female archer
to compete without arms. Currently Sheetal Devi is ranked first in the world
in the compound open women's category. Para-archer Sheetal Devi also
received the prestigious Arjuna Award 2023 from the President Droupadi
Murmu. In 2023, she won a silver at the Para-Archery World

Championship, which helped to get her ticket for the Paris Paralympics



Games.

Born in a small village to a farming family, Devi had not seen a bow
and arrow till she was 15. Within just four months of starting out her
training, she began to use a proper bow and hit targets at a 50m distance,
the competition standard for the compound open category. Devi take
inspiration from American archer Matt Stutzman, who famously shoots with
his feet using a customised device. At Paris, she will face tough competition
from opponents including world number three Jane Karla Gogel and the
reigning World Championship winner Oznur Cure.

Paris Paralympics 2024 is all set to begin from 28th of this month.
The eleven days of non-stop sports will begin after a grand opening
ceremony on Wednesday and will last till 8th of next month. This time,
India is sending its largest contingent ever in the history of Games, with 84

athletes.

GUJARAT-RAINS

In Gujarat, several districts received torrential rainfall today,
disrupting normal life. Our correspondent reports that over 150 tehsils of
the state received light to very heavy rainfall since morning. Meanwhile,
Chief Minister Bhupendra Patel held a telephonic conversation with the
district collectors of seven rain-affected districts of the state, including
Bhavnagar, Dang, Morbi, Kutch, and Surendranagar, to review the flood

situation.

"Torrential rains have disrupted the road traffic in the state and
several roads having closed due to waterlogging. Water level continue to
rise in large dams. The major dams including Sardar Sarovar dam and Ukai
dam are 88 percent full. Following the widespread rainfall in Central parts
of the state, the Kadana dam, the third largest dam in the state has also
crossed 60% mark. Morva hadaf in Panchmahal district received the
highest six inches of rainfall since morning followed by Anand Kutch and
Kheda tehsils which recorded more than 5 inches of rainfall. Meanwhile
Indian meteorological Department has predicted widespread rainfall in the

ODISHA -BIRD FLU

In Odisha, thousands of chickens are being culled in Pipili of Puri
district following outbreak of bird flu. According to reports, the state
government has started culling about 20,000 poultry birds and they are
buried after being culled as per the protocol and the farms are being
sanitised. The National Institute of High Security Animal Diseases, Bhopal
had recently tested positive for the avian influenza H5N1 strain in the
samples collected from the Pipli area. The Odisha government has issued
directions to all district administration to take preventive measures like



regular surveillance through collection of tracheal and cloacal swabs,
environmental samples and serum samples of the birds by field
veterinarians. People have also been advised not to consume chickens for a
few days.

will experience the same till tomorrow. Similar conditions will also remain
over West Madhya Pradesh, Goa, Coastal Karnataka and South Interior
Karnataka today.
