ISRAEL-HAMAS CEASEFIRE  
 The leaders of Egypt, Qatar, and the United States have urged Israel 
and Hamas not to waste more time to finalise a ceasefire agreement. In a 
joint statement last night, the three countries urged Israel and Hamas to 
resume urgent discussion on August 15 in Doha or Cairo to close all 
remaining gaps and commence implementation of the deal without further 
delay. The statement noted that the ceasefire agreement is now on the 
table with only the details of implementation left to conclude.   
 Cairo, Doha, and Washington mediated a week-long truce between 
Israel and Hamas that ended in late November 2023, which included a 
swap between Palestinian prisoners and Israeli hostages, and more 
humanitarian aid delivery to Gaza. Yet, later mediation efforts to reach a 
ceasefire agreement have not been fruitful.

HOCKEY OLYMPICS WISHES  
 At Paris Olympics 2024, the Indian hockey team claimed a second 
successive Olympic bronze medal for the first time in 52 years. India rode 
on two goals by skipper Harmanpreet Singh and some brilliant saves by 
retiring goalkeeper PR Sreejesh to overcome Spain 2-1 and win the medal 
match. This is India's first back-to-back medal since the 1972 Games in 
Munich, following their bronze medal in the Tokyo 2020 Olympics. 
 President Droupadi Murmu congratulated Hockey Team for securing 
the bronze medal at the Paris Olympics. She said the team deserves 
highest praise for resurgence of Indian Hockey. President Murmu added 
that the Indian hockey team's consistency, skills, cohesion and fighting 
spirit will inspire India's youth. 
 Vice-President Jagdeep Dhankhar also extended heartiest greetings 
to the Indian hockey contingent for their historic victory. He said the Indian 
hockey players have made the India proud on the world stage. Vice-
President Dhankhar wished the team continued success in all their  future 
endeavours. 
 Prime Minister Narendra Modi yesterday spoke to members of the 
medal-winning Indian men's hockey team over the phone in Paris and 
congratulated the players for their courageous performance against Spain. 
He appreciated the Indian hockey team's fighting spirit after losing a nerve-
wracking clash to Germany in the semifinals. 
 Speaking to the players on the phone, PM Modi referred to the Indian 
team's captain Harmanpreet Singh as the "Sarpanch" of the team. PM Modi 
appreciated Harmanpreet and said that under his leadership and due to the 
efforts of all teammates, India has emerged victorious again. PM Modi 
expressed confidence that Indian hockey will revive the golden period of 
the sport.

 External Affairs Minister S Jaishankar will be on a three-day official 
visit to Maldives beginning today. The visit aims to strengthen the close 
partnership between the two countries and explore new opportunities to 
enhance bilateral relationship further. The visit follows the recent visit of 
the President of Maldives Mohamed Muizzu to India for the swearing-in 
ceremony of the new Cabinet and Council of Ministers in June this year. 
The Maldives, a key maritime neighbour to India, holds a strategic position 
in the Indian Ocean and has long been considered an essential partner in 
India’s 'Neighbourhood First' policy and its 'SAGAR' vision-Security and 
Growth for All in the Region.

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LS JAISHANKAR RUSSIA 
 External Affairs Minister, Dr S Jaishankar today said there are 91 
cases so far of Indian nationals who were recruited into the Russian Army. 
Replying to supplementaries during the Question Hour in Lok Sabha, Dr 
Jaishankar said eight of them have unfortunately passed away and 
fourteen of them have been discharged. He informed that 69 Indian 
citizens are awaiting release from the Russian army. The Minister stressed 
that India takes this issue very seriously. He said  that he has raised the 
issue numerous times with the Russian Foreign Minister. He further stated 
that when Prime Minister Narendra Modi was in Moscow last month, Mr 
Modi got the Russian President’s assurance that any Indian national who is 
in the service of the Russian army, will be discharged and released. Dr 
Jaishankar said the problem is that the Russian authorities maintain that 
these Indian nationals entered into contracts for service with the Russian 
army. He however pointed out that in many cases, there are reasons to 
indicate that the Indian nationals were misled and told that they were 
going for some other job and then deployed to the Russian army. 
 On action taken regarding the matter, the Minister informed that the 
CBI has registered a criminal case against 19 individuals and entities. He 
said sufficient evidence has surfaced against ten human traffickers. During 
the investigation, two accused were arrested in April and two more were 
arrested in May. All the four accused are in judicial custody. 
 On people being misled to work in South East Asia on cyber scams, 
Dr Jaishankar said the Indian government has taken it up with all the 
concerned governments at the political level. So far, 650 Indian nationals 
have been repatriated from Cambodia, 450 from Myanmar and 548 from 
Laos. He said this is an issue for which the government is very vigilant.
