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TELANGANA-PMAY KISHAN REDDY : Union Coal and Mines Minister, G. Kishan Reddy has
suggested that the Telangana government should join the nationwide survey to be carried out by the
Centre to identify the houseless poor in rural areas. In a letter to Chief Minister A. Revanth Reddy,
the Union Minister said, the Centre could extend the PM Awas Yojana for Rural Areas if a list of such
persons was prepared. The Minister said, the Centre had decided to allot houses to the people on the
permanent waiting list from the socio-economic caste census carried out in 2011. He said, Telangana
state could not provide a list of houseless poor as the erstwhile BRS government had refused to take
part in a 2018 central survey. He further said several states had provided such lists. Kishan Reddy
said, Prime Minister Narendra Modi and Union Rural Development Minister Shivraj Singh Chouhan,
have positively responded when he himself discussed the matter. The Minister further said, during
the second phase of PM Awas Yojana 2024 and 2029, two crore houses will be constructed in rural
areas.

MAHARASHTRA CABINET : The Maharashtra Government has cleared a proposal to convert more
than one lakh acres of Class II land in Marathwada into freehold, making the occupants complete
owners. The decision was taken during a cabinet meeting chaired by Chief Minister Eknath Shinde in
Mumbai today. According to an official statement, the decision is based on a 60-year-old demand to
convert 1.4 lakh acres of Class II land. Class II occupancy is a conditional holding where land is given
to individuals for various reasons, including as rewards and to religious structures for their
maintenance. The cabinet has also approved a revised budget of 37 thousand crore rupees for the
construction and repair of six thousand kilometers of roads. The government has said that the roads
will be concretized instead of using asphalt seal coating. The cabinet has further approved the
implementation of a medical reimbursement scheme for teaching and non-teaching staff of Deccan
College, Gokhale Institute of Economics and Political Science, and Tilak Maharashtra University. A
proposal to provide a lump sum amount as remuneration to retired teachers of government and
private medical colleges was also approved. Meanwhile, a decision to increase the tenure of mayors
from the current two and a half years to five years was also taken during the meeting.

DOCTORS STRIKE CALLED OFF : The Federation of Resident Doctors Association (FORDA) has
decided to call off their strike over Kolkata doctor's murder incident. A decision in this regard was
taken after a delegation of FORDA met Union Health Minister Jagat Prakash Nadda in New Delhi. The
doctors from across the country were protesting over the incident since Monday. Talking to media
after the meeting, FORDA President Aviral Mathur said, the Health Minister has assured that their
demands would be addressed in a time-bound manner. Mr Mathur added that since their all demands
have been accepted, FORDA has decided to call off the strike. Union Health Minister Jagat Prakash
Nadda has welcomed FORDA 's decision to call off the strike. Mr Nadda assured doctors that his
Ministry will address all their concerns to ensure a safer and better work environment.

WB-DOCTOR STRIKE : In West Bengal, junior doctors are on strike at all government medical
colleges and hospitals in the state to protest the rape and murder of a doctor at a medical college
and hospital. Meanwhile, West Bengal's Health Secretary, Narayan Swarup Nigam, has appealed to
the doctors to return to work. In a related development, the BJP and Congress will participate in a
protest march tomorrow. Citizens’ associations, left parties, intelligentsia, and various youth and
student organizations are protesting the incident. Additionally, the BJP in the state has called for the
resignation of Chief Minister Mamata Banerjee, who also holds the portfolio of the Health
Department.

KOLKATA-NWC : The delegation of the National Commission for Women today visited R.G. Kar
Medical College in Kolkata today. The delegation met with Principal Suhrita Paul and Superintendent



Bulbul Mukhopadhyay and took stock of the situation. Ms Delina Khandup, a team member, stated
that the hospital's security situation is inadequate. She said, action will be taken against the former
principal of the college for naming the victim.

PRESIDENT ADDRESS : President Droupadi Murmu will address the nation on the eve of 78th
Independence Day at 7 pm today. The address will be broadcast on the entire network of Akashvani
and telecast over all channels of Doordarshan in Hindi, followed by the English version. On
Doordarshan, the broadcast of the address in Hindi and English will be followed by broadcasts in
regional languages by regional channels. Akashvani will broadcast regional language versions at 9:30
PM on its respective regional networks.

VINESH PHOGAT IOA HEARING : The Court of Arbitration for Sport (CAS) today again deferred
its verdict on wrestler Vinesh Phogat's case. In a statement today, the Indian Olympic Association
(IOA) said, the verdict is likely to be out by August 16. Earlier, the CAS had said the verdict was
expected before Sunday. However, it was deferred to August 13. Now, the IOA said the verdict would
be pronounced on August 16. The IOA said, the CAS ad hoc division president has allowed Hon. Dr
Annabelle Bennett, Sole Arbitrator in the Vinesh Phogat vs. United World Wrestling (UWW) and the
International Olympic Committee (IOC) matter, an extension until 6-00 p.m. Paris time and 9:30 pm
India time on Friday, August 16, 2024. Vinesh had appealed to the Court of Arbitration for Sport
demanding a joint silver medal alongside Cuban wrestler Yusneylis Guzman Lopez. Lopez had lost to
Vinesh in the semis of the women's 50kg wrestling competition in Paris but replaced her for the final
following Vinesh's disqualification from the Paris Olympic Games. In a dramatic turn of events, Vinesh
was disqualified after being found overweight by 100 grams during the customary weigh-in on the
morning of the gold medal bou

AP-CM - MEETING: Andhra Pradesh Chief Minister N. Chandrababu Naidu had a meeting with a
delegation of the Capacity Building Commission (CBC) led by their Chairman, Mr Adil Zainulbhai in
Amaravati yesterday. During the meeting, the Chief Minister asked the CBC to help establish a global
institute of good governance in Amaravati.
