SC-KOLKATA DOC CASE : The Supreme Court has taken suo motu cognisance of the Kolkata rape
and murder case. A bench comprising Chief Justice of India DY Chandrachud, Justices JB Pardiwala
and Manoj Misra will hear the matter on Tuesday. A post-graduate trainee doctor was allegedly raped
and murdered inside a seminar hall at RG Kar Medical College and Hospital in Kolkata on Sth of this
month. A day after the incident, the Kolkata Police arrested a civic volunteer in connection with the
case. The incident has triggered nationwide protests, with doctors from across the country
demanding action against people involved in the case. On 13th of August, the Calcutta High Court
directed the Central Bureau of Investigation (CBI) to take over the investigation. The High Court
passed the order acting on petitions filed by parents of the victim and certain other individuals.
Recently, the High Court pulled up the West Bengal authorities for the acts of vandalism at the RG
Kar hospital during protests on 14th of August.

RAKHI : Raksha Bandhan, the festival of special bond between brothers and sisters, is being
celebrated today across the country. On this occasion, sisters tie colorful rakhi around the wrist of
their brothers and pray for their prosperity, health and well-being. In return, brothers pledge to
protect and support their sisters and present them gifts.

PREZ - RAKSHA BANDHAN : President Droupadi Murmu has greeted people on the occasion of
Raksha Bandhan. In her message, the President said, Raksha Bandhan is a celebration of the unique
bond between brothers and sisters, which strengthens the feelings of love and mutual trust. The
President said, this festival goes beyond religious and cultural boundaries to symbolize the unity in
diversity of the country. President Murmu said, this festival strengthens our determination to protect
the rights of women.

MALAYSIA PM — INDIA : Prime Minister of Malaysia, Dato’ Seri Anwar bin Ibrahim will be on a
three day visit to India beginning today. This will be the first visit of Anwar Ibrahim as the Prime
Minister of Malaysia. The External Affairs Ministry said, Prime Minister of Malaysia will hold bilateral
discussions with Prime Minister Narendra Modi tomorrow. During his visit, he will also meet President
Droupadi Murmu and External Affairs Minister, Dr. S. Jaishankar. India and Malaysia have strong
historical and socio-cultural linkages. The Ministry said, the bilateral relationship between the two
nations was elevated to the status of Enhanced Strategic Partnership in 2015 during the visit of Prime
Minister Modi. The visit of Prime Minister Anwar Ibrahim will pave the way for further strengthening
of India-Malaysia bilateral ties by charting out a multi-sectoral cooperation agenda for the future.

GUJARAT - AMIT SHAH : Union Home Minister, Amit Shah has said Citizenship Amendment Act
does not take away the citizenship rights of any religion rather the act offers respect and justice to



the Indian refugees along with the citizenship. The minister was speaking after awarding citizenship
certificate to 188 expatriates at a function in Ahmedabad today. Mr. Shah criticised previous Congress
government for neglecting the Hindu and other minority expatriates for vote bank and appeasement
politics. He reiterated Modi government's commitment for implementation of CAA across the country.
Earlier in the day, the minister inaugurated various developmental works of Ahmedabad Municipal
Corporation worth over 1000 crore rupees in Ahmedabad today. Later in the evening Mr Shah will
address the party workers in Sabarmati.

NEPAL FM-VISIT : External Affairs Minister S Jaishankar will hold talks with his Nepalese
counterpart Arzu Rana Deuba in New Delhi today. Dr Deuba arrived in New Delhi yesterday on a five-
day visit to India. In a statement, the External Affairs Ministry said, this visit aligns with the tradition
of regular high-level exchanges between India and Nepal. The Ministry said that Nepal is a priority
partner of India in its Neighbourhood First policy. It said, this visit will provide both sides an
opportunity to discuss and review the progress in bilateral cooperation and help in advancing ties
further.

AMARNATH YATRA : The annual Shri Amarnath Ji Yatra ended this morning in Jammu and
Kashmir. More than 5 lakh pilgrims drawn from various parts of the country paid their obeisance at
the holy cave shrine this year. The holy Mace of Lord Shiva called "Chhari Mubarak" reached Shri
Amarnath Ji Cave Shrine in sounth Kashmir Himalayas early this morning making the formal end of
the 43-day-long Shri Amarnath Ji Yatra. The Yatra had commenced on June 29, this year.A group of
sadhus led by Custodian of the holy Mace Mahant Deependra Giri carrying Chhari Mubarak reached
Shri Amarnath Ji cave early this morning after spending a night at Panchtarni.This year, the overall
flow of Yatris was remarkable after several years as more than 5 lakh Yatris visited the holy cave
shrine this year and paid obeisance to Lord Shiva. The Yatris visited the Holy Cave from both the
longest Pahalgam track in Anantnag and the shortest but steep Baltal track in Ganderbal district. on
the occasion of Shravan-Punima coinciding Raksha Bhandan today, the Chhari Mubarak was taken to
the holy cave of Shri Amarnath ji before sunrise, and the pooja began with the rising sun and with
its culmination, this Yatra has ended peacefully this morning.This is Sunil Koul for Akashvani News
from Srinagar.

CENTRE - MPOX REVIEW: Principal Secretary to Prime Minister Dr. PK Mishra chaired a high-level
meeting yesterday to review the status of preparedness for Mpox in the country and related public
health measures. He said, Prime Minister Narendra Modi has been continuously monitoring the MPox
situation. During the meeting, Dr Mishra directed states to enhance surveillance and take effective
measures for prompt detection of cases. He further directed that the testing laboratories network
should be geared up for early diagnosis. Presently 32 labs are equipped for testing. Dr Mishra said
that the protocols for prevention and treatment of the disease should be disseminated on a large
scale. He further emphasised an awareness campaign amongst the healthcare providers regarding
the signs and symptoms of the disease and the need for timely notification to the surveillance
system. During the meeting, it was briefed that as of now, there is no reported case of Mpox in the
country. As per the present assessment, the risk of a large outbreak with sustained transmission is
low. The Mpox infections are generally self-limiting lasting between 2 to 4 weeks and the Mpox
patients usually recover with supportive medical care and management. The Mpox transmission
happens through prolonged and close contact with an infected patient. It was also informed that a
Video Conference was convened by the Director General Health Services earlier yesterday with more
than 200 participants. The health authorities at state level including the Integrated Disease
Surveillance Programme units in the States and at the Ports of Entry were sensitized in this regard.
The World Health Organization (WHO) has again declared Mpox Public Health Emergency of



International Concern on 14th August in view of its prevalence and spread across many parts of
Africa. According to WHO, globally since 2022 from 116 countries, more than 99 thousand cases and
208 deaths had been reported due to Mpox.

FOOTBALL FAN — PROTESTS : Keeping their bitter rivalry aside, thousand of fans of Kolkata's big
three football clubs - Mohun Bagan, East Bengal and Mohammedan Sporting - came together
yesterday to protest against the rape and murder of RG Kar Medical College doctor. Unprecedented
scenes were witnessed outside the Saltlake Stadium in Kolkata as Mohun Bagan captain Subhasish
Bose, accompanied by his wife Kasturi Chetri, and All India Football Federation president Kalyan
Chaubey joined the protest march, demanding justice for the victim. Subhasish Bose said, for the first
time, fans of Mohun Bagan, East Bengal, and Mohammedan Sporting have come together to fight for
justice. The fans started assembling around 4 pm in front of the VIP Gate of the Saltlake Staidum
where the Durand Cup derby match between Mohun Bagan and East Bengal was scheduled but only
to be called off by the administration, fearing security concerns.

IMD - ORANGE ALERT : India Meteorological Department (IMD) has issued an Orange alert for
heavy rain in West Bengal, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram and Tripura for today. Talking to reporters in
New Delhi, IMD scientist Dr Naresh Kumar said, heavy to very heavy rainfall activity is also expected
in Bihar, Chhattisgarh and the South peninsular area.

EVE JAISHANKAR — KUWAIT: External Affairs Minister, Dr S Jaishankar today called on the Crown
Prince of Kuwait, Sheikh Sabah Al-Khaled Al-Sabah Al-Hamad Al-Mubarak Al-Sabah. In a social media
post, Dr Jaishankar said, India and Kuwait share centuries-old bonds of goodwill and friendship. He
said, the contemporary partnership between the two nation is expanding steadily. Dr Jaishankar
thanked Crown Prince for his guidance and insights on taking the ties to a higher level. The External
Affairs Minister Dr Jaishankar reached Kuwait on an official visit today. On arrival, Dr Jaishankar was
welcomed by his Kuwaiti counterpart, Abdullah Ali Al-Yahya. During the visit, both sides will review
various aspects of bilateral relations between the two countries including political, trade, investment,
energy, security, cultural, consular and people-to-people contacts. The two sides will also exchange
views on regional and international issues of mutual interest.
