BANGLADESH - INTERIM GOVT

Bangladesh President Mohammed Shahabuddin has appointed Nobel
laureate Mohammad Yunus as head of an interim government. The decision
to this effect was taken at a meeting President Shahabuddin had with chiefs
of the three services and a 13-member delegation of Anti-Discrimination
Student Movement at Bangabhaban, the presidential palace, in Dhaka
yesterday. President's Press Secretary Md. Joynal Abedin told media persons
late last night that other members of the interim government will be finalised
after consultations with various political parties. The President has also
dissolved the Parliament. The Anti-Discrimination Student Movement that
spearheaded the protests has earlier said that 84-year-old Yunus has agreed
to head the interim government. Yunus won the Nobel Peace Prize in 2006 for
his anti-poverty campaign through the Grameen Bank. While the Army took
charge on Monday, incidents of violence were reported overnight in many
parts of the country and the death toll due to the unrest since mid-July rose
to 440. At least 24 people were burnt alive in a hotel owned by a leader of the



Awami League in the western Joshor district. Meanwhile, Bangladesh
Nationalist Party (BNP) chief and former Prime Minister Khaleda Zia was
released from house arrest. The 79-year-old former prime minister has long
battled various ailments, including issues related to the kidney, lung and
heart.

India is in close and constant touch with its nationals in Bangladesh
through its diplomatic missions amid unrest in the neighbouring country. In a
suo-motu statement in both Houses of Parliament over the situation in
Bangladesh today, External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar said, presently,
around 19 thousand Indian nationals are in Bangladesh, including 9000
students. He said the bulk of the students have already returned to India last
month on the advice of the High Commission in Dhaka.

Dr Jaishankar informed the Lok Sabha and the Rajya Sabha that New
Delhi is monitoring the situation with regard to the status of minorities. There
are reports of initiatives by various groups and organizations to ensure their
protection and well-being. He said India welcomes these initiatives but will
remain deeply concerned till law and order is visibly restored. He said Indian
border guarding forces have also been instructed to be exceptionally in view
of this complex situation.

He said Bangladesh Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina had apparently
decided to resign from her post after meeting with leaders of security
establishments. He informed that she had requested approval to come to
India for the moment and arrived in Delhi last evening.

In the last 24 hours, New Delhi has also been in regular touch with the
authorities in Dhaka. The External Affairs Minister added that the situation in
Bangladesh is still evolving. Bangladesh Army Chief, General
Waker-uz-Zaman, addressed the nation yesterday and spoke about assuming
responsibility and constituting an interim government.

On India’s diplomatic presence in the neighbouring country, the
Minister informed that in addition to the High Commission in Dhaka, there are
Assistant High Commissions in Chittagong, Rajshahi, Khulna and Sylhet. He
said India expects the host government to provide the required security
protection for these establishments and looks forward to their normal
functioning once the situation stabilizes. Later, the House was adjourned



for the day.

RBI-INTEREST SUBVENTION

In view of the continuation of the Modified Interest Subvention Scheme
by the Centre, the Reserve Bank has asked banks to provide short term crop
loans and short term loans for allied activities including animal husbandry,
dairy, fisheries, beekeeping etc. upto an overall limit of 3 lakh rupees to
farmers at an interest rate of 7 percent. In a notification, RBI said that the
rate of interest subvention to lending institutions will be 1.5 percent for
2024-25. RBI has said that an additional interest subvention of 3 percent
should be provided to farmers who repay loans in time. RBI has added that
Aadhaar linkage would be mandatory for availing the short-term loans.

Meanwhile, in order to discourage distress sale by farmers and to
encourage them to store their produce in warehouses, the benefit of interest
subvention under Kisan Credit Card scheme will be available to small and
marginal farmers for a further period of up to six months post the harvest of
the crop.
