Following a request by the state government, the army said it will airlift a Xaver Radar, four Recco
radars along with operators from Delhi today, for deep search among the debris. It said the relief
effort is being undertaken today mainly to recover bodies and to restore essential services.

TURKEY INSTAGRAM BLOCKED : Turkey blocked the access of social networking platform
Instagram in the country yesterday. The Turkish government has accused Meta, the US-based parent
company of Instagram of blocking condolence posts on killing of Hamas leader Ismail Haniyeh.
Turkish presidency’s communications director, Fahrettin Altun, criticised the Meta-owned platform. In
a social media post on X, Mr Altun accused the platform of repeatedly serving the global system of
exploitation and injustice. He said that the Turkish government will continue to defend freedom of
expression against these platforms.

KERALA-ARREST : In Kerala, the Anti-Terrorist Squad of the State Police arrested Maoist leader C
P Moideen from Mararikulam in Alappuzha district yesterday. He was taken into custody while
travelling on a State Road Transport Corporation bus from Kollam to Thrissur. Moideen is an accused
in 36 cases. He was absconding since 2014.



CENTRE- ESA NOTIFICATION : The Centre has issued a fresh draft notification to declare over 56
thousand 800 square kilometres of the Western Ghats across six states as an Ecologically Sensitive
Area (ESA). These states are Gujarat, Maharashtra, Goa, Karnataka, Kerala and Tamilnadu. The
government has also invited suggestions and objections from the public within 60 days. People can
email their suggestions and objections at esz-mef@nic.in After declaration of Ecologically Sensitive
Area, there will be restriction on economic activities such as quarrying, mining, and large
infrastructural development in these areas.

WEATHER-TELANGANA : In Telangana, Meteorological Department predicted light to moderate
rain at a few places across the state for next two days. Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning
and gusty winds, of 30-40 kmph, is likely to occur at isolated places in Adilabad, Komaram Bheem
Asifabad, Mancherial, Nirmal, Nizamabad, Jagital, Jayashankar Bhupalapally, Mulugu, Bhadradri
Kothagudem, Kamareddy districts of Telangana.

REV FIN MIN-ITR : A record seven crore 28 lakh Income-tax Returns (ITRs) have been filed for
Assessment Year 2024-25 till 31st July this year. The Finance Ministry said in a statement that this is
7.5 percent more than the total ITRs for Assessment Year 2023-24 filed till 31st July, last year. An
increasing number of taxpayers have opted for the New Tax Regime this year. Out of the total ITRs of
7.28 crore filed for Assessment Year 2024-25, 5.27 crore have been filed in the New Tax Regime
compared to 2.01 crore ITRs filed in the Old Tax Regime. About 72 percent of taxpayers have opted
for the New Tax Regime, while 28 percent continue to be in the Old Tax Regime.

US 9/11 ACCUSED :US Defence Secretary Lloyd Austin has scraped a plea agreement for accused

9/11 attacks mastermind and two other defendants. According to media reports, the move comes
two days after the military commission at Guantanamo Bay, Cuba, announced it had reached plea
deals with Khalid Sheikh Mohammed and two accused accomplices, Walid bin Attash and Mustafa Al-
Hawsawi, in the attacks. The US authorities had sent letters to families of the nearly 3,000 people
killed in the Al-Qaeda attacks, which said the three would serve life sentences as per the plea
agreement. Some families of the attack's victims condemned the deal for cutting off any possibility of
full trials and possible death penalties. Accused mastermind Mohammed and the other two
defendants had been expected to formally enter their pleas under the deal as soon as next week.
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
